It was such a short time ago that It almost seems like sresterday when f>ractlcany all churchmen and most church* 

goers looked askance at actors! 

The good people of the community regarded them as an irrererent and wicked lot given to msmterious evil rites and prac¬ 
tices—a class as separate and wholly apart as Gypsies and as clannish. 

Perhaps they did not actually believe that the players, as many a prelate and evangelist of that day charged, were actually 
In secret league with the Prince of Evil, but they did think they were a Godless, UIdoing, cabalistic crew whose ways were dark 
and mysterious and who constituted a sinister menace to the morals of the youth of the land. 

Now all is changed. 
And the change, though it arrived softly and very quietly, was so sudden and unexpected that the players at least are dazed. 
Yea, even doubting in many instances. 

For, having rapidly frisked each himself and then looked about and appraised his fellow strtists, it Is not apparent that 
it is the pro. that has changed—not greatly. 

He is pretty much the same happy-go-lucky, warmhearted, generous, sympathetic, careless chap as of yore. 
If anything he is a little braver, a little less selfish and more self-sacrificing, a little better informed and consequently 

broader. Perhaps he is a little more closely devoted to his art, and, mayhap, the war has rendered him a bit graver. 
But that is all. * 

There never was much the matter with him save that he walked alone and was little understood. 
He craved hospitality in his wanderings end sought it, not from those who looked upon him with misgiving or fear, you 

may be sure, nar from those who viewel him with suspicion and distrust, but where it was offered. 
It is ten to one that it was an actor who scratch^ the now world famous window pane quatrain: 

Whoe’er has traveled life’s dull round. 
Where’er his stages may have been. 

May sigh to think he still has found 
The warmest welcome at an Inn. 

The hotel derk always wore a smile. 
So did the hotel barkeep—and other barkeeps. 
The welcome sign stared at him from the door mats in front of the gambling houses, the glad hand was extended him by 

the pool room touts, and doors in the redlight district ever flew open at anyone’s approach. 
But Christian folk held aloof. 
And the player let them. 
What has wrought the change? 
Listen. 
It was the growth of education, the spirit of service and billiards. 
Bigger, broader men crowded the narrower and bigoted ones out of the Y. M. C. A. and got some billiard tables in. 
It worked well. 
Then they stole some more of the saloon’s stuff—the bowling alley—and that worked. 
Then they admitted popular song records for their victrolas and phonographs. 
AND THEN GENERAL PERSHING CALLED FOR PROFESSIONAL ACTORS AND V.AUDEVILLE ARTISTS .AND THE 

THING WAS DONE. 

UNDERSTANDING TRIUMPHED AT LAST. 
The Y. M. C. A. people saw. They did not demur, consider or even paose. They jumped at the suggestion and grabbed it. 
The players were not taken in as an experiment nor on sufferance or probation. 
They were called to service—to help—to labor. 
They, too, are broad and tolerant. 
They, too, are imbued with the spirit of service. 
They will prove not a liability, but the biggest kind of an asset. 
If anyone doubts it I^him just watch the drive November 11-18. 
$170,000,000 is asked^or ($80,000,000 more than that is actually needed'), but all that showfolk are asked to raise of it is 

$7,000,000, of which $2,000,000 is expected in New York City alone.

CHANGES MADE ARE FAVORABLE

Norfolk, Va., Nov. 2.—A permanent 
naval theatrical organization has been 
formed by officers and enlisted men of 
the Hampton Roads Naval Training 
Station, and a variety of naval musical 
comedies and shows will be on tap for 
Norfolk and cities of the Eastern sea¬ 
board soon.

Washington, Nov. 4.—The Finance] 
Committee of the Senate has completed 
the revised revenue bill, after working 
for weeks on the measure, as it passed 
the House, and it is now ready for in¬ 
troduction in the Senate. There is a 
trong impression that the measure wdll 

be passed practically as it is intro¬ 
duced in the Senate. 

Numerous changes are made as to 
amusement taxes, these being the re¬ 
sult of effort on the 'part of those in¬ 
terested in the industry. The new bill, 
as far as it applies to amusement in¬ 
stitutions, is as follows: 

TITLE VIII—TAX ON ADMISSIONS 
AND DUES 

Sec. 800. (a) That from and after 
November 1, 1918, there shall be levied, 
assessed, collected and paid, in lieu of 
the taxes imposed by Section 700, of 
the Revenue Act of 1917: 

(1) A tax of 1 cent for each 5 cents 
or fraction thereof of the amount paid 
for admission to any place on or after 
such date, including admission by sea¬ 
son ticket or subscription, to be paid 
by the person paying for each admis¬ 
sion. 

(2) In the case of persons (except 
bona flde employees, municipal officers 
on official business, persons in the mili¬ 
tary or naval forces of the United 
States when in uniform, and children 
under twelve years of age) admitted 
free or at reduced rates to any place at 
a time when and under circumstances 
under which an admission charge is 

made to other persons, a tax of 1 cent 

for each 5 cents or fraction thereof of 
the price so charged to such other per¬ 

sons for the same or similar accommo¬ 

dations, to be paid by the person so 

admitted. 

(3) Upon tickets or cards of admis¬ 
sion to theaters, operas and other 
places of amusement, sold at news 
stands, hotels and places other than 
the ticket offices of such theaters, 
operas or other places of amusement,

New York, Nov. 4.—The enthusiasm displayed by the audience today 
should fully convince the most skeptical critic that the public want a diversi¬ 
fied entertainment when they go to a vaudeville ehow. It Is true that the 
program today revealed practically a dancing carnival, but strange to say 
not one act seemed to conflict with another. A circus riding act, acrobatic 
offerings, dancing, singing, comedy a-plenty were woven into one of the moat 
enjoyable bills the patrons of the Palace have yet witnessed. 

The show just bubbles over with an effervescendS" of gaiety and unre¬ 
strained pleasure. 

A premature announcement by Chic Sale that Germany had uncondi¬ 
tionally surrendered caused much excitement, the audience rising enmasee 
and singing The Star-Spangled Banner, but the enthusiasm was somewhat 
dulled later on when U was announced that it was only Austria-Hungary.

Granted that several of the prodndng man¬ 
agers offered to advance money for living ex¬ 
penses during the layoff, with the nneertatnty 
of when shows wonld open, what prospects bad 
the girls to work out their bondage by repaying 
the money out of their weekly salary?

If barleaque managers are to suffer by the 
lack of cboristera on reopening bnrlesque man¬ 
agers most attribute tbelr troubles to Divine 
Providence snd not to intentional lack of loy¬ 
alty.—NELfiB.

Far-Reaching Purpose of the Chicago Permanent 
Exposition Shown by What One Feature Means 

—There Are Nine Floors and Each One WiU 
House a Great Exposition of Its Own

The 

Permanent Exposition of Chicago is a mammoth 

undertaking and therefore is unnsuaL The 

building, real estate. Insnrance, taxes and up¬ 

keep alone mean ♦1,300 per day to start with 

There *re 365 days in a year, and that means 
money. 

Let's take one feature of this great, manifold 

undertaking. 1 refer to the effort to introduce 

our public school children to nature thru the 

bird and animal feature. This will occupy the 

entire eighth floor. The following facts we 

gathered from Col. A. B. Halit, who is in full 

charge of the entire exposition.

Bie Chicago Pevmar.ent Exposition, which will shortly be thrown open to the public, will occupy this 
entire building, giving an idea of the scale on which the project will be carried out.

Their 

speech is a song. Their food Is the pests, germ- 

breeding and deadly insects, which are the nat¬ 
ural enemies of man. 

We rellgionsly atndy abont the plagues of 

Egypt which Pharaoh encountered thousands of 
years ago, quite forgetful of the fact that In one 

year the birds of Massachusetts alone consumed 

21,(XW bnshels of Insects. 

The Oovemment bulletins tdiow that the farm¬ 

ers and fruit growers are losing ♦l.OOO.OOO.tiOO 

a year by reason of the havoc wrought by the 
insects which the birds formerly destroyed. 

Ninety per cent of these little feathered frlemls 

have been mthlessly destroyed by us, and now 

we are paying for this folly Just when we ran 

least afford to do it. 

The cotton growers are losing 1100,000,000 a 

year thru the ravages of the boU weevil. They 

have not yet learned that quail, pheasants and 

prairie chickens are worth ♦lOO.OOO.UOO a year to 
them as protectors of their cotton crops, so they 

shoot these Invalnable little workers and <-all 

it sport. In the meantime the world suffers fur 
the want of cotton. 

The chinch bug is now able to destroy ♦lOO,- 

000 000 worth of grain because we have allowed 

this eternal pest to Join bands with our old- 

t'me enemy, the Hcaalan fly, which destroys ♦200,- 

000,000 more of the grain growers’ crops be¬ 

cause It'a such great sport to kill quail. 

At this time when we are asked to save grains 
of wheat and onnees of fat and when we must 

ourselves go without the staff of life In order 

that we may sin the war. It does seem strange 

Uiat we ahciuld deal in sneh great figures as 

the Government has set before us and be told 

that these represent our annual leas becaosc we 

have destroyed the birds.

Sboop,’’ said Col. Halit, “he stated that when 

we were ready to start, steps would be taken 

to have the principals of the schools where they 

were to be shown, organize classes in Nature 
Study In their school, and encourage the chil¬ 

dren to visit the Central Bureau to not only see 

the objects that could not be transported, but 

to attend the lectures to be given tliere. He 

suggested that in getting up these collections 

for the Central Bureau Exhibit we should In¬ 

clude a mare and a colt, cow and calf, sow with 
I Igs, ewes with lambs, nannygoats with kids, 

and all kinds of matured wild animahs and birds 

with their young.

His ideas had not then assumed definite form or shape. He merely 
outlined—barely sketched—a nebulous plan, but hardly offered it even 
as tentative. 

Since then a great shock and sorrow has come to him in the tragic¬ 
ally sudden death of A. Paul Keith, and we have not pressed him for 
further details—nor will we until time has in some measure healed his 
hurt. 

Meantime we venture to express the hope that when he gets around 
to the working out of the details that he will endeavor to formulate not 
a benevolent institution, but a straight insurance company that will 
issue poycies to actors, safeguarding them by no means against unem¬ 
ployment, of course, because that would be visionary and vain, but 
against UNEMPLOYMENT DUE TO QUARANTINES, ACCIDENTS. 
ILLNESS, EPIDEMICS, FLOODS, EARTHQUAKES AND GRELAT 
CALAMITIES IN GENERAL—SUCH FOR INSTANCE AS BIG IN¬ 
DUSTRIAL STRIKES, CITY EDICTS AND STATE MANDATES THAT 
CLOSE THEATERS, and also that the privileges be extended to man¬ 
agers and agents as well as actors and actresses in the dramatic, mu¬ 
sical, burlesque, Chautauqua and outdoor fields, and not restricted to 
vaudeville folk only.

MARJORIE RAMBEAU 

IN WHERE POPPIES BLOOM 

Wherp Popples Bloom opened August 25 and at this writing has, 
therefore, run over nine weeks. 

It is a war play by Roi Cooper Megrue, who acknowledges indebted¬ 
ness to the French dramatist, Henri Kistenmaekers. 

The scene is at, or rather very near, the front, and it is full of the 
tramp of troops, the distant rumblings and the nigh roar of guns and the 
apprehensiveness and alarms of battle. 

There is the whirr of battleplanes, the havoc of bombardment, the 
telephone as an instrument of war, uniforms galore, bandages in plenty, 
a spy, a killing, and Anally a highly realistic bomb explosion, which 
utterly destroys the already badly damaged scenery and settings. 

Miss Rambeau has the only female part in the cast. The play seems 
cut to her measure, but the At is by no means perfect, and the title is 
the most misleading one we have had In years. 

Will Deming and Percival Knight meet with warm appreciation, and 
Pedro De Cordoba proves quite acceptable, but it is quite evident that 
it required both Miss Rambeau’s name and the “war thing” to have put 
the play across and sustained it. 

It is not good “wake-’em-up propaganda” for the reason that It 
boasts privates who wonder why they enlisted and what the war is all 
about and wrings some excellent comedy out of an incident detailing 
the unfaithfulness of a soldier’s wife w’hile he is at the front. 

But it has thrills to sell and tugs-at-the-heartstrlngs to throw away. 
As a popular-priced attraction it ought to go on the road, but as a Arst- 
class one it will not pass muster. 

A scene at the close of the second act is replete with such smashing, 
big possibilities that it would seem as if it might redeem the play if It 
got over, but it does not. Just why is not clear. It may be that Miss 
Rambeau is not equal to it or that it is faultily devised and constructed— 
probably both. .\t any rate It misses.—WATCHE.

Aid War Work Campaign 

150,000 Exhibitions Planned To 
Show War Service of Y. M. 

C. A., K. of C., Salvation 
Army and Others 

New York, Not. 2.—A new record In film dis¬ 

tribution bas been set by the motion rictnre 

committee of the I’nlted War Work Campaign. 

Once again every branch of the industry has re¬ 

sponded to the win the war appeai. Pians have 

been made for one hundred and fifty thousand 

exhibitions of pictures, showing the activities of 

the y. M. C. A., Y. W. C. A., Knights of Co¬ 

lumbus, Jewish Welfare Board, American Li¬ 

brary Association. War Camp Community Service 
and Salvation Army. To carry on the program 

of war service, which has been intrusted to these 

organizations, the American people are asked to 
contribute $170,.'i00.000. Kfforts wiil be made, 

however, to raise at least a quarter of a billion 
dollars. 

Early in the fall a motion picture committee, 

with E. A. MaeManus as chairman, S. I,. Roth- 

apfel, William A. Johnson and other men prom¬ 

inent in filmland, was formed to co-op<*rate with 

the United War Work Campaign. Tliis com¬ 

mittee began operations with an attempt to ob¬ 
tain more motion picture circulation than had 

ever been obtained liy (-imilar means for any 

single idea. How successful has iteen this at¬ 

tempt is shown by the following statement from 
Mr. 'MacManns; 

“We decided to concentrate uism news reels, 

and at once obtained the hearty co-operation of 

the rniversal, I’athe. Mutual and Oaiimont com¬ 
panies. The Bray Pi<-tograpli has incorporate*! 

eeveral subjects along lines suggested by us 

for distribution by Paramount. This cori'oratlon 

Is also releasing much United War Work ma¬ 
terial brought from Eurofto by Burton Holmes 

and Ineoriiorated in his Travelogues. Special 

material taken abroad by Newman is being dis¬ 

tributed by the Edm-ational Film Corjmration. 

At the same time li. E. iiamxH-k has been mak¬ 

ing his Around tlie Clock series in American 

camps. 

“The committee arranged all this material 
With a view to providing seven hundred prints a 

week. In spite of unusual and unexpected ob¬ 

stacles w-e have been able to reach this goal 
over a space of nine weeks. More than 6.000 

prints, therefore, are available for distribution 

In as many of the 14.000 motion picture thea¬ 

ters as are uot closed by epidemic conditions. 

The response of the exhibitors' aesorlations has 

been nnamimous in following the lead of Mr. 
Eothapfel. 

“One of the special features initiated by the 
committee bas been in the pro<luction and tjse of 

trailers. I believe that we hit ui>on an absolute¬ 

ly new idea by hooking up tlie outdoor i>oster 

campaign with tap motion picture campaign. 
This bas been accomplished by ‘shooting’ the 

posters, animating them with living pictures 

and then fading hack to the original posters. 
“In addition to members of the motion picture 

Industry mentioned above as contributing to the 

success of the moti<>n picture iirogram of the 

United War Work Campaign, the Y. .M. C. X., 

Knights of Columbus and Salvation Army ol)- 

talned mnch material in Europe, thru their own 

representatives. Eric Mayell, of the ‘Y’ forces, 

recently returned ffom France with 5,000 feet 

of excellent film, mnch of it obtained under ex¬ 

tremely hazardous conditions. On this side Leo 

Wharton worked enthusiastically with the com¬ 

mittee in directing varions subjects. 

“Bex Beach and Kenneth C. Beaton aided 

greatly with ideas, titles, etc. Mr. Beach also 

collaborated with Mr. Botbapfel on a special 

five-reel feature, covering the work of the cam¬ 

paign. for release thru Goldwyn. The epidemic 
may interfere with the elaborate preparations 

made for the showing of this feature, but other¬ 

wise the motion picture program bas not felt 

the restrictions inspired by influenza aa much as 

have the usual run of features. 

"By concentrating on news reels we were 

fortunate, as we escaped the embargo placed 

upon the distribution of new fehtniea. 

“The slides have attracted wide approvaL We 

prepared seven different slides, which are being 

distributed by exhibitors' State leagues. They 

contain quotations from prominent people, statis¬ 

tical information and reasons why the nation 

should oversubscribe the United War Work Cam¬ 
paign Fund.” 

MaeManus has asked this publication to make 

this publie acknowledgment of the committee’s 

appreciation of the efforts of those who have 
contributed to the success of the motion picture 

program. The United War Campaign will be 

actively carried on during the week beginning 

November 11. In every State the seven organiza¬ 
tions, designated by the government for an es¬ 
sential war service, are working in complete 

and enthusiastic harmony to obtain from the 

American people the largest single gift ever 

sought. 

WAR HEROES IN FEATURE FILM 

New York, Nov. 2.—Twelve wounded British 
and Canadian soldiers, who came to New York 

to boost the Liberty Loan drive—all men who 

have participated in some of the severest fight¬ 
ing of the war—took part in the hospital scene 

for the forthcoming Screen Classios, Inc., pro¬ 

duction, Wilson or the Kaiser, by Maxwell 

Karger, which is now in course of production 
under the direction of Charles Miller. 

The scene represented one of the numerous 

Red Cross convalescent hospitals in England, and 

many realistic touches were suggested by the 
interested Tommies themselves, such as pinning 

chevrons, decorations and other honors over the 

cots of the men who had won them.

St. Lonla Symphony Orcbeatra, who recently re¬ 

turned from tbe East to begin rehearsals for 

the series of symphony concerts to be given 

under bis direction, stated that be bad changed 

bis mind about barring all German music from 

tbe symphony programs, and that be arlll retain 

some of tbe German classics, such aa Beethoven, 

Si-bubert and Mosart. lie plana to play Beeth¬ 
oven's Seventh Symphony at tbe third pair of 

coneerta. 

He explained that at the height of the agita¬ 
tion against German raoaie he made out tbe 

first six programs without a triugle Teutonic 

composer on the Hat, but has siai-e become con¬ 

vinced that tbe public has no objection to the 
German classics. He was certain all the time, 

he said, that without German music the pro¬ 

grams wonid suffer In artistic value. 

If the St. Louis orchestra banned all German 

music, he said, it would be tbe only one In the 

country to take that step. Eugen Ysaye, con¬ 

ductor of the Cincinnati Orchestra, has an- 

nonneed that be will play Beethoven and Schu¬ 

bert. Pierre Monteux. the French director, who 

waa to have conducted the first three roncerts 

of tbe Boston Orchestra, had not the Influenza 

quarantine prevented, listed a Beethoven sym¬ 
phony on bis programs. Tbe Soolete des Con¬ 

certs du Conser-stolre de Paris, directed by 

.kndre Messager, which has come to this country 

for the express purpose of increasing Interest in 
French music, plays Beethoven. Director Zach 

said be was present at a symphony concert in 

the East for soldiers. German music was 

played, and there were no hostile demonstrations. 

In bis opinion the person who Judges music 
by the nationality of Its <-ompoeer U but a poor 

Judge of music. 

But there will be less German music among 

symphony orrbegtras playing to American andl- 

ences, and the nsuhl Wagner concert will be 

omitted. In fact. Wagner may not be played 
at all by any of tbe .kmerican symphony organi- 

xationa. The reason for singling Wagner out, 

Mr. Zach explained, was bis offensive attitude 

towards France during tbe Franoo-Trusslan War. 

No music by living Germans or Austrian com- 

posers will b« played, because technically it 

would be against the law, violating the trading 
with tbe enemy act. For instance, a royalty of 

f 100 most be paid for performing Richard Strauss’ 

Domestic Symphony, and part of tbe money 

would possitUy go to the composer after the war. 

In conjunction with the symphony concerts 

many noted soloists will appear. Director Zach 

has hitherto been adverse to soloists clving en¬ 

cores at tbe Friday and Saturday popular con- 

certa, but this season singers sod instrumental- 
fsts will be permitted to give added numbers to 

their scheduled programs, if tbe audience so 

desires. This is the only place the popular war 

song will have on the programs of the symphony 

concerts, under the direction of Max Zach, altho 

all of the national anthems will be played on 

different programs by tbe St. Louis Symphony, 

with the rendering of the Star-Spangled Banner 

prior to the overture of each program.

About This Season’s Successful New York Productions 

CYRIL MAUDE 
IN THE SAVING GRACE 

The Savlnff Grace Is a very light English comedy, by C. Baddon 
Chambers, with an echo of the world war In It. Also woven Into It Is a 
trifling little love story of scanty content. There is no essentially new 
or particularly outstanding Idea utllixed, and, while it Is clean and bright 
In spots. In other hands It very likely would have turned out a rather 
flat and commonplace production. 

But. as presented by Mr. Maude, It is a delightfully entertaining 
play, sprightly, abundantly humorous and amply Interesting. 

Mr. Maude does a cashiered Ehiglish army officer, who, while entirely 
supexior to the vicissitudes of straitened circumstances, is deeply 
unhappy over his vain efforts to obtain reinstatement and get into the 
fighting, with fine understanding. He has enjoyed many roles that af¬ 
forded his great talents wider scope and greater opportunities, but to 
none of them has he brought a defter touch or a higher finish. 

Laura Hope Crews demonstrates anew her amazing versatility and 
capability. She haa never been seen to better advantage, for In her 
present role she actually capitalizes its limitations and turns to account 
its lack of chances. > 

Cathleen Nesbitt has materially enhanced the growing esteem In 
which she is held, and Charlotte Granville gives us a new mixture of 
“grande dame" and “mild heavy” that Is decidedly well done. 

William Devereux and Annie Hughes bring a complete comprehen¬ 
sion and a quiet, subdued technique to two servant roles that materially 
helps the production as a whole. 

Edward Douglas, alone of the cast, misses, but it should be said In 
extenuation that the part, a half caddish, half c^low juvenile lead, fairly 
bristles with difficulties.

Proprietor* of theater*, mnseams and concert 
balla, where a charge for admistilon is made, 
having a seating capaeltr of not rj«ire than 25^ 
shall pay $•■«): having a seating capacity of more 
than 2.10 and not cxi-oedlng .100. shall pay $li»i; 
having a seating rapacity exceeding 500 an>l not 
exceeding sOO, shall pay $150; having a Beating 
capaolty or more than hOO, aball pay $200. Ev 
ery edifice used for the purpqso of dramatic or 
operatic or otner representations, pisys, or per¬ 
formances, for admission to which entrance 
money Is received, not including balls and 
armories rented or used ocrastonally for concerts 
or theatrical representation*, and not including 
edifice owned by religious, ^ucatiooal or char¬ 
itable institutions, societies or organizations 
where all the proceeds from admissions Inure 
exclusively to the benefit of aueh organizations, 
societies or organizations, or exclusively to the 
benefit of persons In the military or naval force* 
of the United States, shall tie regarded as a 
theater: Provided. That in cities, towns, or vil¬ 
lages of 5,000 inhabitants or leas tbe amount 
of such payment shall be one half of that 
above stated; Provided further. That whenever 
any such edifice is under lease at tbe time the 
tax is due. the tax shall be paid by the lessee, 
unless otherwise stipulated between the parties 
to tbe lease. 

The proprietor or proprietors of circuses shall 
pay $2()0. Every building, space, tent, qr an-a. 

. where feats of horsemanship or acrobatlo sport* 
or tbeatrleal performances not otherwise provided 
for In this section are exhibited Hhall be regarded 
a* a circus: Provided. Tbat no special tax paid 
In one State, Territory, or the District of Co¬ 
lumbia shall exempt exhibition* from tbe tax 
In amvtber State. Territory, or the District of 
Columbia, and but one special tax shall be im¬ 
posed for exhibitions within any one State, Ter¬ 
ritory, or District. 

(7) Proprietors or agent* of all other public 
exhibitions or show* for money not enumerated 
In this section shall pay $20: Provided, Tbat a 
apeclal tax paid In one Stale, Territory, or tbe 
District of Columbia shall not exempt exhibition* 
from the tax in another State, Territory, or the 
Dletrlct of Columbia, and but one special tax 
shall be requlreil for exhibitions within any one 
State, Territory, or District of Columbia; Pro¬ 
vided further, Tbat this paragraph shall not ap¬ 
ply to Chautauqua*, lecture lyceums, agricul¬ 
tural or Industrial fair*, or exhibitions held nn- 
der the auspices of rel gious or charitable aaao- 
clatlons: I’fovided further. That an aggrega¬ 
tion of entertainments, known as a street fair, 
shall not pay a larger tax than $200 in any 
State, Territory, or In the District of Columbia. 

(8) Proprietor* of bowling alleys and billiard 
rooms shall pay $10 for each alley or table. Ev- 
ery building or place where bowls are thrown 
or where games of billiards or pool are played, 
except In private homes, shall be regarded as a 
bowling alley or a billiard room, respectively. 

Sec. 904. Tbat every person liable for any 
tax Imposed by Sections 900. 902. 908, or 907, 
shall make monthly returna under oath In da- 
plloate and pay the taxes imposed by such 
section to the collector for the district In which 
la located the principal place of business. Such 
returns shall contain such Information and b« 
made at such times ami In such manner as tbo 
Commissioner, with the approval of the Secre¬ 
tary, may by regulation* prescribe. 

Tbe tax shall, without assessment by tbe 
commissioner or notice from the collector, be duo 
and payable to the collector at tbe time so fixed 
for filing the return. If the tax 1* not paid when 
due. there aball be added as part of the tax a 
penalty of five per centum, together with Interest 
at the rate of one per centum for each full 
month, from the time when the tax became doa. 

Sec. 901. That If any person manufacture*, 
proiiuce* or Imports any article enumerated In 
Section 900. or lease* or licenses for exhlbitioa 
any positive motion pirture films coatainlDg a 
picture ready for projection and, whether thro 
any agreement, arrangement, or anderstaodlng. 
or otherwise, sells, leases, or licenses such 
article at less than the fair marlwt price ob¬ 
tainable therefor, either lai In such manner as 
directly or Indirectly to benefit sueh pemon or 
any person directly or Imlirectly Interested In 
the business of such person, or (b) with Intent to 
cause such benefit, the amount for which such 
article la sold. le*.‘ed or licensed shall be taken 
to be tbe amount which would have been received 
from the sale or license of such article If sold, 
leased or licensed at t^ fair market price. 

Sec. 907. That on and after the first day of 
- 1919. an.v iterson engaged In tbe busi¬ 
ness of leasing or licensing for eililbitlon posi¬ 
tive motion picture films containing picture* 
ready for projection shall pay monthly an 
exi'lse fax In re*pc<-t to carrying on .such bus¬ 
iness eijual to ten per centum of the total rent¬ 
als earne<l from such lease or Ib-ense during 
the preceding month. If a i>crMin owning •uch 
a film exhibits it for profit he shall pay a tax 
e<iulvalcnt to ten per centum of the fair rental 
or license value of <nch film at the lime and 
plsi-e where and for the iw'riod during which 
exhibited. Cntil the first dav of -. 1919. 
the tax imposeil hy thle s»K-tli>n shall be at tbe 
rate of five per cenfum Instead of ten p*'r 
centum. If anv such person has, prior to 
-, 19—. made a bona fide contract with 
any person for the lease or licensing, after tbe 
tax lmi»os*st hy this sc<-tlon tak*-* effect, of such 
a film for exhibition for pr»)nt. uid if -uch con 
tract does not p*’cm * Ihe adiling of the whole 
of the tax Imposed hy this section to the amount 
to be paid nndcr such contract, then the Ies*e«> 
or licensee shall. In Ucn of the lessor of licensee, 
pay s«* mnch of sueh tax as 1* not ao p»Tmltt«“d 
to be added to the contract price. Tbe tax 
Imposed by this section shall be In Hen of the 
tax Imposed hy snbdivlsbais (e) and (d) of 
Section 800 of the Revenne Act of 1917. 

PrepHetor* of shooting galleries shall pay $20. 
Every building, space, tent, or area, whore a 
charge Is made for the discharge of firearm* at 
any form or target, shall be regarded as a 
sb.siflng gallery. 

I’roprletor* of riding aeademlos aball pay $100. 
Every bTillding. sp.sce, tent, or area, where a 
change Is made for Instruction In horsemanship 
or for facilities for the practice of horsemanship, 
.sliall be reganled as a riding academy.
