PROHIIHTKI) ARTICLES TO ALL FOREKlN COUNTRIES. 

Poisons, explosives, and intlaniinable articles, live or dead animals, insects 

(esjiecially the Colorado lieetle), reptiles, fruits or vegetable matter liable to 

decomposition, and substances exhaling a liad odor, excluded from trans¬ 

mission in domestic mails as lieing in themselves, either from their form or 

nature, liable to destroy, deface, or otherwise injure the contents of the mail 

lags, or the jiersons of those engaged in the postal service; also obscene, 

lewd, or la-scivious liooks, jiamphlets, etc., and letters and circulars con¬ 

cerning lotteries, so-called gift concerts, etc. (also excluded from domc*stic 

mails); jiostal cards or letters addressed to go around the world; letters or 

jackages (except those to Mexico) containing gold or silver substances, jewelry 

or precious articles; any jacket whatever containing articles liable to customs 

duties in the countries addres.sed (excejit Cula and Mexico); articles other 

than letters which are not jjrejaid at least jartly; articles other than letters 

or jiostal cards containing writing in the nature of j)ersonal corresjiondence, 

unless fully jjrejaid at the rate of letter jKJstage; articles of a nature likely to 

soil or injure the corresjKindence; jackets of commercial jajiers and jjrints of 

all kinds, the weight of which exceeds 2 kilograms { 4 j^ounds 6 ounces), or the 

size 18 inches in any direction, excejit rolls of jirints, which may measure 

30 inches in length by 4 inches in diameter; jxjstal cards not of United 

States origin and United States jKjstal cards of the largest (“C”) size 

(except as letters), and excej)t also the rejdy halves of double jiostal cards 

received from foreign countries. 

There is, morcxiver, reserved to the Government of every country of the 

Postal Union the right to refuse to convey over its territory, or to deliver, 

as well, articles liable to the reduced rate in regard to which the laws, ordi¬ 

nances, or decrees which regulate the conditions of their j)ublication or of 

their circulation in that country have not lieen comjilied with.

DEDICATION OF THE NEW YORK CHAMBER OF 
COMMERCE. 

ADDRESS OF FBESIDENT ROOSEVELT. 

At the dedication of the new building of the ChamixT of Commerce, 
held in New York on November 11, 1902, President Roosevelt spoke 
as follows: 

“ 1 do not wish to sp«mk to you in the language of idle compliment, 
and yet it is but a bare statement of fact to say that nowhere in our 
country could there In' gathered an audience which would stand as 
more typically characteristic than this of all those (pialities and attri¬ 
butes which have given us of the I’nited States our commanding 
position in the industrial world. There is no need of my preaching 
to this gathering the need of combining efficiency with upright deal¬ 
ing, for as an American and as a citizen of New York I am proud to 
feel that the name of j’our organization carries with it a guaranty of 
both, and your practice counts for more than any preaching could 
possibl}' count. 

“New'York is a city of national importance, because its position 
toward the nation is unique; and the Chamber of Commerce of New 
York must of necessity lx: an clement of weight in the commercial and 
industrial welfare of the entire people. New York is the great port of 
entry for our country—the port in which centers the bulk of the foreign 
commerce of the country—and her welfare is, therefore, no matter of 
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mere loeal or municipal, but of national concern. The conduct of the 
(lovernment indealinjf with all matters atfectin^ the financial and com¬ 
mercial relations of New York must continually take into account thi> 
fact; and it must be taken into account in appret-iatinjj tin* importance 
of the part played by the New York C’hamber of Commo"ce. 

“This body stands for the trium])hs of peace both abroad and at 
home. We have passed that staj^e of national development when depre¬ 
ciation of other peoples is felt as a tribute to our own. We watch the 
j^rowth and prosperity of other nations, not with hatred or jealousy, 
but with sincere and friendly good will. I think I can .say safely that 
we have .shown by our attitude toward Cuba, by our attitude toward 
China, that as regsirds weaker powers our desire is that they may be 
able to stiind alone, and that if they will only show themselves willing 
to deal honestly and fairly with the re.st of mankind we on our side will 
do all we can to help, not to hinder, them. With the great powers of 
the world we desire no rivalrv that is not honorable to both parties. 
We wish them well. 

“We believe that the trend of the modern spirit is ever .strongei 
toward peace, not war; toward friendship, not hostility, as the normal 
international attitude. We are glad, indeefl, that we are on good terms 
with all the other peoples of mankind, and no effort on our part shall 
be spared to secure a continuance of these relations. And rememl>er, 
gentlemen, that we shall be a potent factor for peace largely in propor¬ 
tion to the way’ in which we make it evident that our attitude is due 
not to weakness, not to inability’ to defend ourselves, but to a genuine 
repugnance to wrongdoing, a genuine desire for self-respecting friend¬ 
ship with our neighbors. The voice of the weakling or the crav’en 
counts for nothing when he clamors for peace, but the voice of the just 
man armed is potent. 

“ We need to keep in a condition of preparedness, especially’ as 
regards our Navv, not becau.se we want war, but becau.se we desire to 
stand w’ith those whose plea for peace is listened to with respectful 
attention. 

“ Important though it is that we should have peace abroad, it is even 
more important that we should have peace at home. You, men of the 
Chamber of Commerce, to whose efforts we owe so much of our indus¬ 
trial well-being, can, and I believe surely’ w ill, be intluential in helping 
toward that industrial peace which can obtain' in .society’ only’ when in 
their various relations employ’er and employed alike show not merely 
insistence each upon his own rights, but also regard for the rights of 
others, and a full acknowledgment of the intere.stsof the third party— 
the public. 

“It is no easy matter to work out a sy.stem or rule of conduct, 
whether with or without the help of the lawgiver, which shall mini- 
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mizo that jiirriiit]f aiul ilashinj; of interests in the industrial world whieh 
causes so niueh individual Irritation and sutferinjr at the present day, 
and which at times threatens baleful eonseijuenees to larjje j)ortions of 
the l)ody jxditic. Hut the importance of the problem can not be over¬ 
estimated, and it deserves to I’eceive the careful thoujrht of all men 
such as those whom I am addressinjf to-nij^ht. There should be no 
yieldinj^ to.wron}j; but there should most certainly be not only desire 
to do rijfht, but a willinj^ness each to try to understand the view point 
of his fellow, with whom, for w'eal or for woe, his own fortunes are 
indissolubly bound. 

“No patent remedy can be tlcvised for the solution of these j;rave 
protdems in the industrial world, but we may rest assured that they 
c*an be solved at all only if we brinj^ to the solution certain old-time 
virtues, and if we strive to keep out of the solution some of the most 
familiar and most undesirable of the traits to which mankind has owed 
untold dej^radation and sutferinjf throujjhout the ages. Arrogance, 
suspicion, brutal envy of the well to do, brutal inditferenee toward those 
who are not well to do, the hard refusal to consider the rights of 
others, the foolish refusal to consider the limits of beneficent action, 
the base appeal to the spirit of selfish greed, whether it hike the form 
of plunder of the fortunate or of oppression of the unfortunate—from 
these and from all kindred vices this nation must be kept free if it is 
to remain in its present jxisition in the forefront of the peoples of 
mankind. 

‘*On the other hand, good w'ill come, even out of the present evils, 
if we face them armed ivith the old homely virtues; if we show that 
we are fearless of soul, cool of head, and kindly of heart; if, without 
betraying the weakness that cringes before wrongdoing, we yet show” 
by deeds and words our knowledge that in such a (lovernment as ours 
each of us must be in very truth his lirother's keeper, 

“At a time when the growing complexity of our social and industrial 
life has rendered inevitable the intrusion of the State into spheres of 
work wherein it formerly took no part, and when there is also a grow’- 
ing tendency to demand the illegitimate and unwise transfer to the 
Government of much of the work that should be done by private 
persons, singly or associated together, it is a pleasure to address a 
body w’hose membei’s possess to an eminent degree the traditional 
American self-reliance of spirit which makes them scorn to ask from 
the government, whether of State or nation, anything but a fair field 
and no favor—who confide not in being helped by others, but in their 
own skill, energy, and business capacity to achieve success. The first 
reijuisito of a good citizen in this Republic of ours is that he shall be 
able and willing to pull his weight—that he shall not be a mere 
passenger, but shall do his share in the work that each generation of

US finds ready to hand; and, furthonnore, that in doing his work he 
shall show not only the eapaeity for sturdy self-help, hut also self- 
respe<-ting regiird for the rights of others. 

“The ChainlMjr of Coniinerce, it is no idle boast to say, shinds in a 
preeminent degree for those qualities whieh make the sucecssful mer¬ 
chant, the successful business man, whose siurcess is won in ways hon¬ 
orable to himself and beneficial to his fellows. There are very difier- 
ent kinds of success. There is the success that brings with it the 
.seared soul—the success which is achieved by wolfish greed and vul¬ 
pine cunning—the success which makes honest men unea.sy or indig¬ 
nant in its presence. Then there is the other kind of success—the 
success which comes as the reward of keen insight, of sagacity, of 
resolution, of address, combined with unflinching rectitude of behavior, 
public and private. 

“The first kind of success ma}’, in a .sense—and a poor .sense at 
that—l)enetit the individual, but it is always and nece.ssjirily a curse to 
the community; whereas the man who wins the .second kind, as an inci¬ 
dent of its winning becomes a Inmeticiary to the whole commonwealth. 

“Throughout its history the Chambt'r of Commerce has stood for 
this second and higher kind of .success. It is therefore fitting that 1 
should come on here as the Chief Executive of the nation to wish you 
well in your new home; for you belong not merely to the city, not 
merely to the Stsib', but to all the country, and you stand high among 
the great factors in building up that marvelous prosperity which the 
entire countrv now enjoys. The continuance of this prosperity 
depends in no small measure upon your sanity and common sense, 
upon the way in which you combine energy in action with conserva¬ 
tive refusal to take part in the reckless gsimbling which is .so often 
bred by and which so inevitabh' j)uts an end to prosperity. You are 
men of might in the world of American effort; you are men whose 
names stand high in the esteem of our people; you are spoken of in 
terms like those used in the long gone ages, when it was .said of the 
Phipnician cities that their merchants were princes. Great is your 
power and great, therefore, your responsibility. Well and faithfully 
have you met this responsibility in the past. We look forward with 
confident hope to what 3'ou will do in the future, and it is therefore 
with sincerity'that I bid you Godspeed this evening and wish for \’ou, 
in the name of the nation, a career of ever-increasing honor and 
usefulness.”

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CUSTOMS CONGUESS. 

Pursuant to a resolution of the Governinj^ Hoard of the International 

Bureau of the Aineriean Republies, made in eomplianee with the 

instruetions jfiven it in the seeond imnigiiiph of the first resolution 

adopted by the Second International Confeivnce of Aineriean States 

at the City of Mexico on January 2:i, 190^, respecting the convening 

of a Customs Congress; .Tanuary 15, ltM)3, has lieen fixed for holding 

the first meeting of that important Congress in the <*ity of New York, 

in a hall which shall be selected for that purpose. 

'I'lie full text of the resolution of the Second InU‘rnational Confer¬ 

ence relating to this Congress was published in the Monthly Bul¬ 

letin for April, page 871 of the English section and pagi*s itKtJ 

and 1075, resjx'ctively, of the Sjuinish and Portuguese sections. 'Phe 

subject is there explained with the detail which it merits, the objeets 

and intentions of the Congress are set forth, and the manner and extent 

of the work it wdll endeavor to accomplish are discussed at length. 

.\n outline of the gener.il programme that has been formulated for 

the jmrpose of <•arr3’ing on this work is as follows: The honorable 

Secretary of the Treasury will open the se.ssion with an inaugural 

address, and after the observance of the formalities customary in sindi 

cases, the Congress will elect its officers, committees will Im'appointed 

as fhey may lie deemed nece.ssary, and the study of the questions under 

considenition will be proc-eeded with in the proper manner and form. 

At this writing the following nations have signified their intention 

of participating in the Congress: Bolivia, Ecuador, United States of 

.\nierica, (luatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Salvador, and Venezuela. 

The (.iov’ernment of the I’^nited States has appointed the following 

gentlemen as its delegates: Hon. O. L. Spaulding, Assistant Si'cre- 

tary of the Treasury: Hon. Israel Fischer, United Statt\s Gener.il 

Appmiser; Air. George W. Whitehead, Appniiser of Merchandise 

at New York; Air. E. '\\ Chamberlain, Commissioner of Navigation, 

and Mr. Joseph tl. Couch, Special Deputy C'ollector of Customs at 

New York.

COMMITTEE ORGANIZATION. 

1. It is proposed that the work of the C’onjrress shall be divided into 
four divisions, as follows: 

Div 'tHunt /.—Vessels. 
I)ivisttm II.—Merchandise. 
Dh'hion III.—Nomenclature. 
Dlvtxhnt IV. — Future Conf^rcsses and IVrmanent Organization. 
'1. It is proposed that each division shall Im* in charge of a committee 

to 1)0 designated oti the first day of the Congress. Each Republic, 
accordingly, is recpiested to nominate to the (ioverning Hoard of the 
International Hureau of American Republics its representation on any 
or all of the committees in advance of the meeting of the Congres.s. 

3. It is reipiested that the representation of each Republic on a com¬ 
mittee be pn'pared to furnish foi' the use of the committ(*e the laws, 
regulations, and forins of custom-house i)apers of the Republic relating 
to the work of that committee. It is desirable that the representation 
of each Republic on a committee should prepare in advance of the 
meeting of the proposed Congress statements of the present pnictice 
of that country in the matters assigned to the committee on which it 
is to serve. 

4. Pi'oi)ositions which may be ])resented by delegates shall l)e 
rcferrc'd without debate to the appropriate committee for report unless 
the Congress shall otherwise direct. 

5. The committees shall be <'harged with the preliminary considera¬ 
tion of the following sul)jects. respectively: 

DIVISION I.—VKSSF.LS. 

(a) Reiiuirements of the manifest of a vessel from a foreign port 
and for a foreign port. 

(^•) Reciuirements incident to the entrj' of a vessel from a foreign 
l)ort and to the clearance of a vessel for a foreign port, 

(c) Rccpiirements, subseciuent to entry of the vessel, incident to the 
discharge of cargo and special regulations for discharge of cargo at 
night. 

(il) Limits of time for discharge of cargo. 
(c) Conditions under which a foreign vessel ina}' proceed from one 

port to another ])ort in each country to discharge or take on cargo and 
passengers. 

{f) Description of the charges collected from merchant ve.ssels by 
authorit}' of F(*deral law. 

{(j) ^Method of measuring vessels toascertaiti gross and net tonnage. 
(/<) Advantage and disadvantage of gross and net tonnage, resjiec- 

tively, as the basis of charges on sirn)pinir. 
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DIVISION II.—MERCHANDISE. 

(d) Conditions nndor which merchandise from a foreign country 
may he Jirougiit within the jurisiliction of the collector of customs, 
and tlie methcKls employed hy him in taking charge of the same. 

(/>) U('(iuirements irjcident to the entiw of .such merchandise at the 
nistom-house hy the consignees thereof, in resjx'ct to hills of lading, 
invoices, and various forms of im^iort and transit entries. 

(c) Proceedings sul)se<iuent to entry, in appraisal, classitication, and 
final liipiidation of <luties. 

(</) Withdrawals and various disjiositions of merchandise entered 
for wan'housing, including practical application of the genenil bond 
and warehouse .system. 

(r) The treatment and disposal of unclaimed or abandoned goods. 
( f) Methods of aecounting for all im^iortcd merchandise, whether 

in packages or in hulk. 
(v) Conditions and provisions relating to drawback of duties j)aid 

upon the exportation of merchandise either iii condition as previously 
imported or as material used in suhseciuent manufactures. 

DIVISION III.—NOMENCLATURE.

CO.MMISSION FOR THE STUDY OF THE PR(H)UC- 

TIOK, DISTRIBUTION, AND CONSUMPTION OF 

COFFEE. 

'Phe important Commi.ssion to which this article refers, and which the 
Bulletin discus.sed with due detail and extent in its former number, 
closed its sessions on October 31 last by unanimously adopting a re.so- 
lutiou requesting the Cioviu-nment of Brazil to convene as soon as j)os- 
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Hible iv .second Congress of the same kind, to be held at such date and 
place as the Brazilian Government might deem proper, and to be 
attended, as delegates of the different Governments, by intelligent per¬ 
sons experienced in the coffee industry, in order that they might for¬ 
mulate and conclude the conventions or treaties referred to in the 
recommendations made by the Commi.ssion, or those that may be sub- 
se(iuently sugge.sted which shall l»e conducive to the best and mo.st 
effective i)rotection of this industry, it being understood that these 
dch'gates shall be authorized to sign said agreements. In this re.solu- 
tion the Government of Brazil is also requested to open such negotia¬ 
tions with the other coffee-producing countries as may be necc.s.s}iry to 
carry out the recommendations already made by the Commi.ssion and 
which ma}' admit of immediate application. 

I'he Commission had fourteen sittings, held consecutively in the fol¬ 
lowing order: The first, which was the inaugural se.ssion, Octol)er 1, 
and the others on the 3d, 6th, 8th, 10th, 10th, 17th, 20th, 22d, 2Tth, 
28th, 29th, and 30th, respectively, and the la.st on October 31. In the 
.session of October 27, which was the tenth sitting, the report of the 
Commission on Distribution, which reads as follows, was submitted: 

“The Committee on Distribution has studied attentively the reports 
made by the different delegations, but has not found in them, nor has 
there been furnished it in any other manner, any concrete proposition 
upon which it could base an opinion. Consequently it has proceeded 
to collect the general opinions upon this subject which have Ijeen pre¬ 
sented in said reports, as well as those which have occurred to its 
members and those which it has obtained from other sources, and has 
the honor of submitting to the Conference the results of its investi¬ 
gations.” 

The subject of the distribution of coffee, considered in all its phases, 
would be a large question capable of great development. It is, how¬ 
ever, so intimately connected with a number of the points already 
studied by some of the other commissions that have rendered full 
reports thereon that this Commission believes it will only be nece.s- 
sary to consider some of the branches which the subject embiwces, and 
with this object in view has devoted its attention to the following points: 

SOUBCE. 

The advantages of every busine.ss that require.s the highest ingenuity 
to effect its tran.sactions counsel the greatest clearne.ss and security 
possible respecting the source of origin of articles of commerce, and 
in such a nnumer sis to eliminate the suspicion of deceit, which is 
always dangerous to the good repute of products of the best cla.ss. To 
change this status for the purpose of gain is a crime that ought to l)e 
included among tho.se punishable with the same severity as deceit or 
fraud, becau.se of the injustice done to the j)roperty of tho.se who, due 
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t(» natural ivasons or improved methods, send a sujx'rior prodiiet to 
the market. .\l)ove all, justice and truth sutrgest that ujK)n this jKiint 
it he recommended that no attempt at deception should be tolerated, 
and that the frauds which, as is well known, are committed to the prej¬ 
udice of the different grades of coffee from the best accredited sources 
should Ik? denounced. 

CLASSIFICATION. 

In addition to the advisability of marking the origin of the coffee 
cleaily on the sacks or packages, there follows the necessity of mark¬ 
ing thereon in an equally clear manner the different grades shi})ped 
from the same place for the purjiose of distinguishing the imnluct in 
the markets of the world under its own name and by its different 
grades. Evidence shows the wisdom of this procedui'e in avoiding the 
evils that result from confusion and in maintaining the reputation 
already acipiired, or that coffee of the same origin and known grades 
may acijuire. 

SALES. 

Among the suggestions prejKiri'd liy a commission at San Jose and 
sul)mitted to the conference liy the delegation of Costa Rica is the 
following: Private sales in the United States have great disadvantages 
which it will not Ik? difficult to prove. There is no control or official 
insjK'ction whatever in the tninsactions, and the producer or shipper 
is under the necessity of relying wholly upon the good faith of his 
agent, who in the greater number of instances is honest; yet it never¬ 
theless freipiently happens that he becomes simply an exploiter of his 
consignor, whom he deceives—doing in this manner a double injury, 
since he not only robs the shipper of a protit that lK?longs to him, but 
also infuses into the minds of other proilucers or shippers a natural 
distrust as to the fairness of the market; all of which exercises a hurt¬ 
ful inffuence on the (piantitv of subsecpient exportsitions. Without 
any great mental effort one may arrive at the more important con¬ 
clusions that make clear the value of the system of sales at public 
auction. 

The views of the (kimmission not lK?ing unanimous upon this point, 
the ('ommission coutined itself to a submission of the (question to the 
conference. 

REPEAL OF THE ALCABALAS OR LOCAL TAXES. 

A different question of reform is that relating to the system of alca- 
halax now in force in some of the countries, and the existence of which 
does not de|)end upon the growers, exporters, or dealers in coffee. 
The Commission is of the opinion that the abolition of the duties 
known as olatfHtlax or taxes on goods in transit between different 
places in the same country or nation, such as are collected by the vari- 
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ous Suites or by the ditlereiit jurisdictions in tlu; same State or 
Province, should be recommended. 'Phis recommendation includes, 
in addition to the coti'ee-j^rowinjj ciiuntries, those in which cotleo is 
consumed and where the tax mentioned exists, and to make the recom¬ 
mendation elective the same means should be employed as those util¬ 
ized for the suppression of the import duties. 

PROPAGANDA. 

A veiy im])ortant if not an essential nMpiisite to the increase in the 
consumption of i-otfee, and lh(*refore closely iiUi(‘d to its distribution, 
is that which relates to the propaj^anda, and with this understanding 
of the subject the commission recommends that every .stej) in the .sense 
of increasing the number of consumers by the most appropriate means 
for that purpose in the countries where colfee is already known be 
made use of, aud that new markets be opmusl wheiv none now exist. 
In a report on this subject by the legation of Costa Hica at Washing¬ 
ton, published in September, Iboo, the possibility of introducing the 
use of coffee into Russia is made evident. The Director of the Agri¬ 
cultural Museum at St. Petersburg gmtuitously offered the space 
nece.s.sarv for the holding of a permanent exhibit of the products of 
Costa Rica in that institution. 'Phis shows that assistance would lie 
forthcoming if a formal propaganda shoidd be startl'd there and the 
nece.s.sarv steps taken to introduce and populai’ize the use of coffee. 

TRANSPORTATION. 

Nece.ssarily the ipiestion of the means of transportation is of the 
greatest importance. It goes without saying that this is an inherent 
principle in the pos.session of any jiroduct, since the acipiisition of 
gold itself would profit one little if that rich metal had to remain con¬ 
fined in the place of its production. The greater the facilities the 
grower has for the transportation of his jiroduct, the greater will lie 
the value of his coffee, and. although this is a truth which needs no 
demonstration, the Commi.ssion believes that every efficacious means 
that would tend to expedite and cheapen land and maritime freights 
.should be recommended, blending as it were these conditions together 
as a nece.s.sarv consequence of greater economy, sliced, and security in 
transportation. 

PACKING OR SACKING. 

An important requisite in this respect is the quality of the packing 
or .sacking, since the shipments must Ik^ made by land and water and 
the covering or packing is to preserve the coffee from dampne.ss and 
other atmospheric conditions that might injure it. Opinions differ as 
to the best quality of iiacking, and the Commi.ssion considers it unneces¬ 
sary to enter into a detailed study rcgjirding the proper material to lie 
u.sed in each country as shown by experience and economy in obtaining it. 
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RECOMMENDATIONS. 

IVitli tlio t’orofioiii}; as a l)asis. tlu‘ Coinnii.ssioa has the honor to suh- 
luit to the «-onf»'reii«-e the following reeoiiimendations: 

The International Anieriran C’otlee C’oniinission recommends that 
the (lovernments of the cortee-])roducing countries take th(‘ iiece.ssary 
steps, in conjunction with tin* other recommendations projxjsed to 
them hy the C'onfercnce, for the a«'complishment of the following 
ends:

2. 'I'o secui’e also the a.ssistance necessaiy for an etfectivc propa¬ 
ganda in the .sense of extending the use' of cotfee and of opening new 
nnirkets for it. 

8. 'Fo .secure the aholition of the tilrdlndax or any other local taxes 
that tend to prc'vent or delay the free movemerit of cotfee. 

4. 'Po secure, hy the means indicated, or hy any other means that 
may Ix' deemed proper or adetjuate. the sale of cotfee, when it is .so 
desired, at auction in those markets where this practice obtains. 

For the home Cirovernments the commi.ssion projxises the following: 
The International American Cotfee Commission recommends to the 

(lovernments ri'pre.sented thendn 
1. That they encourage and develop every jxjssihle means of trans- 

l)ortation in theii' resjx’ctive countries, and in the means of communi- 
ciition with other States, in, order that they may promote the growth 
of international t-ommerce as a means of increasing the consumption 
of cotfee. 

2. 'Phat they adopt regulations looking to the employment of Ixitter 
sacks or packing for the purjx)st* of .securing the conservation of the 
cotfee without alteration. 

8. 'Phat hy means of these regulations the manner of chissifying and 
marking each .sack of cotfee under the name of the country from which 
it comes Im‘ determined.

INTERNATIONAL CONGRESS OF AMERICANISTS. 

A most noted gathering of anthropologists and antiquarians was 
held in the city of New York during the month of Octolxjr, 1902. It 
was the occasion of an as.semhlingat the American Mirseum of Natural 
Hi.stoiy of the thirtcMMith session of the Inh'rnational Congress of 
Americanists. 
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The repi'esentiition at the eongress was thoroughly international, 
the President Indiig Mokkis K. .Iesui*, President of the American 
Museum of Natural Ilistorv. and the Honorary President, the Duke 
of Louhat, correspondent of the Institute of France (Academy of 
Inscriptions and Belles Lettres) while among the delegates were I’rof. 
Leon Lejeal, of the chair of American Anti<iuities of the College of 
France; Prof. Edwako, SKLKKof the ITiiversity of Berlin; Prof. Kakl 

Vox den Steinen, Assistant Director of the Berlin Ethnograph¬ 
ical Museum; Prof. H.ialmar Stoli'E of Sweden; Prof. duAX B. 
AMBROsErn. of the Argentine Kepuhru*; Dr. Alkkeih)Ciiavero, of 
Mexico; Mr. A. P. Maudslay, of England; Dr. Pittiek de Fabkeca, 

Director of the (reogniphical Institute of Costa Rica, and Dr. de la 

Rosa, of Peru. The contingent from the Cnited States included 
Prof. W. II. Holmes, Prof. W .1 McGee, Di-. M. H, Saville, 

F. W. Putnam, Mlss Alice Fletcher, Mrs. Zelia Nuttall, and 
others. 

The sessions occupied in all live days—from October 20 to Octolier 
25—and numbers of papers were read and discussed bearing upon sub¬ 
jects regarding the antiquity of man in America, and others pertaining 
to the early colonies, in which the Toscanelli correspondence j)laved 
an importiint pail. This consists of letters and chart dealing with 
the route to the Indies by the way of the west, and is supposed to 
have l)een sent by their author, a Florentine astronomer, to Christo¬ 
pher Columbus. 

Although orgiinized for the express puipose of studying prehistoric 
North and South America, this was the first time that the Congress 
had met in the United States. At the conclusion of the sessions the 
delegates were taken on an excursion to Philadelphia. Washington, 
Pittsburg, Cincinnati, and Chicago. In Washington they were re¬ 
ceived and enterhiined by a .special committee and were presented to 
President Roosevelt,

NEW PROCESS OF PREPARING HIDES CALLED THE ROBERTS 

SYSTEM. 

'I'he ••Tribune” of liuenos Ayres, of 8epteml>er 27, 1902, states that 
the gr(‘at pi-oblem of the preservation and preparation of hides and 
skins, both wet and dry, has now been solved in that meti’oixdis. This 
process, according to the authority in (piestion, will render necessary 
a complete change in the industries that emplo}’ these maU'rials. 

I'he process consists in the use of a gas that produces a surprising 
eti'ect upon the hides and skins which are immersed in it, rendering 
them practically proof against putrefaction and the ravages of moths or 
other vermin. The sole owners of this new process, which is called 
the “Roberts system,” is the Conservadora Mercantile C'ompany, of 
which Mr. Carlos Lix Klett is the general director and Mr. Augusto 
I’otel the technical engineer. The Conservadora Company has sent to 
the expert director of “The Tannery” of Huenos Ayres, to be tanned 
and made into sole leather, six oxhides and one dry hide, the first 
having been preserved by means of the Roberts system thirt^^-three 
days and the second nine months. 'I'he technical director in his report 
upon this matter stated that the advantages obtained from hides pre¬ 
served by the Roberts system are as follows: 

1. On the receipt of the hides he found that bj' this system of 
preservation they had acquired a much better appearance than that 
of dry or salted hides. It is undeniable that this aiipearance influ¬ 
ences the buyer favorably, who will not hesitate in judging them to be 
first class. 

2. By this system greater freshness and regularity in the hides is 
attained, becau.se, l>eing di’led very slowly, the operation is more per¬ 
fect and there is a much smaller loss of albuminoid substances. 
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8. riu' hides v«‘tiiin more l)V this ])r<M*ess, the eomhitiation 
with taimie sidtstanees oeeurs in a {greater proportion, and the result 
is a tinner and more compaet li'ather, impermeahle and of jjreat 
resistance, resemhlinj; in this respect the famous English leather. 

4. 'Phis process otlers the great advantage to tanners, especially dur¬ 
ing the summer season, of being aide to preserve the hides for a num- 
lK‘r of days after they have become green without l>eing endangered 
by fei’iiientation. 

5. Such is the strength of the antiseptic that hides treated by this 
process ac(pnre a preservative tjuality which pi-actically resists all 
decomposition, and thev may 1<P stored in any warehouse without dan¬ 
ger of being damaged from damj)ness, vermin, or other »*ause. 

6. The operation being completed, the hides retain the same appear¬ 
ance as if they had been recently rec(*ived from the slaughter. 

After the completion of the proc*ess the dry and wet hides operated 
upon have the ai)pearance of hides just from the slaughter and might 
easily be mishiken for fresh hides, notwithstanding the fact that the 
dry hide used in the test referrc'd to in the foregoing was 1> months 
old and the wet hides had been kept thirty-three days. Hides dried 
in the open air never have this appearance, since fermenbition induces 
decomposition, and in the summer there is danger of the hides being 
injured from this cause. Salted hides retain their appearance to some 
extent, but can never api)i*oach those preserved by the Roberts system. 
Ordinary dry' hides yield a product of about (U per cent and salted 
hides 03 per cent. The yield bv the Roberts system is 60^ per cent 
for dry hides and 07.0 per cent for half-dried hides. 

These figures show that there would be a notable gain to tanners by' 
the use of the Roberts .system. 'Phis process, then, will fill a long-felt 
want in the hide and leather industry, both as to operations in the 
country and exports abroad. 

WINE INDUSTRY OF MENDOZA. 

The Rritish Foreign Office received from Ilis Majesty’s Consul at 
Buenos Ayres a report on the wine industry' of Mendoza for 1901-2, 
from which the following particulars have Injen extracted: 

‘‘For a person working with capital of his own, who has caution 
enough not to embark all his money at once, the vineyard busine.ss is 
by no means unpromising. The business is easily learned, and the 
necessary’ labor is abundant and cheap. Work on the vineyards is 
mostly' done by contract at a fixed price ptu' hectare. 'Water is sup¬ 
plied from the public irrigsition sy.stem. It is drawn from the Men¬ 
doza River and is paid for at a fixed price per hectare. Without 
irrigsition nothing grows. 

“The climate of Mendoza is excellent, but care has to be taken 
alKsut drinking water, sis mo.st of the sivsiilable water is so highly 
chas-ged with mineral .salts as to Im? unwholesome.

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“Tho itiO'niiil (•()iisuiii])ti()n of wiiu* in tlu* l{ej)ul>lic in 11>01 was 
55,0(K),ooo (Millions. Of this amount. •iii.4oo,00o «;allons was the prod¬ 
uct of the countrv: of the nnnainder, ll.00(».(»0o ofallons were imported 
and IT,<>00.000 u^illons (soo.ooo hectoliters) were manufactured from 
incfnalients other than j>rapes (it is not stated what) in imitation of 
Spanisli and Italian wines. 

•'The district of Mendozii furnished nearly one-half of tin* wine pro¬ 
duced in the countrv. It is stated that sonic l*o,(M»o acres of land are 
at ])resent under vines. Tlauv is a wiiu* j^rowinj; and pressing school 
at Mendoza, supporti'd hy tin* National (JoverniiHMit. where research is 
carried on and instruction ^^iven in luith hranches of the industry. 
Phylloxera is practically unknown.

THE FROZEN-MEAT INDUSTRY 

The British Board of Ajrriculture jrives the followinjr interesting 
.statistics relatinjr to the frozen-meat trade in the Arjrentine Kepuhlic: 

'Pile frozen-meat trad(‘ in that cotintrv, which hejran in the year 1SS3 

with an exjiort of carcasses of sheep, has jrrown steadily every 
vear. and in 1901 the total exports amounted to 3,100,0(10 carcasses of 
sheep. 133,000 of cattle, and 500 pij^s. 

There are at present three companies in the trade—the Sansinena 
Company, at Barracas. just outside the citv of Buenos Ayres; the River 
Plate Fresh Meat Company, at Campafia. on the River Parana; and the 
Las Palmas Pro<luce Company, at Zai-.ite, on the same river. These 
three comjianii's reprc'sent a capital of .some f.S(Hi,(»oo sti'rling 
($3,8!S!S,0(*((), employ 2.(100 hands, and have a capacity of 15,000 sheep 
and 720 cattle jier twenty-four hours. 

T'he weij^ht of meat and other products which passed throujfh these 
factories in lOOl was as follows: Pre.served meat (tinned meat), 22S 

tons; frozen meat, 112,0(Ml tons; jjrease, K.50 tons; hides, 14,(KM> tons; 
tallow, 14,400 tons; sundries (blood, bones, etc.), t>,000 tons; jfivinga 
total of 147,487 tons. 

'I'he expense of runninj^ the factories is .stated to have amounted to 
i.’2,743,055 (!?12,709,247.30), made up as follows: Stall', i:i<>4,725 
($800,503.50); purchase of stock, X'2,410,005 ($11,044,991.90); fuel, 
£45,000 ($218,700); sundries, £110.005 ($5.50,325.90). 

'Fhe freezinj.^ companies buy' the cattle direct from stoc-k owners, 
slaughter, clean, and freeze them on their own premises and make reg- 
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ular shipments of the meat, on their own steamers or on steamers with 
\vlii<'li the}’ hav»' eontraets for the purjiose. The eomiMinies newer freeze 
and store for shipment the nnait of private owners. This method is 
sijid to have undouletedly kept down the ])riees of live stoek since the 
closinj; of the liritish ports to Ar<rentine animals, as there is practically 
no coinjH'tition amon«; the companie*s. On the other hand, it is held 
to have insun'd the supply of };ood meat only, carefully slaujfhtered, 
cleaned, and pr»*pai’«‘d. 'i'he tr.uh* has been reduced to so rejridar a 
system that there is no break in arrivals in Kn^land, no excessive 
stoniji’c char«ies are incurrc'd on either side, and no stale carcasses are 
put on the market. Most of the Arfientine frozen meat is landed in 
Idverpool, the remainder }?oin«^ to Loudon, Cardiff, Newcastle, Hull, 
and Southampton, 

In Ihol thirty-three steamers w’ere rejjularly employed in this trade 
Indween Knffland and the Arj^entine Repuhlic, havinjf a total carryin*^ 
capacity of l,44d,(KK> carcass(*s of mutton of .5(5 pounds each. 

d'his trade has not in any way affected the old established industiw of 
drvinji and saltinj; beef called r/iitr«/iie." the countries of consump¬ 
tion and the customers beinj; entirely different in each case. 

It is re])orted that two more freezinj; companies have been floated 
and will shortly erect the necessary buildinj^'s and machinery, one at 
La I’lata and the other near llucnos Ayi’es.

The conditions i-uling during the year have l)een more or less normal, 
the produce of the districts served by the railway having been alamt 
the average, the result being that the earnings from the principal 
sources of tnifhc compare favoi-.ibly with those of recent years. The 
feature of the year's working has been the handling of an increased 
volume of tratHc at a considerably reduced cost. This satisfactory 
result is maiidy due to the better condition of the road conseejuent u])on 
the stone ballasting and renewal of the permaiumt way’, the improved 
terminal facilities, and the additional rolling stock recently supplied, 
and there is therefore every reason to assume that the economy will 
be of a permanent character. I'he improvements and enlargements 
which have recently been undertaken at Hahia Hlanca arc now practi¬ 
cally completed, and the «-ompany has thereby been placed in a posi¬ 
tion to cope with the rapid development which is now taking place at 
this port, and to meet all reasonable shipping requirements for some 
y'ears to come, 

MISCELLANEOUS NOTES. 

An Argentine law, promulgated under date of July’ 10,1902, permits 
the importation of plants and seeds into the Uepublic, subject to pre¬ 
vious inspection and to disinfection or destruction, as the case may 
re(|uire. Such iuqxjrtation may Ik; effected through the port of 
Buenos Ayres onlv. Persons di'siring to import plants or seeds are 
recpiired to addre.ss a petition to the Agr»)nomical Section, setting 
forth the name and address of the importer, the name and place of 
origin of the plants and seeds, the, means of introduction and date of 
arrival, as also the purpose and (if |)ossible) the place for which the 
goods are intended. 

A shipment of maize and hay’ from Hosario to Australia is reported 
through the British Foreign Office to have been made in Septeml)er, 
1902, which is regarded as preliminary to the estsvblishment of a regu¬ 
lar traffic between the two countries concerned.

FREE EXPORTATION OF SILVER ORES AND RTTLLION. 

President Pando has sent a messaffc to tlie ChainVx'r of Deputies 
recoinmendinjf the ])assage of the following law authorizing the free 
ex|ioi'tsition of silver ores and hullion on and after .lanuary 1, 1903: 

“Auticee 1. The exportation of silver ores and hullion produeed in 
the territory of the Kepuhlie is hereby declared free of duty. 

“.\uT. '2. It is the duty of every ex|x)rter of silver bullion and ores 
to secure from the national custom-house a waybill showing the weight 
of the ores and bullion and their gnides and destination. For each 
mark of silver that the ores or bullion conttiin 10 cents shall 1k'credited 
as a statistical tsix. 

‘‘Art. 3. Tin* failure to obfain the exportation waybill referred to 
in the foregoing article will work a confiscation of the shipment, one- 
half of which shall go to the informer. 

“.\UT. 4. M ining enterprises, whether made up of private individuals 
or associations of whatever nature, shall })ay ♦> ])er cent of their net 
profits to the (lovernment, based on their semiyearly balances, an 
account of which shall Ik? rendered. The tax of '2 j)er cent on enter¬ 
prises that exploit other classes of mines, according to the law of 
November 12, lSlt4, remains in force, 

“.VuT. .5. For the ])ur|K)ses of this tax the Inilanee that remains after 
deducting the necessary expenses of exploitation, treatment, adminis- 
tnition, and trans|KU'tation charges shall be considered as the net gain. 

“Art. (5. 'Phe mining tax, which is collected at the present time, on 
every concession, in accordance with article lt> of the mining law of 
18S0 and that of November 11, 1S97, is hereby H.xed at t> hoJhiaywx 
(^2.29) for the veins, lodes, and shafts referred to in panigniph 2 of 
said article Id; 3 hoUriintox (1^1.15) for earths and substances (‘numer¬ 
ated in article 12 of said law, and 5U c(*nts (silver) for those sp(‘citie<l 
in article 13. 'Phis shall be considered as a fedenil tax. 

“.\rt. 7. 'Phis law shall become opt'rative on and after January 1, 
1JM»3. 'Phe Kxecutive is authorized to duly enforce the same.” 

RUBBER SITUATION. 

.Vn official report on the rubln'r resources of Bolivia and the 
progr(‘ss that has been made in their development, by Senor Maxuei. 

VuENTE Bai.liviax, the lu'ad of the national office of immigration 
and statistics of that countiT, which apjH'ared under date of August 2, 
1992, in the “ Industria de la CJoma Ela.stica en Bolivia,” will contribuU' 
largely to a pi’oper understanding of the rubber situation in that 
Uepublic. 'Phe rubl>cr inteiTst is*regarded by Senor Baleivian’ as 
seciUid in imiM)rtancc only to the greatest natural source of wealth in 
Bolivia, namely, mining. While the great extent of tho.se regions 
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which constitute the hahitsit of the ruhin'r tree in Bolivia is widely I 
known, verv little really has been done hv the authorities to regulate i 

the ac«[uisition of the rubber lands by private parties and their utili¬ 

zation for the benefit both of industrial interests and of the national 

treasury. 

Sefior Bai.livian during the past ten years, in addition to numerous 

articles in the periodical j)ress, has wi'itten several pamphlets di'aling ' 

with flu* development of the Bolivian rubber industry and the imjxn-- , 

tance of more systematic attention to this matter by the State. One 

such j)amphlet was a rej)ort on his exploration, in an official capacity, 

of the territories of the Northwest and the department of Beni in 

lSb8-5»4. A later rc'port referred to the work Inung done in the 

exploitation of rubber in the regions of Biuii, Mamor^, Madidi, and ■ 
Madre de Dios l»y parties who had been engsiged in similar work on » 

the Uio Madeira. I 

One of the results of the investigations of Sefior Ballivian during j 

all thes(‘ years has l)een the framing of laws, now |)ending before the 1 
Bt)livian Congress, having for their object a reform in the system of \ 

gi’anting concessions for rubber txtnuhtx^ abandoning the system of j 

granting very large tracts of land having an illusory' numl>er of extradm, ' 

verv often unverified and not aecumtely designated. In this connec¬ 

tion the Brazilian laws regarding the adjudication of unoccupied lands 

have been follow(‘d. 

Having eslablislied definitely the extent of the rubix'r resources of 

Bolivia, and laws having been framed for the encouragement of the 

exploitation of rub)»er, Sefior Bau.ivian next interested himself in an 

investigation into the status of the concessions of rubber lands that 

had beiMi made in the ditl'erent Provinces.

This report shows that oidy' a small percentage of the rubber con- i 

cessions granted have become valid through full compliance with legal ^ 

re«iuirements. In some cases the concessions have been abandoned I 

after compliance with the preliminary formalities, and it appears that [ 

a great portion of the rubber lands is still in i)ossession of the State 1 
and could Imj granted to any capitalist prt^pared to exploit them. |

j 'Phe mineral resources of this vast territory, extendinj; west from 

the l*ara<;uay River to west lon»;itude and lyinj; ladween and 
IS south latitude, are incalculahle. 'Phe to|K)j;raphy of this section 
of tin* country is rou<;h and mountainous, the whole re»;lon having 
Itecn raised at some remote periialof the earth's formation hy internal 
convulsions of nature, shaping in this manner majestic mountains, 
picturesipie valleys, and extensive tahle-lands. 

Erosion and the constant action of the, elements have formed many 
rugged crags and peaks, which stand out in laild relief compared with 

I the (juiet, ix'aceful valleys covered with rich soil, and dotted here and 
; there with running streams, crystal lakes, and a luxuriam*e of semi- 
I tropical vegetation proliahly uneipialed in all the world. At places on 
1 the mountain slopes, where the surface of tin* earth has he»*n laid hare 
j hy the long-continued action of wind and water, heautiful masses of

‘ country, and extracted from the rich mines exploited hy them gold 

and silver in ahundance. At the pre.sent time, due to the isolation of 
I this region and the lack of transjx>rtation facilities, the mining openi- 
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tionsare iiisigiiiticaiit and tlie valiialiU* m'in»*nil deposits of the territory 

lie donuant and undevelo|M'd. At oeeasioiial iiit»‘rvals within the hist 

d(*eade attempts liav(‘ Ihm'ii made hy* foreign capitalists to explore the 

country and exploit and develop some of its vir»;in mineral de^iosits, 

hut the ohstjicles necess.irv to 1k' overcome in order to successfully 

carry into opei-.ition these enterprises have been so j^reat that practical 

results have thus far been impossibh'. The j^reatest obstacle to the 

successful development and exploitation of the vast natural wealth of 

this ri'jifion, which now lies dormant and untouched, will have been 

ov<*rcome by the construction of the proposed railway, inasmuch a'* 

the {jreat and j)ressin<( want of this ])ortion of Bolivia at the present 

time is a system of easy and rapid communication with the outside 

world and the centers of population, thereby assurinfj to (‘apitalists 

and investors a sure and jH'rnmnent l>ase of supplies from which to con¬ 

duct their oiH'rations. 'I'he followini; minerals are known to exist at ' 

various points within the limits of this favored rej^ion: 

In the neijfhborhood of Bahia Ne»;ia, lime, marble, iron, and man- 
f^anese; in the Chochis Banj^e of mountains, near Santiago, dejjositsof 
auriferous sands; in the vicinity of San .lavier. im)X)rtant mines of 
tin, platinum, gold, and (juicksilver; mair Santa Hosa, ipiicksilver and 
gold; to the north of Concepcion, gold; to the north of San Ignacio, 
platinum and precious stones; in the immediate vicinity of San dose, 
(piicksilver and lime; in the neighborhood of Buenavista, silver, 
petroleum, and coal; to the west and southwest of Santa Cruz, petro¬ 
leum. coal, lime, stucco, and slate. 

The mineral wealth of southeastern liolivia, great and abundant as 
it is. is probably not surpassed in richness by the products of the 
vegetable kingdom with which this p:irticular portion of the country 
has been so richly endowed by the Creator. Within the wilds of its 
forests and plains are to be found a great variety of dyewoods and 
precious medicinal i)lants from which mav be distilled tine esstmtial 
oils, while the mountain slopes, hills, and valleys abound in valuable 
construction and cabinet woods. I'lie celebrated ironwood tree of this 
region athiins a height of 18 meters and a circumference of 80 centi- ' 
meters. The specific gravity of this exceedingly compact and durable 
wood is 1,250, and the contents of tannin 20 per cent. This wood is 
used extensivelv for railroad ties, posts, etc., and is employed in 
considerable (piantities in tanneries. 

Another valuable product of the Bolivian forests is the tree known 
as “Corupan” {Piptmhniht vehil), which grows to a height of 20 
meters and attains a diameter of 1 meter. The wood of this tree has 
a specific gravity of 1,141 and does not decav when immersed in 
water, which (juality renders it exceedingly valuable for use in the 
construction of ships, bridges, and hydraulic works. It makes a very 
durable railroad tie, and the bark, which is very thick, contiiins about 
25 per cent of tannin. The tree secretc's an abundance of gum arabic, 
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iui<l is Olio of tho most viiluahlo and hl*(hly prized jiroduotions of the 
Bolivian forests. Lapaelio {TiiM^uzn jfartKi-t-nx) is a tree noted for its 
{^reat Beauty and usefulness. It j^rows to the heijrht of 20 meters, ha.s 
a (•ircimiferenee of trunk of SO centimeters and a spei-itic jjravity of 
l.liMi. When sawed into lumher or beams it is yreatly esteemed for 
construction purposes, and is esjM'cially suitable for use in the build- 
injr of hydraulic works and for railroad ties. There are four varieties— 
the j^ray, the yellow, the red, and the black—all of which may be dis- 
tinjiuished while in bloom by the color of their dowers. The bark is 
rich in tannin, and the wood is utilized in the manufacture of dyes. 
Mumday {AKffo/iniin fo/nint) is a jjreatly prized Bolivian 
tree*, which attains a heijjht of some 20 meters and pnxluces a trunk 
nieasurinjjf 1 meter in circumfi'rence. The sjiecilic j^ravity of this 
wood is l,2uo, and is suitable for railroad ties, telejjmph jwiles, and 
general construction purjMises. There are three vTirieties—white, 
yellow, and black. It is also a dyewootl. 

A great variety and abundance of fibrous plants are found in this 
jmrt of the Republic. Vanilla lieans, cacao, and sarsaparilla grow 
everywhere in a wild state and attain great perfection. The castor-oil 
plant grows luxuriantly throughout the entire region and without 
cultivation. The wagon road from Santiago to San .lose runs through 
a grove of wild oranges of unknown extent. This region produces an 
abundance of all kinds of semitropical fruits. The cultivation of rice, 
coffee, corn, manicM-, tobacco, cotton, indigo, saffron, etc., gives excel¬ 
lent results. Immense tracts are covered with virgin forests, but there 
are also many pmiries and undulating plains on which the raising of 
cattle would Ik* extremely profitable. The whole region is well watered 
and is jwvrticularly suitable for agricultural and stoi-k-raising industries. 

GOVERNMENT PRINTING OFFICE. 

A recent report of the Department of .Tustice and (iovernment to the 
National Congress shows that from .luly 1, llHJl, to .luly 1, lffU2, the 
Government Printing Office of Bolivia published 28 editions of Govern¬ 
ment imbrications in pamphlet form, aggregating 23,958 copies, and 
118 l(K)se sheets, numliering 1,391,790 copies. In addition to the 
printed matter mentioned, the Government issued 137 editions of K1 
Estado," the official newsiiaper, consisting of 1,250 copies each, or a 
total of 182,950 copies. 

DENOUNCEMENT OF CONVENTION WITH FRANCE. 

According to the “South American .lournal,” Bolivia has “de¬ 
nounced'’ the Convention which it had concluded with France, and as 
the negotiations lietween the two Clabinets for the purpose of conclud¬ 
ing a new arrangement have had no results, the minimum tariff in 
France w’ill cea.se to apph* to merchandi.se of Bolivian origin.

AGRICULTURAL BANK AT BAHIA. 

'I'he lejfislature of the State of liahia reeently passed a law authoriz- 
inj; the establishment of an a»;rieultural bank in that State which will 
operate in loans to the aj^ricnltural industry and allied industries. 
'I'lic capital of the bank will be limited to r),(K*<t confoM. Of this amount 
tlie State will subscrilx' ■1,(M*0 coitiox, to be covered by the additional 
tax of 1 per cent collected on all ajfricultural products exported from 
the State. Interest payal>le on loans must not e.xceed 8 per cent. The 
l>ank is ex|)ected to be in operation by the Imj'inniii}; of the year. 

DIAMOND AND CARBON PRODUCTION OF BAHIA. 

.\n extended rejwrt on the output of diamonds and carlK)ns in the 
State of Bahia. Brazil, was issued in the Consular ReiM)rts of the 
Dcpartment of State of the United States for .\ujjust. emb<xlyin{^ the 
information collected by Mr. H. W. Furmss, Consul at the port of 
Biihia. 'I'he paper in reference states that the diamond region of 
Bahia is divided into fourteen di.striets, namely: Lenvot's, Andarahy, 
Chi(|ue Chi(|ue, Santa Isabel, Ch-avada. Lavrinha, Cann)estre, Morro 
do Chapeo, Iknn .lesus, Sao Ignacio, Chapada Velha, ParagiuK/u, Sin- 
cora, and Cannavieiras. (Geologically there are but two sections, one 
in the center of the State in the vicinity of the Paraguavu River and 
the other in the southern part, along the Pardo River. The first sec¬ 
tion is the most productive, and has Imcn constantly worked since the 
date of its discovery, in 1S44. Prior to the discovery of the South 
-Vfrican mines it was the greatest diamond-pnxlucing center, and prices 
were high, but reeently interest in the Bahia mines hsis diminished. 

The mo.st productive portion of the field is about four days’journey 
from the city of Bahia and is reached by hiking a small steamboat 
which crosses the bay and goes up the Paraguayu River to Cachoeira 
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(a (listaiKH! of aWoiit 4.5 iiiilos and «-onsumin<; from six to cioht hours), 
theiu'o b}' tniin to Handcira do Mtdlo, 254 kilomctors (157.7 inilps), 
involving? from ten to t\v(dvc hours' travel. From Barideira do. Mello 
it is nooessary to {jo on mule-back the remaining *54 miles to Andarahv. 

The ParagiuK/u district is about 172 miles long and varies in breadth 
from 3 or 4 to about 16 miles at its widest part. It includes the 
mounbiin ranges known as Serra do Sincora, from the village of 
Sincora northward, and the headwaters of the Paraguavu and Pna 
rivers, Serras das Lavnis Diamantinas, Serr.i dos Pemedios, Chapada 
Velha, and Serra do Espinhavo as far as the region about the village 
of Morro do Chapeo. The most productive area seems to be in the 
foothills to the east of Serra das Lavras Diamantinas, particularly 
along the many' small streams tidbntarv to the Paragua»;u River, with 
the towns of Santa Isabel, Chique, Andarahv, and Lem/oes as centers. 

"Hie geological formation of the region is very interesting, and shows 
that at some time in the history of the world the mountains were 
thrown up in a hot nuiss of stone, and the diamonds there found are 
the carbon which by great heat and prc'ssure crystallized. A con¬ 
siderable portion, for lack of proper conditions, failed to crystallize 
and is now encountered in hard, blackish masses of irregular shape, 
known in trade as carbon. The original rock of the mountains is 
granite. In many places this occurs stratitied with a horizontal trend, 
or at most with a very slight dip, but it is frecpiently broken by 
gullies and deep narrow crevasses, the latter reminding one of earth¬ 
quake phenomena. Mixed with the granite is a sandstone of different 
degrees of hardness and a conglomerate composed of round, water- 
washed pebbles with a very hard matrix. In some instances the 
matrix is of a sandy character, but more frequently it resembles a 
dark-colored cement. The sandstone occurring beneath the surface is 
frequently soft, about the consistency of almost dry mud, and is 
capable of being crushed or even washed into sand by a strong current 
of water. 

Both the sandstone and the conglomerate are of recent formation as 
compared with the granite, and contain diamonds and carbons, show¬ 
ing that they were also of ii more recent formation than the precious 
stones, which, in fact, are not found in situ, but are in their present 
position as the result of fluvial action. Sandstone and conglomerate 
frequently fill the gidlies, crevasses, and interstices beneath the layers 
of granite, but sometimes form strata in basins made by the granih*. 
and in other places appear with the granite as heterogeneous heaps of 
stones of different sizes. In this section the diamonds and carlaais 

oc'cur together in sandstone and cotiglomerate, but they can not be 
removed except from the soft sandstone, because of the impractica¬ 
bility of breaking the rocks w'ithout crushing the precious stones. 
Instead, the miners take advantage of the disintegrating effect of 
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ffutor and woathrr and tlioy work Ity rninovinj; tlio doln-is from the 
gullies l»et\ve(*n the roeks and the eavities under and around them, 
and this they wash for the diamonds and earl»ons. 

The method of minings differs in the different seetions. In the 
most productive oin* the work is of two kinds, removinjj the surface 
Jisinteifiation and that in the jruHies. crevasses, and Inmeath the more 
accessil>le stones, or minin<r l»y tunnels iM'tween the stones into the 
|X)ckets of the mountains and takinjr out the cascalho found there. 
The cascalho is usually *‘ollccted until the week's end and is then 
lal)oriously washed, either hy ]>ourin<if the mass into sluices or ditches 
of runnin*^ water and agitatiii^; it with a hoe or hy placinjf small 
quantities in larj;e wooden basins and washinjr it in the runnin}^ 
water. In the first instance the object is to wash the soil and lij;hter 

k particles away, arrangfi'inents l)ein*f made to impi'de the heavier masses 
! and consecpiently the diamonds and carbons. The part remaininjjf is 

carefidly washed in the larjje wooden l)asins and the rocks picked over 
by hand. The miners are so accustomed to the ap{i<‘anmce of the 
desired stones that in spite of the fact that there are ordinary stones 
which closely resemble them they «-an wash and finally sort a very 
large (pmntity of diamond-bearing material in a .short time. The 
other method of mining consists in diving to the bottom of the river 
IhhI and removing the silt, sand, gravel, etc., as far as the layer of 
clay oi- stone beneath. This system is carried on mostly in the Para- 
guayu Kiver. from a ])oint midway between Handeini di* Mello and 
Andaraln' to Joiio Amaro. The center of this kind of work is near 
the village of Tamandoa. Six diving machines are located here. 
Besides the machine divers there are alK)ut twentv imm who dive 
naked into the more shallow waters and this numlMM' is increased to 
al)out one hundred in the dry season and to even a greater number 
when the periodical droughts arrive. 

According to law, all diamond and carl)on Iwaring lands l)elong to 
the State. It is possible for a j)erson of any nation to take out a claim 
by complying w ith the regulations. These reipiire a claimant to make 
a general description in writing of the portion desired, which may not 

I 1)6 more than 484,(KM) square meters (578,S64 square yards) or less than 
j 211,040 square meters (34,732 square yards), and to tile application for 
I the same at the office of the Director of Diamond Mines at Lenyoes, 
I If the jwrtion selected has never been leased, notice of the sale of the 
I parcel .selected is published, and thirty days thereaftei* it is put up at 
^ auction and sold to the highest l)idder. If the claim has had a previous 

lease, the time for advertisement is reduced to ten day’s. A claim can 
I 1)6 leased for from one to ten years, and mav be renewed ad lihitum 

upon the payment of 50 per cent in advance of the auction price for 
I the suksequent periods of renewal. .\t present there are 351 leased 

claiiiis, and it is estimated that there are 450 other productive claims 
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without lease. For miners who care to work on lots without leases 
there is issued a ru-ense which j^raiits a privilej^e for a year. Such a 
license costs about Sl.o** in I'nited States money, includinj^ .stamps. 
Anyone mining without a license or lease subjects tools and such stones 
as may be found to contiscation. the State j^ivinj; one-half of the value 
of the, eontiscated property to the informer. In addition to the State 
fet's, there is in each village a miner's tax of 10 inilrelx (!^2.40) j)er 
miner. 

Besides the claims leas«*d in the regular way. there are various con¬ 
cessions which have Ikmmi graiited by the State to private parties and 
comi)anies, but in ail ease's to Brazilians, except erne conce.ssion to a 
French compan\' at Cannavieiras. In the Panigiuu;u region there are 
six such eotice.ssious, which ditler in size, but average alniut h square 
miles, and from which the State receives sums varying fntin -132 unhck 

(^lo.'i.r.y) to S,(HMt /Iiflrds (Sl,!»20) a year. 
'Phis district is the only place in the world where carbons are found 

in marketable siz»', the only other place where they have la'en found 
at all being the Cannavieiras district. Consul Fi knlss has thoroughly 
investigated the <-onditions governing the commen-ial value of carbons 
and tiiids that there is no combination or syndicate controlling the 
markt't price or the output. In each town of the mining district 
there are buyers who represent the rival Bahia ('ity Hrms which arc 
in the carbon and diamond business, d'hese buvers arc furnislu'tl 
with lai’ge sums of money and are advised by each mail tind frequently 
by special me.s.senger as to the highest prices they can give, the.'ic 
prici's being regulated bv cable from abroad. While the prices are 
in the main uniform, there is often competition for a good specimen, 
the price being regulated abroad by the supply and demand. The out- 
[)ut of carbons for the district now averages about 2,5(>o carats a 
month, and unless there are improvements in mining and modern 
metluKls of machinery are introduced the output will undoubtedly 
dci-rease year by yt'ar, while the demand is constantly increasing. 
Immense (juantities of carlnjiis are there, but it will take well-directed 
companies with large capital to take them out, and there are chances 
for small operators. With the abundance of acce.ssible water }K)wer 
in the section and with electrically run drills, pumps, and (»ther 
machinery, there is, in the opinion of Mr. Fuuniss, fabulous wealth 
awaiting development. 

Carbons are cla.ssitii'd as porous, or crystalline, and good. The first 
variety is Iteing bought from the miner to-day at half the price of the 
good stones, which are held at loo mih-rtx (!!>24) per carat if the .stone 
is larger than three-fourths of a carat and at 30 niilretx (1^7.20) i)er 
carat for stones of from one-half to three-fourths of a carat, with 
which are mixed globular diamonds. CarlK)ns of less than half a 
carat are mixed with ** refugo" diamonds, which are bought at 200 
wilrclx (!^S) an oitava. The largest cjirlmn ever encountered was

found in the L(Mn;oos district in 185L> on the lodfjo of a mountain which 
had hecn worked some time l>ofore. It wei<(hed 3,ln0 carats and was 
purchased from the miner for 80,<mk> uiHiyIx (at that time 
fourth of tin* price f^oinj' to the owner of the claim niM)n which it w'as 
found. 'Phis stone fre«|uently chanjjed hands, and was tinally pur¬ 
chased by an exporter of Bahia for 1*21,(MI0 iiillrelx (then and 
was sliipjM'd to Paris, where it was broken np into marketable pieces. 
The next bi}^ lind was in IBol, upon another claim of the same lessee. 
The i-arlM)!! wei^fhed 577 carats, and was sold l>y the miner for 7B,<K)0 

mUri’lx (then *817,880), one-fourth part j(oin<f to the lessee. The 
averaj'e size of the carbons encountered is (5 carats. 

'Phe diamonds found in the Panijjfnacu district are not so ch'ar and 
jH'rfect as those about C’annavieinis, but are said to have mort' lu il- 
liancy. 'Phey occur in conjunction with the <'arbons and many times 
contain small particles of uncrystallized carlM)n which materially h'ssen 
their value. 

All diamonds and carl*ons from this section are shipped to Paris 
and London, the larj^est h)cal house havinj; its headtpiarters in Paris. 
Th(nij*h the I'nited States is a lar»^»* consiumu' of carlK)ns, the dealers 
have always made their ]>urchases in the Kuropean markets. 'Phis is 
>tat(‘d by Consul Kukmss to bi* due to the fact that it is imiH>ssibl(> to 
iiiak** a selection of carbon of an approximate weijjfht in Bahia, as the 
local dealers insist on sellin}^' an assortment, which method satisfies 
European buyers. 

THE BRAZILIAN DIAMOND AND EXPLORATION COMPANY, 

LIMITED. 

By a decree dated the 8th of September, 1B02, authority was jfiven 
the Brazilian Diamond and Explonition Company, Limited, to operate 
in tin' Kepublic of Brazil. The privilej^e is for the term of ninety 
years. Within two years from the date of the decree tin* company 
must have raised at least two-thii'ds of the capital to be used in Brazil, 
which is i‘225,0(K». 

'Phe <'otnj)an v was formed for the purpose of actpiirinjf mininjjf prop¬ 
erties in Brazil and developing; the same. 'Ph('S(' include diamond 
mines, gold, silver, copper, coal, and iron mines. It will carry on the 
business of stamping, washing, smelting, and otherwise i)reparing the 
minerals for the market. It will also undertake the construction, 
e»|uii)ment, and administration of railway’s, tramways, hai'bors, 
wharves, irrigation works, sew’erage i)lants, waterworks, etc.

NEW ROAD IN BAHIA. 

4'he Bahia State (iovernment, on Aiij^ust 14, I'.Mi-J, entered into con¬ 

tract Avith ^Ir. doHN S. Weuster, an Kn^dishman and late superintend¬ 

ent of the Bahia Central Railroad, foi- the construction of a roadway 

from Sitio Novo, a .station on the Bahia Central Railroad, to Orolw 

(Irande, To kilometers (43.4 miles) distant. The contract divide.s the 

Avork into tAvo .sections, the lirst extendinj^ from Sitio Novo to ltal>e- 

raba. kilometers (IS mile.s).and the other from llaberaba to Orobd 

(Jraiuh', 41 kilometers (-jri.d mile.s). 

This Avill be the lirst roadway constructed in this district, thouj^h the 

chief item of interest in connection therewith is the fact that it is pri¬ 

marily constructed so that the contractor may have the privilej^e for 

twenty-tiA'e years to c«)nvey over it pas.senjfi'rs and car«fo, either by 

means of cars pulled by road locomotives of the type used in the 

United States to pull thrashers, larjjc' ploAvs, et»‘. (traction enj^ines). or 

by .some other more perfect .system of meehiinical traction, Avithoiit 

utiliziiiff rails. 

'File chief lyovisions of the contract are the folloAvuijj: 
P'our months are (^iA'cn for preliminary studies and dniAvinj^ of plaii.s, 

etc., of the work; the.se must be subsecpiently approved by the State. 
Twenty-tAvo months after the acceptance of the plans the road must 
be completed and o^K'n to tralHc as far as Italn'raba. 

In connection with the roadway proper, the contractor is to bridge 
the Barahuacu River at Sitio Novo, Avith a metal bridge h meters (iJ.;') 
yards) Avide and, having a footpath on each side, Avith a .space in the 
middle for the pas.sage of locomotives and other trallic. It is to 
be ITo meters (1S5.3 yards) long, Avith six .spans of 20 meters (21.8 
yards) and one 50 meters (54.5 yai'ds) long, and must be complete and 
thrown open for traffic at least one month before the time .set for com¬ 
pletion of the roadway to Itaberaba, It is teased for tive years after 
completion to the contractor, at 10,000 i/if/reix (^2,00o) a year, and he 
has the right both to use the bridge himself and collect tolls from other 
users. 
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After the section of roadwa}' to Italnjraha has l)oon lnan*;uratcd 
fifteen months are allowed for the completion of the second section to 
Orobo Grande. 

The material to 1h' used in construction of the hridjre and roadway, 
tojfether with the curves, grades, eml)ankments. etc., of the latter are 
s|K‘eitied. 

'I'he State agrees to pay the contnictor 350,(M»0 m if rein in 
stated installments at designated intervals for the construction of the 
roadbed and bridge of the section from Sitio Novo to Ital)eraba, and 
for the roadl)ed from Ital)craba to Orols') (irandc 4,uo0 wUrein 
j)or kilometer (U.0214 mile), this latter amount to l>e paid (juartei ly 
as the work progresses. 

The State reserves tlie right to pay either in lawfid money or in 

l)onds running not more than six months with interest at .S jH'r cent. 

It further agrees to petition the Federal Government for exemjdion 

from duty of all rolling stock and materials im|X)rted. 

.Vrrangement is Inadc for tlu^ State to reimbursi* the contractor for 

wells dug to furnish water for the engines, provided use of the wells 

is granted the jH'ople adjacent thereto, and further provided that each 

well does not cost more than /iiifnifi 
\ series of penalties is arranged for failure on the part of the <-on- 

traetor to finish the work in the time agreed uinm, and ])rovision is 
made to indemnify the eontractor should the State »-are to rescind the 
contract. 

It is made obligatory that the contractor shall establish telegraph 
linos and sbitions along the roadway and shall .send all Government 
messages free of expense. 

Th(> engines and other rolling .stock arc to 1k> furnislu'd bj' the con- 
tnictor, who obligab's himself to keep the road in good condition, the 
State maintaining ownership of roadway and improvements thereto.

This may taken as an evident proof of tlie develo))mentof the State 
of San Paulo and of the (di'ective organization of tlie cmstoins admin¬ 
istration at Santos. For the same half year the import duties have 
pnaluced 12,134 emdoH pa',H'r and 3,1»U> emdox gold, as compared with 

andos paper and 2.57h roidox gold in IBOl. 

The Mitn'o Velho t’ompany is seeking a conces.sion from the Legisla¬ 
ture of the State of Alinas (teraes for the, pul'pose of working the 
alluvial deposits of the Paraopeba Uivi'r, which is said to Ik* ri«-h in 
gold and other mim'rals. The company also proposes to build an 
electric line l>etween Bello Horizonte and the We.st of Alinas Railway, 
which will connect four cities with the capital of Mimus. 

The total of the consumption dutii*s colh'ctcd in Brazil for the llrst 
half of the year 11»U2 amounti'd to 17.3si(,lt)2 wUreix^ coinpan'd with 
l().713.b33 mllrt lx for the .same period in 19<)1. This does not include 
the ta.xes collected during the second (piarter in Matto (tro.s.so nor the 
revenue from the custom-lumse of .Sergipe. 

An electric .street-car line has recently l>een insUilled in Bello 
Horizonte, State of Minas (ienies. 'I'he length of the line is 14 
kilometers. 

At Itapetininga an* large plantations devoted to the cultivation of 
tin* plant currajdxn, from which tin* vegetable fiber known as um- 

1/1 hm is obfciined. 

In the fiscal year lhUl-2 the export duty collected on Herva matte 
amounted to ^l,Ud2.9(>8, or ^278,7dS more than the budget estimate. 

A bill was recently introduced in the Brazilian Congress for the 
establishment of a Department of Agriculture. 

CHILE. 

COAL DEPOSITS. 

In a recent re|K)rt to the Foreign Office the British Vice-Consul at 
Talcahuano states that .some interest has lately Wen shown in the 
working of coal in that di.strict. Operations have been begun in sev¬ 
eral places, and small (piantities of coal have been shipped to Talca¬ 
huano, chiefly for domestic purijoses. It is api)arent that tho.se inter¬ 
ested in this business need capital before work on an}' considerable 
scale can be expected. There .seems to be no (piestion as to the exi.st- 
ence of coal in the iieighWrhotMl, and its working on proper lines 
would assuredly be a matter of great importance to the port of Talca- 
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himno. Tlio Cerro Wrclo Mine, at Penco, has lately l>oen assisted in 
its operations hy the investment of further ea])ital, and very eneour- 
iitrinjr reports are fortheoinin';. As far north as Tome coal has l»cen 
found, and lately l)orin*r »»p<‘rations are lKdn<( enj^ayt'd in. C’oal there¬ 
fore la'iny found in 'Pome and even as far north as Heehata, at Cerro 
Verde, and at Santa Ana, halfway between Peneo and Coneeix-ion 
and to the westward, it seems almost a eertainty that this is a ear- 
Itoniferous reyion. and it is somewhat surprisiny that, eonsideriny the 
situation, so tittle interest should have t»een shown in workiny these 
(lejnisits. 

CONCESSION FOR AN AERIAL RAILWAY. 

On Auyust 3<t, 1!H>2, the President promulyated a law jrassed hy the 
National Conyress, authoriziny Mr. Abelauih) Pizauuo to eonstruet 
an aerial niitwaj’ from tiuneal, C’hite, to Paramilto de las Cuevas, 
Aryentine Kepuhlie. By the terms of the concession the concession¬ 
aire will receive a subvention of yold (ISd. to the dollar) for 
a period of lifteen years. In return for this subvention the conces¬ 
sionaire ayrees to carry free of charye the mails and employees 
actually enyayed in the mail service of the (lovernment. and to make 
a n-duetion of 25 iH*r cent from the reyular tariff rates for Clovern- 
inent employees. 4'he (iovernment reserves the riyht to use the jK)sts 
of the railway in ciise it desires to construct teleyraph lines across the 
mountains. The subvention l)ecomes payable from the date the entire 
liiu' is oiHMi to traffic. The construction of the railway must com¬ 
mence within eiyht months from the promulyjition of the law, and 
shall l)e completed within twenty-seven months after that date. Fail¬ 
ure to comply with this provision of the contniet will work a forfeiture 
of the concession. 

COLOMlilA. 

CONSULAR FEES FOR THE CERTIFICATION OF INVOICES. 

'Phe British Board of 'Pnide ffournal for Auyust 2S, ll*U2, publishes 
the fact of the reception by the Board of Trade throuyh the British 
P'oreiyn Office of a copy and translation of a decree, yoiny into effect 
on .\uyust 1, respectiny the n'yulations to be observed and the fees to 
l»e levied by (’olombian consular officers when dealiny with invoices 
and manifests of merchandise destined for Colombian ports ami the 
taxes leviable on tonnaye and on certain pareels-|K)st packay«‘s. The 
followiny is the substance of the decree: 

C'ommercial invoices are, for the purposes of consular eertiffcation, 
divided into four classes, viz: 

1. Invoices referring only to articles of iron, steel, copper, zinc, or 
wood, destined for the machinery of industrial companies, railways. 
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steamers, electric lighting and telegraph apparatus, telephones, 
printing apparatus, inanufacturcs of glass or earthenware, of stearin, 
of tissues, or of articles which hy official declaration are r»*garded as 
l>eing of public utility. 

2. Invoices of which the value does not exceed ^200. 
3. Invoices of which the value exceeds ^200 and does not exceed Ni. 
4. Invoices of which the value exceeds 
The fees chargeable for consular certification of the alM)ve class»‘s of 

invoices are as follows: 
On invoices of the first class, for each ij'l.lKfU or fraction thereof. 
On invoices of the second class, for each or fraction 

tlu'reof. 
On invoices of the third class, foj- each or fraction then'of. 
On invoi<-(‘s of the fourth class, for each or fraction 

theri'of. 
Invoices ndeiring to articles <-ontaining precious stones are ••harge- 

abl(‘ at the rate of 4n per cent. 
Invoices referring to arti<4es of gold are chargeable at the rate of 

1(» per cent. 
Invoices referring to articles of ])latinuni or silver are charg(*able 

at the rate of 3 jh'i* cent. 
C'harges on manifests an* leviable by consuls at the rate of for 

the first loo packages and ij'l for each additional 1(M» packages oi 
fraction thereof. 

Foreign merchandise disembarked in any of the ports of the Isthmus 
of Fanania to be sent to other national ports recpiin's a manifest with 
corresponding certificate, for whieh certificate a charge of !f3 silver 
will be made for the first 50 ])ackages and 8l silver for each additional 
loo or fraction of l(Kl. 

When a consular invoice is not in the j)ossession of a custom-house 
at the time of the examination of the merchandise, the goods will l»c 
valued in gold and the customs will, on that basis, collect from the 
importer a fine (Mjual to four times the consular fees chargeable under 
the regulations, without prejudice to any other penalty imiM)sablc 
under the customs code. 

A tax of 2 per cent, payable in gohl or its (Mpiivalent in paper 
money, is to be collected on the invoice value of parcels-post packages 
<-ontaining articles of gold, silver, platinum, or precious stones, in 
lieu of consular fees. 

A tax of 81.50 gold is to be collected for each ton of merchandise 
intended for national commerce which is unloaded in Colombian |M)rts. 
but the Hritish Legation at Bogota, in forwarding the decree, ixiiiiLs 
out that “'C()loml)ian vessels are specially exempted from this charge, 
and therefore British ships will enjoy the same exemption under the 
terms of the treaty of 1866.” 
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EMERALD MINING IN THE REPUBLIC. 

A report on the etnidition and trade of the Kepiihlic of Colonil>ia, 
with the exception of the District of Panama, for the year 
recently issued hy the Hritish Foreign OtHce. states that the emerald 
mines of Mu/.o and (’oscnez, the pro}K*rty of the Colomhian (iovern- 
ment, have prodncinl the finest emeralds in the world. They are at 
present rented to a British comi)any. Fp to the year is".** all the 
emerald mines in the country were the proiK'rty of the nation. After 
that date the (lovernment };ranted the rio’ht of exploration and work- 
injr on i)rivat<* enterj)rise, reservin*^ only the right to the Muzo and 
('os<-uez mines. Since then several companies have Imhmj fornu*d and 
conslderalde capital exiM'iided. 

'I'he nK»st promising <»f these seem to he the S)mondo<‘o mines, 
worked l»y a British ♦•om|)imy. Tin* Ih'partment of Boyaca, from a 
mining point of view, is of a totally different geological formation 
from the othei’ mining departments of the Hepuhlie, no gold or silver 
iH'ing found save in the few rivers emptying into the Magdalena. 'Phe 
one great mine of prodin-tion is that of Muzo, famous since the year 
1.>.'».‘) for the production of the finest emeralds of the world, a stone in 
the rough weighing carats having Imen taken from one of the 
many veins of this mine. These miiu's are the projx'rty of the C’olom- 
liiun (lovermnent, which leases them for periods of five years to the 
highest bidder at pul)ll<* auction, which takes j)lace in the capital of 
the Kepidtlic one year previous to the expiration of tlie term in force. 
The value of the pn>duction of tlu'se mines has always been kept a 
seci’ct l)y tin* lessors. 

The mode of working is similar to that adopted in Kurope in large 
(piarry mines. The topsoil is removed by hydi-.iulic monitor washing 
until the slate ro<‘k is left bare, this being cut away by means of long, 
strong bars handl«‘d l»y native lalM>r, which is cheap, abundant, and 
very good, and with the aid of blasting with black j)owder manu¬ 
factured at the mines, and employed where no damage can be done to 
existing veins. The precious .stones are then extracted from the vein.s, 
which run in no given direction or angle in this slate-rock formation. 
The stones are found chiefly in j>ockets. but occasionally .some are 
found isolated from the vein, necessitating constant care and vigilance. 

The immensT amount of d<M)ris resulting from the cutting which 
necessarily falls from the cpuiriy' is carried away by means of dis¬ 
charges of water from reservoirs at an ele\ ation above the workings 
by means of siphons which empty the lock, when full, automatically, 
great care being taken conveniiMitly to direct this great discharge of 
water .so that no damage may be done to existing productive veins. 
The short term of the lease does not admit of any very e.vtensive 
system being adopted, as, for example, in Kimberly, to prevent steal- 
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ing of the stones, hut s])eeial care is taken in the selection of the work 
people, who, in turn, watch most carefully all operations on the hanks. 
The stones, after extraction, are classiti(‘(l into their respective classes, 
ranging from first to sixth (juality, hy the superintendent in charge, 
who forwards them, insured, to Kurope. The greater quantity are 
forwarded to British India to he cut. and afterwai’ds the la'tter <iuali- 
ties return to the markets of Europe for sale. 

The theory is that the silicate of glucha and alumina ran in the tis- 
sures of the veins, and there, cooling off, form(*d this particular hex¬ 
agonal crystal, and according to its ahundance i)roduced greater or 
less quantity, the quality varying according to the favorable or unfa- 
vorahle conditions existing. The Coscuez group is said hy tradition to 
he very rich, and the (juality of the stones said to he of the particular 
“canutillo" form and of superh (juality. Many attempts have Ixmmi 

made to tind the actual *• locus in (juo" of the productive formation, 
hut uj) to the present without success. An (“mendd-pnxlucing forma¬ 
tion of great imj)ortance has heen discoveivd hy the aid of old SiKinish 
j)archments in the .Somondoco district, locally known hy the name of 
('hivor, hut as yet has not Ikmmi worked hy the discoverers; at present 
only the old Sj)anish tunnels and workings, indicating that in past cen¬ 
turies givat mining ojM'rations had heen carried on there, have Imm'ii 
overhauled, giving i)roof of the existence of emeralds of considerable 
crystallization. It is intended to open uj) these extensive workings, 
so long lost to the world since suspension of the works hy order of 
the King of Spain in the y('ar 1T1>2, owing to the fact that all the 
eiiK'rald j)roi)erties, Muzo and C'oscik'z included, produc('d a loss and 
not a ju’otit to the Kingdom of Sj)ain. 

’Phis was due to tin' dishonesty of the caj)tains of the mines, who, hy 
law. W(‘r(' ohlig(‘d to deliver tin* lifth j)art of the j)r()(luction to the 
King of Sj)ain in return for the assistance afforded to them hy the 
royal house in the form of troops and ammunition to ju'oti'ct them 
from hostile trilx's. It was during this suspension that so many miiu's 
were lost sight of and com|)letely overgrown with tropical V('getation, 
as were also the hridlej)aths which led to them through the forest and 
mountains. Even towns with 2,(MM» inhabitants, dep('ndent on the 
mines, were al)andoned; some )iave heen rediscovei'ed hy accident, a 
hunter coming iq)on a |)aved street or some stone foundations of a 
house. The Sj)aniards always built their houses with stone founda¬ 
tions. Among these lost towns Muzo may almost he counted. At 
one time it boasted of 17 churches and a large jMipulation. To-day 
there is one church and only about 3(i0 j)eople. It is interesting to 
note that, with one or tw'O excei)tions only, all the mines of any worth 
now being worked were known to the Spaniards, and in the majority 
of cases considerable workings are evident. 
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PLATINUM PRODUCTION.

Ill the statistics .showing; the production of platinum of the world 
Russia occupies the tirst place with an apiiroxiinate output of alK)ut BO 
pin- cent of the total quantity mined. C’olomhia, which is exceedinofly 
rich in platinum deposits, produces such a small (piantity of this useful 
and valuable elennmt that it is scarcely worth while to include lu'r at the 
present time in the platinum-producing countries of the ^lobe. In the 
rnited .Stiite.s, due to a thorouefh investijration and careful study of the 
mines, platinum has been discovered in small ((uantities in many of 
the minerals extracted therefrom, and while the production in itself is 
small it is givat in the sense that it represents a larjre amount of 
intellectual effort ex|H‘nded in search of the noblest of metals. 'Fhe 
tirst place amonj; the platinum-producinj; countries of the world will, 
in the lonjf run, undoubtedly be accorded to Colombia, inasmuch as it 
is extremely improbable that platinum deinisits will ever be found at 
any other place on the surface of the I'arth that will I'qual or even 
approach in richness and extent the platinum deposits encountcu-ed 
on the .slopes and in the alluvial .sands of the rivers which course 
throujrh the immense territory embraced lM‘tw(*en Atrato and San 
.bum, in the Ib'public of Colombia. Not only is platinum fouiul at 
Choed, but also in Santa Ko.sa de Osos. Frontino, and many other 
places in Colombia.

These nuMlifi- 
cations became ojierative on and after SeptemlH*r til*. 1!>02.

THE COAL SUPPLY OF THE REPUBLIC. 

The coal de]X)sits of Costa Hica are lar«re and easy of operation, it 
lieinjf further claimed that the product is es.sentiallv the .same in orijjin 
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and g(‘olojrical character as that of the anthracite rejjions of Pennsyl¬ 
vania. The possible advantajjes accniinjf from exportin*; coal from 
Costa Pica C) the Cnited States are at present under consideration, and 
measures have been taken to develop the latent resources of the tirst- 
nained country. 

'rii*' “Pacific States Investor'’ for Novimiber. Iit02, reports that the 
Costa Pica Petroleum and Coal ('omj)any has recedved nuimuous 
r(M|uests for a confenMice with caj)italists of the Cnited Stat«‘s with a 
view to exploitinj; on a hir<;e scale the coal de|M)sits of the Company 
situatc'd on the .Vtlantic side of the Pepublic. Arranjjemcnts are 
bcin^ made for the immediate opejiiiiif upon a lar^^e scalet)f the Com- 
])any's mines in Talcamanca Province, iuid an (‘XjX'rt representinj; a 
San Francisco syndicate has l>een authoriz*‘d to make a thoroneh 
examination of flu* coal lands on the CJulf of Nicoya |)n*vious to lu'fjo- 
tiatinj^ a lease of twenty years' duration. 

In comnu'ntinj^ on the coal situation in Costa Pica, the “Mt*xican 
Herald'' makes the followin'^ statement: “'I'l'e company [above 
referred to] controls the immense pi'trolemn and coal resources of 
the Pepublic of Costa Pica, in Central .Vmerica, und«*r a tifty years’ 
cession from the (lovernment. d'he holdinj^s of the comj)any include 
over 00,00(1 acres of tlu* best coal and oil lands in the world, which, on 
the surface, is excellent tropical ajjricultural land, suitable for cotlee, 
cocoa, banana, and rublH*r plantations. The comj)any lists started 
work iind, Imvine’ a prsicticsil monopoly in the lield, big dividends arc 
sissuri'd.” 

TRADE-MARK CONVENTION WITH BELGIUM. 

'rise Congress of Costsi Uica has sijiproved and the President hsis 
signed a trade-mark convention between this Pepublic sind Helgiuin. 
The trside-marks to which this convention applies art* those which 
legitinuitely lielong to the manufacturers and traders using them. 
'I’he convention is to be valid for live years, dsiting from exchsinge of 
ratificsitions; but if neither of the contracting psirties shall give notice 
of its abrogation before expiration of the tivc years, it .shall remain in 
force from year to year until such notice shall be given. 

CUBA. 

MESSAGE OF PRESIDENT PALMA. 

In President 1’alma's second nie.s.sage to the Cuban Congres.s, 
delivered at the commencement of its se.ssions on November 3, lhu*2, 
the Chief hixecutive .said, in substance, that of the recommendations 
contained in his last message some of them had already become laws, 
and others, such as those relating to the organization of the provinces 
and the municipalities, are under discussion and would probably 

L 
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Invoino the subjoct.s of lojifislativo «'imotnu*nt Ix'foiv the adjoiinuiiont 
of tli(‘ present C\>n»^ress, 

'I'lie Presl(l(Mit i-onsiders it ini])enitive that a law rej^ardinjf the 
orjranization of courts of justice be passed at the earliest ix)ssil)le 
nioinent, in order that these tribunals may duly exercise their 
functions, and especially is this true of the Supreme t'ourt. whos«‘ 
duty it is to decide .u|H)n the constitutionality of laws, decrees, and 
ivjrulations. 

Since the birth of the Republic the most j)crfect order has reij^ned 
and every part of the country has bi'en free from disturbance 
and without the occurrence of any i-ases of oreanizt*d brijrandaj.o* 
throughout the island. I'his state of atl'airs is j^reatly to th«‘ credit of 
the C’uban jH'ople, and especially of the rural population, since, not- 
withstandinj; the scarcity of work or the lack of occui)ation. dm* to the 
ecoiHunic crisis through which the country was j)assin»r. they have been 
patient and resi«;ned to circumstances, jjivinf; in this manner })ositive 
proof of their jH'aceful nature, moi-alitv, patriotism, and love of order. 

The sanitary condition has continued to improve until, at the i)resent 
time, it compares favorably with that of many of the cities of Kurop** 
and .\merica. 'I'he annual death rate in .lime last was 2R.r>*; |)i*r thou- 
siind; in .Inly, 24.1KS; in Aujjust, :i2.Sl; in September. l7.St», and. 
accordinjj to data furnished by the dejiartment of sanitation w liicli has 
not yet lu'cn ptiblished. the death i-ate in October last was 17.or the 
lowest of any month for a pi'riod of thirty-two years. 

It has been thirteen months since the last case of yellow fever, 
occurred in Havana, and fortunately the entire island is free not only 
from the presence of that terrible scourj^i*. but also from other <*on- 
taf,dous diseases, includinjj small|K)X, so that the sanitary condition of 
the island is even better than it was duriii}; the intervention of the 
military jjovernment. 'Phe same system that was followed by the mili 
tary «^overnment has been continued, the jx'rsonnel havinjf Im'cii 

slightly increased durin<f the last few months. The strictest vij^ilance 
is exercised bj- the sanitary authorities to prevent the reajiiH'arance of 
yellow fever or any other contae’ious diseases of a malignant char.icter, 
and stronjf measures are bein^'used for the pur|K)se of checkinj^ the 
death into arisinj' from cases of consumption and enteritis. A com¬ 
mon sanitary law for the entire island is urfjently needed, since even 
in Havana, as in the rest of the Republic, the oidy sanitary regula¬ 
tions existini; are those put in operation by the military authorities 
dnrinjj the ]H*riod of intervention, many of which are not in accord 
with the prescrijitions of the constitution. 

The President states that the postal and telejjfraph services of the 
nation reipiire more commodious buildings and larger grounds in order 
to satisfactorily ix*rform their imiM^rtant functions. 

The relations of the Government of Cuba with other nations of the 
world are highly satisfactory. The Republic has been recognized by 
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thirty-three eountries, as follows; United States. Mexieo, Kngland, 
Franee. Spain, Helj^iuin, (luateinala. Costa Hiea, Haiti, Switzerland, 
Santo Doniintro, Venezuela, Italy, Nie!ira<fua. K<-via(l<>r, Salvador. Den- 
niaik. I’ortnjral, Russia. (Jerniany, Holland, Bolivia, Brazil, Austria- 
Ilimnary, Greece, the Arjrentine Republic, Chile, IVru, Honduius, 
Paraj^uay, Urujfuay. and Sweden and Norway. 

I'he relations of Cuba with the United States are particularly cordial 
and friendly. Proof of this fact is shown by the <jood will of the 
Government of the Cnited States toward the Cuban Government 
resp(‘ctino; the nej^otiations, already initiated, for the celebration of a 
treaty of commer«v between the two nations on the basis of mutual 
taritf concessions. The special ol>ject of the treaty is to obtain positive 
advantages in the markets of the ITiited States for Cuban j)roducts, 
esjK'cially for sutjar and tobacco, which are staple products and form 
the principal industry of the island, constituting^ in reality the founda¬ 
tion of the ajrricultural wealth of the Republic. It is to la* hoj)ed, 
from the sympathy of the .Vmerican people toward the Cubans and 
tin* manifest inti'rcst which the President of the Uniti'd States has for 
the prosperity of the Republic of Cuba, that a satisfactory arranije- 
ment will be arrived at. 

Prcsi(h‘nt Palma also says that tin* condition of the tn'asury is very 
en(a»uraj;in<;. The collection of the puldic revenues is belnj; etfected 
M'ith n'jruliirity and system, and the current and s|M‘clal expenses of 
the Govt'rnnu'nt have Iteen scrupidously met. After the payment of 
all the expenses up to and includinj; the last day of October, there 
rcmaiiH'd a balance in the j^enenil treasury of $l,5dl,B42.uB. The 
current exjHmses from the 2nth of May to the Iluth of June last were 
paid with tin* funds which the military fjovernment of the island had 
desijrnated for that purpose. 'Phe current exptmses of July, .Vuj^ust, 
and Sept*“mber were paid from the revenues c«)llected uiuh'r the laws 
of July 12 and September a. 'I'he sp(*cial or extraordinary exiMuisos 
have been made out of tin* credit fund of Hoo.ouo referred to in 
the law of J une 3, the balance of this fund still on hand In'inj; 1.57,<M)7.41 
JH NOS.

The various enter|)rises under the diivetion of the department of 
public works, initiat(*d durinj^ the periinl <tf the military j;overnment 
have b(*en eontinued. In the province of Pinar del Rio two waoon 
roads, a wharf, a brid<;e, and other constructions have b(*en terminatc'd. 
lu the province of Havana two untinislu'd hij^hways and a bridj^e have 
U'en comjdeted. In Matanzas two waoon roads which were untini.shed 
at the tinn* of the turning over the military ‘government have In'en 
loinplcti'd. Work on the wharf at Matanzas is beinj; continued, as is 
also the deejM'iiin^ of the bay at Cardena.s. In the province of Santa 
Clam four wajjon roads have been comjileted; in that of Puerto Prin¬ 
cipe two bridj^i's have been constructed and two reconstructed; in the 
province of Santiaj^o the construction of three wa'jon roads, four 
hridjjes, and a wharf at (iibara have l>een completed. In the lij^ht- 
hou.se .service works of imjM)rtance have Im'I'h carried on, .seven lifrht- 
hou.ses havinij be(*n erected and a numlH*r of lit^ht-hou.si's repaired. 
Four public buildinjfs have Ix'en completed, and numerous .schools and 
other public edifices have been rejKiired. 

The I)(>partnn*nt of Knoincerino of the city of Havana, which since 
tho 2(ith of May la.st has form(*d a part of the I)(*j»irtment of Public 
Works, has un(h*r its supervision the cleaninj;, .sanitation, repair and 
conservation of stn'ets, parks, and drives, and the construction of new 
jKirks and avenues. When this department was tmnsferred to the 

. bopiirtment of Public Works, its average monthly ex|4(*n.ses amounted 
to i81:5R,(Hm*, or more than Sl,5h6,(MK4 per annum, but since its incorjx)- 
ration into the Department of Public Works, its averaj^e monthly 
exp(»nse.s have In'en reduced to !?.S!*,(»(*o, or ^1,(*5S,(K*() annually. The 
total amount at present destined to the engineerinff department to lie 
expended in the city of Havana, as already* indicated, is S8t)2,(M)b, which 
sum seems to be sufficient for that purjKise.

'Phe President stiys. in conclusion, that the present bud*jet is the 
lowest that (’uba has laid since the middle of the last century, with the 
favorable cin-umstance of Iminir applied now, also for the first time, in 
all its parts to wants and needs that redound to the lienefit of the 
nation; that when C’onirress enacts laws ri'jjulatinef and orjrani/inj; all 
that relates to the jreneral, provincial, and municipal administration.s. 
and that when it is po.ssible for the provinces and municipalities to 
defray their local expenses, the amount of the jfeneral budget will be 
notably reduci'd, inasmuch as more than 25 per cent of the same is 
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now clestinod to the payiiient of provinelal and municipal expenses. It 
will then he possible to use laree sums annually in the improvement of 
the country and in the encouraj^ement of its general interests, and the 
development of the same will hind together the strueture of Cuhan 
independence upon the tirm foundations of industry, education, and 
public and private wealth. 

BOOT AND SHOE TRADE. 

Th(‘ latest comparative data l)earing on the development of a Cuhan 
market for hoots and shoes are shown i>i the statistics for the eleven 
months ended May 31, IDUl, as compared with that part of the liscal 
year ended May Ih, lhU2, the close of the American occupation, no 
allowance InMiig made in the.se tigures for the unexpired jxuTion of the 
month. In the former jjeriod the importation amounted to l,.s!>B,(i-H 
j)airs, valued at ^l,42;>,loy, of which Spain .sold 74 per cent, or 
$l,Ohl,73h worth, at an average price of Gh <-ents jx'r })air. and the 
United States furni.shed one-fourth of the entire supply, or ij'GtJChoT 
worth, the avei-.ige price l)eing !?1 per pair. In the eleven months 
ended May Ih, l!Mi2, the United States trade shows a material inerea.se, 
the total imix)rts for this period amounting to l,h25,373 pairs, valued 
at ^l,557,77u. That country supplied nearly one-third, or !^.SG,r>.sr) 
worth, averaging l»G cents a pair, while the imports coming from Spain 
were approximately 08 per cent, or !i'l,o07,7h:i worth, a slight inerea.se 
over the previous jM'iiod, although the article furnished seems to he 
of a .somewhat better grade, averaging 75 cents a pair. 

This result mu.st he somewhat gratifying to the shoe dealers of the 
Unih'd State.s, as it has l>een aceojuplished notwithstanding the fact 
that the peculiar last adapt»*d to the Cuhan fashion re«(uired |H*rsistent 
efforts on the part of Ameri*'an merchants to compete favorably with 
the long-established trade of Spain,

Under date of October 4, lhu2, UnitedStates Minister W. U. Powkui,, 

of Port au Prince, .sends tran.slation of a decree of S'ptemlx'r l:i. lt«ig, 
rogiirding imixu t duties in Santo Domingo, which reads as follows:

INDUSTRIAL AND ECONOMIC CONDITIONS IN 1901. 

A ri'port received at the British Foreijrn Olliee on duly 4, 1902, from 

the British ('onsul at (Juatemala contains a concise and interestinjj 

resume of the industrial and economic conditions pri'vailinj; throuj^h- 

out the Kepulilic in 190l. Portions of this re|M)rt, heinjf extracts from 

various public and official documents, have jireviously appeared in 

the Montiii.y Bi'llktin, but the remainder is reproduced as contain- 

injx information of present value. 

.Mi‘. Trayxku states that the j;en(*ral condition of (iiiatemala has, 

without doubt, improved within the last two yi*ars, especially in 

Both ex|)orts and imports have increased in value, and there has Ix'cn 

manifest a desire on the jiart of the (Jovernment to (‘tfect some 

improvements in the system of aj^riculture, as may be seen in the 

importation of tobacco and other seed from abroad with a view to 

experimental culture, also in the foundation of aj^ricultural schools 

and the promulsxation of rules and rej^ulations to be observed by those 

makinjx Mudi experiments and uiuh'rtakinjj new branches of a«;ricul- 

ture. The accounts of tin* crojis harvested in the different districts 

arc' all satisfactoiy and show an extension of area under cultivation, 

and it is hopi'd that it will not lx* lonjx before it shall be unnecessary 

for (luatemala fo import such articles as wheat, mai/e, beans, and 

rice, all of whicli < an be j^rown with little expense and lalx)!' in the 

country itself. 

Pro<;ress has been made in the buihlinjjf of fin* northern railroad and 

the carriaj^e road which is to run paralhd to it and be coteiiuinous 

with it. The I’ailroad works have lx*en carried on for a distance of 20 

miles nearer to the capital, the emlxinkment and ballasting’ havinybeen 

completed throu},diout this stretch and is now ready for placinjx the 

sleepers and rails, these latter materials havin'^ been imported; it is 

now merely the (juestion of a little time till the line shall be in running 

order for the distance. The old part of the line has Ixhmi thoroughly 

repaired atid the st'rvice of trains as far as K1 Kaiudio is cjuite satis¬ 

factory. Work on tin* carriage road is Ixdng carried on with vigor 

and energy and is progressing rapidly. I’lie length of tinn* necessary 

for transit l>etween the interior and the Pnited Stat«“s will be so dimin¬ 

ished by the completion of these roads that there will imdoubtedly 

result a largely increased trade, both export and import; freights 

will decrease, and the country along the niilway and carriage roads 

will be opened up and cultivated and commerce and agriculture alike 

aided and stimulated. 
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Two iiiijKjrtuiit decrees uirecting forei};n iiierchunts were recently 
issued and approved, Hrstly, that from January 1, 1.5 |M‘r cent 
of the orijfinal duties, 30 per cent of which had heen susjKMided, is 
replaced; and, secondly, extendinjj until June Jethe term of the i)ay- 
ment of the duty levied on the export of cotlVe. 

In his iviK)rt on tmde conditions Consul Tuaynkr states that there 
is at present a jjood demand for agricultural implements, such as 
plows, harrows, i-.ikes, thnishing machines, etc.,an<l attention is called 
to the description of the improved kinds of plows recpiired for the 
satisfactory turning up of the dry, hard soil of the country. 'Phe scale 
oil which is carried on uiK)n one of the plantations visited hy the Con¬ 
sul previous to making his report is shown hy the statement that the 
extent is over acres, uixm which are produced annually from 
10,000 to 12,o»K) hundredweight of cotfee; 30,0(M> hundredweight of 
sugar; ;i2,ooo gallons of milk; bottles of aguardiente, with 
al)out lu'ad of cattle, while from 0(M) to l,3tM> lalxirers are 
employed. 

The total value of the exiM)rts of the Republic in«-reased in lOOl, jis 
eoiniiared with the preceding year, though some itemsshow a falling off. 
The (|uantity of coU'ee advanced from OoRUtiiO hundredweight in 11«K> 
to 073,344 hundredweight in 1'.>01, and the value from .tT,;i!>7,lsT to 
t‘l,3r)2,4:i5, (iermany taking the largest share, followed in order by 
the Cniti'd States and the United Kingdom. The sugar exiM)rt remained 
praidically the same, the values for the two years ladug .t‘3S,.572 in 
liMiO and .t’3S,05>8 in I'.Wtl. The tnule in bananas has tlourished and 
increas«*d wonderfully, tin; United States lieing the only pun-haser. 
The numlwr of bunches ex|K)rt(“d in ll>ul more than doubled the 
number for ll>00, the values being -t'20),:i>}l> and i;i2,123, respectively. 
Exports of India rubber, cacao, timln'r, and hides decreased. The 
following table shows the principal ex])orts for I'.tOl, and the coun¬ 
tries of destination:

Maize is one of the 

most important crops, as it larj;ely forms the focMl of the Indian pojni- 

lation. as well as etf the mills and livestock of tin* country. It is nec¬ 

essary to import a considerahle epiantity, as the home-j^rown j^rain is 

not siitlicient to supply the demand. In ISBB tin* land under cultiva¬ 

tion was 22l.t!00 a«*res and yielded ahemt H<»o. 1B7 hushels, while in lh((l 

tin* cro]) harvested declined to less than OOO.'MK) hushels from 1.S5,S00 

aen's. Reans are also an imjiortant crop as well as an item of import, 

and in ItXIl 30,4(K> hushels were produced from an an*a of acres. 

In all, there are at present 1,1*72 farms sown with wheat and rice, coiu- 

prisinjf about 837,5<>S ai’res, and 1«!,U38 farms •^rowinjj maize and 

hcans, extendinjr over 3.r>S8,7<*-l acres. 

t’otfee ])lantations have increased in numlH*r durin<( the past three 

years. In I.S8K there existed .572 plantations, which yiehh'd approxi¬ 

mately 44<»,43(» hundredweijfht, while in IBOO there were 772 planta¬ 

tions. The croj) of IBoO-lltoi was the larjjest ever priMluced in the 

U<'])uhlic and hrouj^ht wood prices. 'Phis was follow»*d, however, hy 

a short production in l!tnl-2, thouwh the <piality seems to he up to the 

averaw(*. The decline in production was aygnivated hy a numlM'r of 

severe e:irth»|uakes in thecotl'ee-producinwdistricts,and thouwh.accord- 

inw to Mr. 'Pkaynkk's re|)ort, it will he jiossihle to dij; out a larwc 

(piantity of the coffee itself, the ipiality—that is, the color- will not tie 

improvt'd hy exposure to the elements. 

The cultivation of the ruhtier tree and the export of the product is 

a wrowth entirely of the last few years and is an industry which is 

admirahly suited tothe«-oast districts of the Kepuhlicand should more 

than make up for any ixissihle i>'rmanent decline in the cott'ee-wrowing 

industry. 

Till* report of the Minister of Finance for 11*01 shows a decided 

improvement in the tinancial and commercial situation of the country, 

as is shown hy the following statement: 

“■'Phe revenue from the customs, the most important we possess, 

which was estimated in the Hudget at It'o.1*1*7,.5(*o, produced during the 

year !i'.s,.513,2<iO, an amount which exceedi'd the estimate hy ^2,51.5.7<)<* 

and the returns for 11*(M* hy ^,1*4**,325. Of this increase, sj*!.71*4.713 

was levied in duties on imports, while the remaining 1^3,145,012 was 

levied on exjiorts. As regards the excise duties on liipiors and Oov- 

ernment monopolies, it is shown that the revenues from these hranches 

amounted to ^^3.775.81*2, an increase of $4*i8,31*2 upon the estimate for

25 iire public, under (lovernment insjM'ction and tauj,dit by ma.sters 

appointed by the authorities. 'Phe others are priviite institutions and 

include a school for both lH)ys and jjirls of thetierman colony only. 

This school, which was endowed by the (b*rmiin (lOvernment, was pro¬ 

vided at the retjuest of the colony, in view of the fact tlnit the number of 

(Jerman children was more tlnin sutPicient to ket*p up a .school for them¬ 

selves and the parents natundly desir«*d the instruction of their own 

children to be carried on in their native lanj^uii»re. 'Phere are tilso 

anionj^ the various schools a kimlerpirten tind a mercantile school. 

Amonj^ the public works of iinport:iiM-e during; the year were the 
inauj(uration of d new telej^raph .stiitions tind 7 public telephone .sta- 
tion.s, 70 miles of tele<;riiph line beinj^ constructed. The telejjraph 
system now extends over 8.tMM» miles and the ttdephones over 2.50 miles, 
while there are 157 stations for the former and 777 for the latter. 
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REGULATIONS FOR THE CUTTING OF TIMBER AND EXTRACTION 

OF RUBBER. 

With rej^iird to the cuttinj^ of timber and the extraction of rubber, 
the followinjj rule.s liave been drawn up and puldished l»y the 
Government: 

‘•Art. 1, No tim])er-euttin}jf business may i>e estaidished on a Iar{;o 
scale without a previous contmct with the Ministry of Public Work.s. 
The circuit in which the cutting; is allowed must be stat<*d exactly in 
the contract; the words ‘ larj^e scale ’ shall be held, for the ])urjM)se 
of these rejirulations, tf) mean any cuttinj' amountin}' to 50 trees or 
more. 

“(2) The cutting of 10 or fewer trees, which may be recpiired by 
inhabitants of the district for such works of construction as houses, 
boats, etc., may be granted by the written license of the Political C'hief, 
who shall specify the numl)er of trees to be cut and the spot from 
which they are to be taken. 

‘*(8) No concession for timber cutting on a large .scale shall be for 
a longer period than five years, and shall only be granted on the 
understanding that a certain duty will Ixi levied for every ton of 
mahogjiny or cedar cut. 

“(4) In order to supervise the removal of timber and collect the 
proi)er duties, offices will be established in convenient phu-e.s for the 
counting, measuring, and marking the timl>er with a national stamp. 

“(5) Every person enjoying a concession will be obliged to bring 
his timber to one of the.se .stations, in order that it may be. counted, 
measun'd, and marked by the officials. 

‘‘(b) In the case of conce.ssions lying on the banks of a river l>elow 
a station where such an officer is situated, the concessionary must not 
lloat out his timber into the main stream until an official .shall have 
come to count, measure, and mark it. 

“(7) All ’the logs of timln'r which are tran,s|iorted without l»eing 
marked with the national stamp shall be forfeited, and the concession¬ 
ary shall be liable to a tine of currency for each ton. 

“(10) In order to j)revent fraud, the Government agents may 
demand that the concessionaries show in the j)orts or other places the 
accounts or embarkation papers for the timber, and if this has already 
l)een sold, the bills of .sale.” 

The above regulations are b}' article 18 made appliable also to the 
cutting of dyewood and the extraction of the dye, which is to be 
brought to and weighed by the officials as in the case of mahogjiny and 
cedar logs. 

Further articles provide rules concerning the extraction of rubiKjr 
and other gums or resins. Any unnecessary destruction of trees yield¬ 
ing such products is to be .severely punishetl. In extracting rubber 
the u.se of the machine or any other in.strument than a s|)ecial knife. 
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tho inittern of which may in* had at the office in the district, is strictly 
forhidden. 

As in other cases, the ruhl)er or other product must he presented 
for weighintif hy the officials, and anyone found engsiged in this busi¬ 
ness without having the proper (Jovernment license is liable to impris¬ 
onment and tine, the ])r(Hluct being likewise forfeited. 

CONTRACT WITH THE UNITED FRUIT COMPANY. 

A contnict signed Itetween the (fovernment of (niatemala and the 
United Fruit Company atl'ecting ships calling at Livingstone and 

■ Puerto Harrios contains the following provisions: 
(1) The Cnited Fruit (.'ompany undertakes to carry all the corre- 

[ spondence (written and printed), and the ])arcels jK)st fixun and for the 
f Kepublic of (iuatemala between the ports of New Orleans, Helize, 
I Puerto Harrios, Puerto Cortez, Ceiba, Truxillo, Hluetields, (Jreytown, 
! Puerto Limon, Bocas del 'I'oro, and Colon, on all the comj)anv's boat.s. 

The said boats shall make the trip between Puerto Barrios and New 
Orleans twice a week, and shall give a fortnightly service with the 
other jK)rts above named. 

(2) The steamships shall remain in Puerto Barrios sufficient time to 
allow of the unloading and loading of merchandise and corre.spondence 
and the dismnbarkation of passengers. 

(4) During the j)eriod of this contract the biritf of freights and pas¬ 
senger fares which is anne.\ed shall not be augmented without the 
previous consent of this (tovernment. 

((>) d'he company will incur a tine of ij'ltK) for every twenty-four 
hours of delay which may o<‘cur in the arrival of any of its boats, and 

for any trip entirely omitted, unless owing to unforeseen circum¬ 
stances or acts of violence. 

(7) The company’s shii)s can moor alongside the wharf at Puerto 
Barrios at any hour of day or night, but <*an only load or unload during 
the legal hours, viz, from 6 o'chn'k in the morning till o in the even- 

h ing, but under certain circumstances the hours of work may, with the tp«“rmission of the authorities, be prolonged till 1> o'cha-k in the evening. 
The mail vessels will always be dispatched with the greatest ja»ssible 
(luickness, and will have the right of precedence over any otlu'r ships 
whatswver. 

(1(1) In payment of these .services which the company undertake.s, 
the (lovernment will sub.sidize it with !?3o,0(»o jM‘r annum (currency), 
payable monthly in advance, ^2,5((0 each month. 

(11) 'I'he company undertakes to provide larger vess<'ls as the com¬ 
merce iK'tween the above-nanu'd |M>rts shall increa.s(‘. 

(14) 'I'he com])any will strictly prohibit the ssile by its .servants of 
liquors, wines, and other dutiabh* articles in the jiorts of (iuatemala. 
Whatever tine may be impi>scd in «'onse<juence of the infmetion of 
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this artlclo, shall ho paid hy the individual oHondor and recovoriHl j 
throufrh the coinj)any. L 

(I;-)) On the jn'osontation of a written napiest from the jndjje or 
commandant of the district in which is situated the |M)rt, the otiicials 
of the company shall hand over to the proper authority any pc'rson L 
recpiircd hy the justice of the country, whether lu* has (‘inltarked in 
that port or elsewhere, always sup])osin}; that he is charj;ed with 
otl'enscssuchasare reco»ini/(“d hy the principles of m(»d(‘rn international 
law. 

(IT) d'he company must keep an ajrent in the capital, and another in ( 
I’uerto Barrios, with suflicient powers to represent it in treatinjf with 
the (lovernment or with individuals, or appearinjf in courts of justice, I 

(iJS) 'Phe company's vessels and their crews arc suhj<>ct to the laws I 
and re<;ulations of the country so lonj^ as they are in (iuatemala waters. I 

(1!>) This contnict shall last for three years, countinjr from danuary 
1, and shall he extended at the end of this pcri<Ml if the Govern- • 
ment so desire. ■ 

(*2n) I'he company shall, durinjj the period of this contract, take such ■ 
quantities of hananas as they may arrano^e with individual fruit jjrow- 
ers, undertakiiiff to pay not less than cents for every hunch of K ^ 
hands in heijfht, oO cents for every hunch of S hands, and 25 cents for - 
every hunch of t> hands wheiu'ver it is jiossihle, and in these cases three 
hunches of 0 hands shall he at the rate of 50 cents. No harindns shall 
he made in which the conditions shall he less favorable to the vendor 
than those laid down in this article, or, if made, they shall he consid¬ 
ered null and void. 

(21) Any «iuestions arising l>etween the company and fruit vendors ' 
shall he settled hy the arhitnition of some jx'rson chosen hy Inith ^ 
parties. 

(22) Any <piestion arising relative to the interpretation or execution 
of this conti-.ict shall he settled according to the laws of the country. 
hy two arhitnitors, one chosen hy each party. The decision of these I 
arbitrators, or of a third nominated hy them beforehand, shall U* final I 
and without appeal, it iM'ing understood that in no case will the com- I 
pany have the right of apixnilingto diplomatic intervention. 

FINANCIAL DECREE. 

Under date of June 12, I5f02, (Consul-General J. C. McNali.y, of 
Guatemala C’ity, inclosed to the Dei)artment of State of the United 
States a translation of a Government decree in regjird to Guatemalan 
bonds. The total amount of the foreign debt of Guatemala litiuidated

••As security for tlie payment of the debt tiie collectors of customs 

shall deposit monthly in the Guatemala hank a sum sulhcient to cover 
a twelfth part in j;old of the total amount rc<(uired for the yearly 
service. These sums shall he forwarded to the a<;ents in London." 

Consul-General McNally re^iorted on dune tid, that the silver 
jieso is no lonj^iM* current in the Hepuhlic of Guatemala. The money 
in us»* is paih'r currency :ind fnu-tional nickel coins. The prestuit 
vahu' of the paper peso is about 15 «‘ents in Cnited States curretu-y. 
In Government decrees as to values, customs duties, or other internal 
roveiiues where the peso is mentioned reference is made only to the 
paper |K‘so, which tluctuates in value from day to day. While the 
Guatemala silver jM‘so commands a premium at a ratio of about P> for I, 
the coin is not in ordinary circulation and is jjrowinj; noti«-«‘ably .scarce. 
A Government decree of some time back provided that all obliijations 
or debts contracted when silver was the current currency could Im^ 
|)aid in paper. For some time past e.xchanyi* has been alMuit 7<h> jH'r 
cent premium for Cnited States dnifts or j;old currency. 

REGULATIONS FOR THE EXTRACTION OF SARSAPARILLA. 

With rejnird to the extraction of .sarsaparilhi. it is understotKl that 
the industiy is free to every inhabitant of the Uepublic who obeys the 
neces>ary rules. A written re(|ue.st for a licen.se, drawn up on .stam|XHl 
paper, mu.st be pre.sented to the j)olitical <'hief of the district, statinj; 
the locality where he proiK)ses to work, the numlH*r of workmen 
employed, the lenjrth of time for which the license is desired, etc. 
The duties imjmsed mu.st Ik‘ duly j)aid. The license must then l)e 
properly rejji.stered, all the details beinjf noted, and no license shall be 
go(xl for more than one year without renewed. 

A copy of the rejfulations is to Ik* jjiven to (*ach ^xuson obtaining a 
licen.se, and the infraction of the.se or of any one of thmu will, ijtxo 
fnvto^ cau.se such licen.se to exi)ire. 

The person holdinjj such licen.se may put up houses, huts, or any 
nece.s.s}iry workshops under the <'ondition that on the expiration of 
his license such improvements remain the property of the municipality 
or dejiartmental {government. 

One indis]x'n.sable condition is that at least two roots be left on each 
plant .so that it may jjrow attain, and. of course, persons holdint; 
licenses for the extr.iction of .s!U‘sa|)arilla are ex])re.ssly forbidden to 
entpijre in the extmetion of rubln'r or any other sub.stance than that 
mentioned in the said license. 

A minimum duty of (currency) shall be paid on every 1(K> pounds 
of sarsapirilla obtained, and the oflices where the duty is to Ik‘ paid 
arc sjxicitied in the rc{'ulation.s. 

The |x)litical chiefs of the departments shall have disc-retionaiy 
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powers as to the numl)ei' of lieenses whieli should he {^ranted for the 
same rejjioii. and are to take eare that these are not too numerous. 

The lieense will expire (1) at the end of the period for which it has 
l)een j^ranted; (2) if it is proved that the person holdinif it has destroyed 
all the roots of one or more plants or has broken any other of the rules 
laid down. Besides the forfeiture of the lieense, various tines and 
penalties are enumerated for cases of fraud or infraction of the laws 
and retrulations. 

Anyone desirino to enter upon this Imsiness on a laroc scale, i. c., 
when treating of the extraction of more than 1u,(kki pounds, or when 
license for more than a year is desired, must apply directly to the 
Minister of Public Works, and a formal contract with the (Tovernmeut 
must be concluded. 

HON DU WAS. 

LAPSE OF CONCESSION TO HONDURAS SYNDICATE. 

United States C’onsul W. K. Aloku, of Puerto (Jortez, under date 
of September 23, 1!*(I2. n'ports that on account of the failure of the 
company styled the ‘■•Honduras Syndicate'' to carry out the terms of 
its contnict, the concession jjranted it by the (fovermnent (to construct 
an interoceanic railway, settle tin* foreign del)t, and establish a bank) 
has lapsed. 'Fhe .syndicate was compost'd of Americans, and the con¬ 
tract was entered into in LSBI. I'he syndicate was bound by the con¬ 
tract to con.struct a liridge over the Ulna River within four years, and, 
having failed to do so, it was exj)ectt*d that the Government would, 
in May, 11>02, take posse.ssion of the road. 'I'he syndicate, however, 
asked for a j)rorogue. 'I'he retpu'st was presented to ('ongress, which 
adjourned without taking action. It is expected that the matter will 
Ijc settled at the next session, which will be held this winter. 

BANANA PRODUCTION. 

According to advices received fi'om the United States Consul at 
Puerto Cortez, during the month of duly, 1S0,(MM> bunches of bananas 
were .shipped from that consular di.strict to New Orleans and Mobile, 

In addition, some 1(K>,(KM> bunehes were j)aid for and de.stroyed by 
the contractors, which, together with the fruit lost by noncontr.ictoi’s 
for lack of a purchaser, would make over 3<m».0(K> bunches of bananas 
prinluced in one month in the Department of Cortes. 

'I'he pa3’ment for and destruction of fruit here leads to the In'llef 
that there is now an overproduction, though it is alh'ged that the con¬ 
tractors’ wish was to limit the im|M)rtations into the United States and 
theiH'bv keep up prices, 

'Faking into consideration the new plantations which will c*>me into 
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production next year, the month of .Tuh’, 190.S, should show an ex|x)r- 
tation of 500,(KM» hunches of bananas from this district—that is, if 
purchasers ean he secured for all the fruit {^rown. 

MISCELLANEOUS NOTES. 

C’f)nsul W. E. Aloeu reports from Puerto Cortez, Aujfust 1902, 
that there has l)een a notable decline in the customs receipts at that 
port durinji the first six months of 1902, on account of the fact that 
durinjr l89{t and ItMM) Honduras ex|)orted to Cuba some head 
of cattle, the value of which, cominji into the country, made money 
plentiful, and enabled the people to buy freely. He adds: Honduras 
since I'.toff has had no market for her cattle. In the past she depended 
on Guatemala, but financial conditions in that Republic have closed the 
market. If an o|H‘ninj; for th»‘ cattle of Honduris could be secured, 
her imjHU’tations would Increase at least 50 iM'r cent.” 

t'onsul W. E. Aloer writes from Puerto Cortez, S'ptember 1, 1902, 
that Cnited States manufacturers of electric supplies and of material 
for wat('rworks may find an openinjj to sell their j^oods to the indus¬ 
trial company recently organized at CViba. The capital of this com¬ 
pany (alK)ut ^lO.(KKl) is entirely paid in, and as much more money as 
may 1m* nece.s.sarv will, it is said, 1m* snb.scrilM'd. 

The (Jovernment of Honduras has d(*eided to have its |K)stage stamps 
and i)osbil cards engniv('<l abroad this year, :ind the work is to be done 
in the United States. It has also arranged for a supply of .silver coin 
to be minted in Philadelphia.

eign countries. The FiXecutive is also emiKiwered to gr.mt extwrters 

of woven cotton goods of native manufacture a drawback in a sum of 

not exceeding S cents jn'r kilogram (2.204(5 pounds) net on all im|M>rt 

duties, port charges, and additional duties that may have been collecti'd 

on the imports of raw cotton from foreign countries, which raw cotton 

has been manufactured into woven cotton giMids. All woven cot¬ 

ton gixHls of native manufacture that may have Ikh'ii exported under 

the stipulations expressed in the foregoing article may be reimported 

in conformit}' with the terms of article 11 of the custom-house regula¬ 

tions. In sui'h case', how’ever, the amount of dniwlaick which maj' 

have iH'en allowed by the Government must lie refunded to the Treas¬ 

ury at the time of the reimportation of said woven cotton goods.

.According to Treasury figures, publislu'd in the “Boletin de Ksta- 

di.stica Fiscal” for 19(.M»-lt*0l, the total public delit of Mexico on duno 

30, 19(»1, amounted to $2.50,715,850.50. The amount payable in gold 

was $113,910,020, reducing the ])ound sterling to dollars at the rate of 

live to one. Of this, $113,853,9(iO bear 5 per cent interest per anmiin, 

and is known as the Conversion Loan of 1890. The balance, $5<!,720, 

bears (! |K'r cent interest and represents the outstanding bonds of the 

Blcishro('d('r Loans of 1888, 189(», 1893, and of the Tehuantc])ec llail- 

Miiy. 

The amount pa^-able in silver and iM'aring interest was $135,5(19,-

.\ccoi‘din»( to the terms of the conversion loan of lsl*i), which con¬ 
stitutes a little less than one-half the total debt, the annuity for intere.st 
and amorti.sement is .secured by *52 j>er cent of the total annual import 
and export duties received in all the Mexiciin custom-hon.ses, which 
duties are remitted jieriodically to the National Biink of Mexico direct. 
The bank, as the duties are received every month, appropidates the *52 
per cent to the service of the debt, iind places the bahmee of jx'r 
e nt at the di.sposal of the (jiovernment. The inevitable expense of 
the .service brinjfs the interest on the capital of this 5 |H'r cent j^old 
debt to about 5.02 per cent. 

) In the estimates for the co.st of exchani^e on this debt in l!*02-3, 
. the avenif^e value durinj' the year of the Mexican dollar in London is 

calculated at 22id., in view of the probable continued decline of silver, 
. and the total revenue i‘ecei])ts are estimated at $*54,823,4****.

Another important railway project, and one which will l)e completed 
or nearly so during the year 1902, i.s that of the Vera Cruz and Pacific 
Railway, a company formed and financed principally in Baltimore, 
United States. This line is of standard gauge and will run from 
Cordoba, a town of considerable importance on the Mexican Railway, 
situated some tit} miles from Vera Cruz, to Santa Lucrecia. a station on 
the 'rehuantepec Riiilway. 'Phis di.'^tance of 2(K> miles is to lie supple¬ 
mented by a branch road to be constructed from the station of Tierra 
Blanca to Vera Cruz, making a total length of line of 260 miles. All 
the materials for construction, as well sis the rolling stock, have been 
purchsised in the United States. 

There is also being constructed a 2-foot gsiuge railwsiy, under the 
nsime of “Ferrocarril de Cordoba si, Iluatusco,'’ which will run between 
the two points mentioned, a totsil distance of alsout 60 miles, and psiss- 
ing through a particularly rich .section of country devoted to coffee 
raising. This enteqiri.se is Ijeing carried on entirely by local csipitalists, 
and as the con.stru<-tion is being effected on a most economical, although 
at the .same time efficient, basis, it ivill, no doubt, prove a good invest¬ 
ment for the promoters. 

The official returns of the sanitary status of the city show a total 
numlwrof deaths in IbOf of 1,1*2S, again.st 2,026 in the preceding year, 
the death rate per thousand in 1!>01 being attributable to yellow fever 
in the ratio of 3.43 as against 60.84 due to other causes. 

Inqwrts through this jioint in the fiscal year IStOl show an effective 
increase to the value of £71,825, as compared with the preceding 
year, and while those from the United Kingdom and France show 
notable declines, tho.se from (lermany and the UniU'd States advanced 
in valuation. Cotton, ivoolen, and linen textiles, which form th<‘ lead¬ 
ing items, show a decreased valuation of £117,404, due mainh’ to the 
advancement of the industry locally. The shipment of ores and pre-

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cious iiu'tals throiij^h the port destined for the United States remained 
pr.ietieally the same for tlie two periods under comparison, whereas 
thos(‘ destined for the Ignited Kinfjdom advanced from t*3B8,22o in 
l!>oo to t‘5Tl,S7o in 1!>01. For both the countries mentioned, ‘‘ajrri- 
cultui-.d and other items” show notaide declines in value. 

COMPLETION OF THE MEXICAN CENTRAL LINE TO THE PACIFIC. 

'File “ Mexican Herald ” furnishes the particulars of the contract 
iH'tween the Mexican Central Railway and Messrs. Hami*sox & Smith 

to complete the Central's line to the Pacitic. This railway has a 
hranch runninj^ from its main line at Irapuato to (luadalajara and 
thence to Tuxpan, which latter ])lace must not lie confounded with 
the little port of the same name in the State of Vera Cruz. 

'I'he ajjreement provides for the huildiuff hy the conti*actors of 73 
kilometers on the new Central hramdi to the Pacitic coast for approxi¬ 
mately S^H.oOO.OOIt. 

d'he line will extend from Tuxpan to Colima, and on this short 
pi(*ce of track there will he 13 tunnels and 17 hridjjes, the lonjfest 
tunnel heinj; 430 feet and the longest bridge doo feet, the height of 
the highest bridge to be ITo feet. 

The coutra«-t calls for the completion of the work within twenty- 
six months. The building will commence at Tuxpan and continue 
toward the coast. 

MONTHLY MAIL SERVICE BETWEEN PORTS ON THE GULF OF 

MEXICO. 

'I'he ••Otlicial dournal'' of August 0 publishes the text of a contract 
entered into I)etween the Mexican (iovernment and the agent of the 
North (Jerman Lloyd Steamship Line for the cstiiblishment of a 
regular monthly service between the ports of Tampico, Vei-.i Cruz, 
and any other of the following Mexican ^xirts on the (lulf of Mexico: 
Coatzacoalct>s, Fnintera, Laguna, or Progreso; and Bremen, Antwerp, 
one or more S})anish jiorts, and one or more Cuban ports. 

'I'he company binds itself to carry for the Mexican (iovernment, 
fn'c of charge, between any of the above-mentioned ports, all mail 
matti'r as well as 10 metric tons of merchandise, eithm* from or to 
Mexican ])orts. 

In return for carrying the mails and the free transport of the 10 tons 
of merchandise for the tiovernment the vessels of the compaii}’ shall lie 
exempted from the payment of 4o i)er cent of the tonnage dues estab¬ 
lished by the decree of July 1, 1808. The vessels of the company are 
also allowed to carry on a coasting trade in accordance with article 
293 of the customs ordinance. The company is permitted to keep at 
the jKirts where its vessels touch the necessary lighters, Ixjats, and 
tugs which may be r<>(piired for the proper service of their line, which 
will be allowed the privileges granted by this contract. 
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Tl»o contract is to iviiiain in force for three years from tiio date of 
pui)lication and can lx; extended for a similar period should neither of 
the pirties denounce it in the meantime. 

DKAINAOE AND WATERWORKS AT TAMPICO. 

Tlie contract to construct the works for supplyinj? the city of Tam¬ 
pico with water and for its sanitation, according to the j)lans and 
specifications submitted to the Government, has been given to Mr. 
William Astor Chanlek, of the United States. The contractor 
must Ix'gin the works within six months from the date of the contnict, 
August 15, and tinish them within three years from the same date. 
The price of the works is ^<2,187,529.73, and will be paid by the lionds 
to be issued by the state of Tamaulipas, and also b}' 2 per cent of the 
customs duties collected in the jwrt of Tampico. The ImiiuIs will pay 
the amount that the 2 per cent on duties does not cover, and will lie 
issued at 80 jM'r cent of the face value to the Central Bank of Mexico 
which has agreed to take the whole issue at this rate. The 2 per cent 
of the cu.stoms duties in Tampico will be set aside after the work is 
done to form a redemption fund for the bonds which will carry 5 per 
cent interest payable at the end of each three months in the city of 
Mexico, and the rent received from the water will also lie .set aside for 
the .same puipo-se. 

The contractor guarantees compliance with the obligations a.ssumed 
by a deposit of $50,(Kk) of the 5 iwr cent bonds of the redeemable debt 
in the Central Bank of Mexico, which is to lie kept there while the 
contract lasts, or they may be changed for an equal amount of the 
Tamaulipas state Ininds i.ssued to the Banco Centnd. 

STUDY OF ENGLISH IN PUBLIC SCHOOLS. 

According to a decree published in the “Diario Oticial” of Septem¬ 
ber 10, 1902, the English language is to Iw taught .sy.stematically and 
practioilly in the National Preparatory school. The first article of the 
decree in reference pre.scrilies that the professoiv! of English must give 
all imiiortance to the in.struction of the pupils in that language .so that 
they maj' acquire a vo<*abulary sufficient for daily use and for the 
expression of ordinary events and general nece.ssities. The decree also 
defines explicitly that the oral .sy.stem must be followed in classes and 
fhat no language other than English shall be spoken during lesson 
hours. It is considered that a knowledge of this tongue is necessary 
for business purposes in Mexico as well as Spanish, 

MANIFESTS FOR MEXICAN PORTS. 

Vice-Consul .1. G. Pagrs reports from Vera Cruz, under date of 
Octol»er 7, 1902, that a recent Treasury decision of the Mexican Gov¬ 
ernment provides a tine for the failure of masters of vessels carrying 
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cargo from a foreign ]K)rt to several ports in Mexico to procure cer¬ 
tified manifests for each port for which cargo is destined. It hasl)een 
the custom of masters to secure one manifest only for the several ports 
of the Republic, and it has been neci'ssary for the customs officials at 
the first port of entry to issiu' certified copies of such manifest for the 
other ports to be touched. It has no^v been decreed that when a mani¬ 
fest is brought to the first port of entry the collector of customs may 
issue certified copies for the other ports, collecting for each copy 810 
gold, or its eipiivalent at the existing rate of exchange at time of issue 
at the port of destination, and Mexican currency (about 8- gold) 
in addition for each copy as a fine for failure to obtain separate certi¬ 
fied manifests from the Mexican consul at the port of departure. 

THE CULTIVATION OF CANAIGRE. 

The i'ultivation of a canaigre plant which is indigenous to some parts 
of the lbiit«‘d States and ^lexico, foi’ins the basis of a new industry. 
The amount of tannin that is used in thewoidd is conshintly increasing 
and has to 1)0 looked for in plants other than those already known. 1'he 
princip:il substances that are used for tanning now arc oak l)‘.irk, hem¬ 
lock bark, and sumac. Last year in England alone they used i3b,284 
tons of tanning substances, and in the United States the consumption 
of these amounted to a million and a half tons. 

'I'he growing demand for leather also increases the demand for tan 
bark, and the visible supply is deficient. The tanners and scientific 
men are looking in the chemical as well as in the vegetable kingdom 
for a new metluMl to produce tannic acid. This has l)oen dis<‘overed in 
the root of the canaigre, the Latin name of which is “ Rnmcx huniai- 

pnhiH." 

The name <*anaigrc is a corruption of the word rana (fit/rc, meaning 
sour cane, a name given to this plant by the Mexicans. The plant is 
an annual, aboutthe size of a small bush, growing to the height of from 
15 inches to 3 feet, but having large tuber roots like sweet potatoc's, 
and varying in size as does the sweet potato. The color is very much 
the same. It is a root handsome in apiH*arance, and grows wild in 
the arid regions of New Mexico, Arizona, Ualifornia, and Mexico, but 
nowhere does it attain such size iis about 100 miles south of El Paso, 
where it grows in great profusion. It is a plant of slow growth, 
biking about five 3’ears to mature. The trouble heretofore has lieen 
that after gathering the crop that grew wild there was no other to 
fall back upon, but before long this Avill lie remedied, as several I'ears 
ago the farmers around Demong ])lanted large acres to canaigre. 

In 1898 the Department of Agriculture analyzed the canaigre, and 
found that the roots contained 85 per cent of tannic acid. The result 
of this discover}’ was that a large shipment was sent to German}’, but 
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this arrived in i»iul condition, as it fermented en route, hut after many 
experiments the jfrowers have learned better how to handle it and 
tborou«;hly dry it before shii)pinjr. 

ARCHiEOLOOICAL RUINS IN OAXACA. 

The “ New York Jsun" <»f OctolM'r o, 1002, reports an arclneolooical 
discovery of thehrst imjK)rtance re«'ently made in the vicinity of the »-ity 
of Oaxaca, in the southern part of Mexico, by Lf:oit)LI)o Bathes, 

Government Archieolooist of Mexico, who a<rompanied Prof. Mau- 

8HAI.I- II. Savii.i.k, of the American Museum of Natural Histoiy, in his 
researches in that rejfion. The ruins of a on'at city, older than any 
previously' discovered on the American continent, have l)een uncovered, 
and the objects found in the temples and tombs thus far excavated 
seem to link this city with both Kjjypt and C'hina. Tlie ruins are 
more extensive than thos«‘ of Mitla, only a few miles distant, and 
apiM'ar to have Is'en covered with the dust of ajfes IsTore Mitla was 
bejfun. 

The explorers went to Oaxaca for the purjK>seof exi-avatino certain 
old Za|X)tec mounds or tombs, and the discovt*ries thus far made more 
than justify their etlorts. 'I'he I'uins uin-overed by .S*nor Bathes are 
situated uj)on the summit of Monte AIIkiii, which rises alnnit l,:ioo feet 
hijrher than the valley of (hixaca and is alnuit t5,(KH» feet alnne sea 
level. 'I'he mountain is oidy a few miles from the city of Oaxaca, the 
sides and top havinjr been cultivattal l»y the natives for years. 'I'he 
^>ntn> or courtyard of what may ])rove to Ik* the greatest temple ever 
built u|K)n the Ameriean continent was «‘overed with a corntield. 
S<'att(*red over the mountain top ar»‘ mounds, or utiKjotis as they are 
allied in Za|X)tec, in systematic arranooinent. 'I'liey apianired to be of 
the same chanicter as hundreds of others dottinj; th<; jjreat valley of 
Oaxaca. These mounds are ranged alKUit a great sijuare several acres 
in extent, this sipiare proving upon examination to form the central 
court of the temple. Four pyramidal-shajxid mounds run down the 
center of the great which, in the opinion of Si'fior Bathe.s, formed 
the central altars of the great temple. In addition to this purpose they 
served as tombs, probably for the monarchs of the builders of the city, 
and it was in one of these mounds that the most im{K>rtant discovery 
was made. 

In the work of excavation, the first object encountered was a great 
obelisk of porphyry, slightly resembling the Egyptian obelisk known 
as CleotMitni's needle. The obelisk is 4 meters in height, dO centime¬ 
ters across its face, and 4o centimeters across its sides. It rises with 
perpiendicular lines to within 40 centimeters of its top, from that jxiint 
assuming a wedge shape. On the face of the obelisk is an elaborate 
figure with a death’s head, evidently the portrait in bas-relief of a 
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dead monarch. 'Phe l)ack is covt'red with hicroj^lyphics, to translate 
which no attempt has yet lioen made. Next in importance to the tind- 
inj»’ of the olielisk was the excavation of a jar made of jade and con¬ 
taining' GO or more specimens of fine jade. Pieces of this stone have 
Iwen found in all parts of Mexico for the past century, and arclueolo- 
gists have regarded them as evidences of former communication of the 
prehistoric races of Mexico with the Chinese. Since the Aztecs had 
little or no communication with China, they probably obtained the 
jade as a heritage from earlier p(‘oples, and evidently prized them ' 

highh'. On one of the pieces the face of a Chinaman, with all the 
facial characteristics most distinctly marked, is carved. 

It is the opinion of ai’clneologists that Mitla, the great sacred city of 
tin* Nahauns or Toltecs, was destroyed some time between the beginning 
of the Christian era and the year atK) A. D., whereas Senor Hatres 

believes that the city of Monte Alba was destro5’ed by the great 
upheaval which sunk the continent of Atlantis, possibly the biblical 
deluge. Pictures, drawings, plans, and specimens, together with a 
full description of the work and the discoverer's observations and con¬ 
clusions therefrom, will be submitted at the coming Congress of Amer¬ 
icanists in Ne\v York for the consideration of the distingiushed arclue- 
ologists of America, 

SHOE TRADE AT VERA CRUZ. 

United States Consul W. W. Canada, at Vei-.i Cruz, gives an inter¬ 
esting report of the shoe trade at Vera Cruz, in which he says that ten 
years ago it was impossible to buy anything there in the line of shoe 
leather except that of native sto<‘k and manufacture, and ready-made 
shoes for Americans were not to be had at all. These conditions are 
all changed now. 

I'nited States shoes have, within a very short time, made a name for 
themselves, and. were it not for the excessively high prices askyd for 
them, they would surely drive all others out of the market. As it is, 
however, only the iK'ttei' classes can enjoy the luxury of American 
shoes, and the great mass of the jK'ople is debarred from this privilege. 

All styles and sha^ies are worn—lace, button, clastic g!iit»*r, low cut, 
tan. black, or white—the average size Ixung No. G (Mexicans, as a 
rule, have small feet). The large sizes, say, up to No. are called 
for mainly by foreigners. All styles of to<?s will sell, but the pointed 
toe is still the most popular. The IjJitin-American has a neat, slim 
foot with comparativeh' high instep. Single soles are the rule and 
double soles the exception. Extension soles ai’e not called for. In 
nii e instances only one may see them, usually on Americans or English¬ 
men. I'he best-selling shoe is of light weight, with finely-stitched 
uppers, single sole, and flat heel without any steel nails. For the jjeon 
class an old-style brogan would have an immense sale could it be placed 
within their reach. 
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Tho prinrijKiI ol>st{icle to a heavier busines.s is the hi^h iiniK)rt tluty 
and the Huetuations in the value of silver; the duty on the eheai)est 
shoes is the same as on the finest productions. What is needed at Veni 
Cruz is an American shoe house, well stocked at all times with an 
assortment as varied as the tastes of the people. Such a hou.se would 
have all the local trade and also that of the interior towns. 

The shipper must exercise the greatest care in having his goods 
classified according to the Mexican custom-house requirements, and 
sp<>cial attention must be given to consular invoices, as failure to do 
this even in trivial cases may cause the importer much trouble and 
annoj'ance, and may result in extiii duties or tines. Consular invoices 
must be made out in strict conformity with Mexican laws. 

THE CONSUMPTION OF SULPHUR. 

A recent number of “El Progi'e.so,’’ of the City of Mexico, states 
that the consumption of sulphur in the Republic exceeds l,(KK),0<X) 
kilograms annually, more than half of which is inqx)rted. notwitstand- 
iiig the fact that there are in various parts of Mexico immense deposits 
of sulphur as yet unworked. The.se deposits have remained unex¬ 
ploited, on a large scale, up to the present time, because capitalists 
have not considered that the working of the same would render ])rotit- 
ahle returns. In some parts of the countiy, however, there are sul¬ 
phur mines which are exploitetl on a small scale, producing in the 
aggregate an annual product of .some 5(K),(XM) kilogram.^, but no foreign 
cupital has been invested in enterprises for the mining or production 
of sulphur, the demand for which is constantly increasing Iwth in 
Mexico and the United States. The sulphur mines or de})osit.s known 
to exist in the Stiites of Chiapas, San Luis Potosi, and Duningo are 
considered as practically inexhaustible. Resides the immense .supply 
of this element which is found in the mines mentioned, the great 
deposit of sulphur found in the crater of Popocatepetl is constantly 
increasing. Ijjirge quantities of sulphur are also found at Mapimi and 
Cerritos, in the Shite of Durango, and it is estimated that these mines 
could protluce millions of tons of sulphur annually. 

NEW NAVIGATION CONCESSION. 

. The “ Diario Oficial ■’ has published the text of a contract which the 
department of public .works recenth' made with A. E, Stilwell for 
navigating the Gulf of California and the Pacitic Ocean. The conces¬ 
sion provides for the placing of a line of steamers in the waters men¬ 
tioned to ply between the ports of Guaymas, Topololmmpo, La Paz, 
Mazatliin, San RIas, Manzanillo, Acapulco, Puerto Angel, Salina Cruz, 
Tonala, San Renito, and other intermediate points. Other lines may 
be established to run between Mexican ports and the jiorts of the 
United States, South America, and Asia, 
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MISCELLANEOUS NOTES. 

During the first six months of the current year (1902) the expoi-ts 
of Mexican logwoods declined considerably from the Gulf States of 
Tabasco, Vera Cruz, and Tamaulipas. Since the end of dune, how¬ 
ever, orders received from the United Sfiites, England, and (Jermany 
have been verv large, and it will tax the ix>wers of the lumber dealers 
to fill them on time, so that the second half of the y«“ar will counter¬ 
balance the poor returns for the first half. 

The Mexican import and export duties and port duos during the 
month of Julv last amounted to $2,277,341.37, against $2,(9)9,344.32 
in the corresjxmding month of the preceding year, being an increase 
of $207,977.04. 

NICARAGUA. 

TARIFF MODIFICATIONS. 

In September. 1902, the “International Customs dournal." of Brns- 
.sels, published as third supplement to No. 129 (second edition) the 
following modification of the customs tariff of Nicaragua:

The decrees dated July 31, 1900, and .Fanuary 8, 1901, 
regulating the imporfiition of genuine grape wine and estsiblishing a 
surtax of 20 per cent on entry thereof, are repealed, iind wine of tiny 
description and (juality shall only lx? subject to the standing duties of 
the tariffs in force.

RECEIPTS OF PABAGUAY TEA AT ASUNCldN IN JUNE AND 

JULY, 1902. 

1 hiring the iiiontlis of June and July, the receipts of Paraguay 
toil at the port of Asuncion, fttrwarded from the jilantations of tin* 
Kepuhlic, consisted of 7,251 sacks, weighing 43.S,t>t>6 kilos; the .lune 
shipnients aiiiounting to 5,243 sacks, weighing 3ls,33o kilos; and the 
July receipts aggregating 2,(M15 sacks, weighing 12(h3o<‘> kilos. 

ECONOMIC CONDITIONS. 

The following information, supplementary to tigurt's puldished in 
the Monthly Hulletin for Septemher, is ttiken from a rejKirt to the 
British Foreign Office hy His Majesty's Consul, A. (Ioslino. at 
.Vsiincion. It gives a geneml outline of the economic situation of 
Piunguay during 19tH. 

Tnide in Asuncion is larger than generally supiKi.sed and is chiefly 
Ciirried on through Kuroix^an tirms in Iluenos .\yres and Montevideo. 
Mo.st articles sold in Europe are ohtainahh' hen*, and thoiigh not of 
the l)e.st quality the prices are not, taking into consideration tht' cost 
of freight and the high duties, on the whole unrea.sonable. Some of 
the largest firms, and those which sell at the lowest ])rices, conduct an 
import and exiiort trade combined. There are tw’enty-five large 
importing tirms in Asuncion, and nt'arly all of these .sell articles of 
British manufacture. 

In the month of July last a meeting was held at the Asuncion Cham¬ 
ber of Commerce, at which the principal firms in Paragua}' were rep¬ 
resented. Among other resolutions pissed was the following: ‘‘That 
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a fund should 1>«* raised for the j)urpose of obtaining reliable sbitistics 
of the exports and iiu])orts of the country.’’ 

There are three principal banks established in Paraguay', the Banco 
Mercantil, the Banco de los Rios, and the Banco Territorial, 'rhere 
is also an Aj^ricultuml Bank—a tioverniuent institution founded with 
the object of promotinjf aj^riculture by loans on r«*al estate and by the 
purchase of produce. 

The interest paid by the various banks is as follows: Current 
accounts, 4 per cent per annum; deposits, 30 days, 5 per cent per 
annum; deposits, 60 days, 7 percent per annum; dejjosits, 90 days, 
9 per cent per annum; deposits, 180 days, 10 per cent per annuiu. 
During the past ten years the Banco Mercantil has paid a dividend 
of from 12 to 18 per cent. The dividend in 1901 was 15 per cent 
The premium on gold has varied from 80U to 1,(X)0 per cent, touching 
the latter figure at the end of 1901.

The revenue in 1890 was £310,507, as compared with £61£»,829 in 
1900. The totjil expenditure during the same period was £162,129 
and £725,181, respectively, the above figures being obtsiined from 
ofHcial sources. 

The imjx)rts for 1901 may' Ijc calculated at £600,730. No figures 
for the values imported from the various European countries are pro- 
cumble. In the consular rejxM-t on this district for 1900 a statement 
was given of the approximate values of these imports, and showing the 
amounts imported from the United Kingdom as more or less £167,710. 
The figures for 1901 would probably be smaller, for reasons already 
mentioned. 

A (lerman consular re|)ort for the years 1899-1900 assesses the value 
of goods imported from Germany at £160,(XK). Rice, for which there 
is a large demand, is imported principally from Bremen. Petroleum, 
another important item in a country dependent entirely upon lamps 
for artificial light, comes from North America, Sugar is imported 
from France and the Argentine Republic. Wines and spirits come 
from Spain and Italy. There is a small though jwrhaps growing 
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demand for British spirits, siudi as refined gin and whisky. The 
amount of beer ini|K)rted from Europe is small, the cost Ixdng too 
great to compete with the local brewery, which does a good business. 
Hardware and machinery come chiefly from the United States and 
German}’. The latter country, however, sells a cheaper article and 
conse(iuently gets a greater proportion of the trade. Earthenware and 
glass come fi’om Holland, the United Kingdom, and Germany; china 
from (lermany and Austria; window glass from Belgium; table glass 
from (rermany; clocks from the United States and Switzerland. The 
leather trade is almost entirely in the hands of Germany. Rifles and 
revolvers come principally from the United States, Belgium, and 
Germany. Knives and daggers come from the United Kingdom and 
Germany. Ikmt-wood furniture is imported from Austria, and a small 
amount from the United States, The most important article of import, 
namely, cotton gof)ds, is still entirely in British hands, (iermany has, 
however, monopolized the tmde in ponchos and to some extent also 
that in cloths. Hats are imjwrted from Italy and Germany, but are 
usually sold here with a French manufacturer’s mark. The best hats 
sent to the country are of British make. 

According to a recent publication, there are 850 linns in the country 
districts engjiged in business, whose joint capitals are estimated at 
f350,(KK). In Asuncion itself there are some oOO stores, with a citpital 
of about i;i,(X)0,(M)0. There are 250 houses repi’esenting native indus¬ 
tries, whose capital is calculated at -£*3,0<K),o<X). The funds invested in 
cattle mising are stated by the same authority to Imj about i:2,5(M),(KK). 
German capital in Paraguay is computed at i;300,(MK). The British 
capital invested in the Paraguayan Centi’al Railway is XT,457,000.

In view of the urgent necessity of some improvement to the harbor 
of Asuncion, necessitating the construction of a breakwater and a 
wharf and the dredging of the river, the various commercial houses 
of Asuncion otfered the (lovernment a loan of a sum not to exceed 

the interest payable laMiig fixed at the rate of S p(*r cent |X'r 
annum; t‘4,<MHi was at once advanced to commence work on the break¬ 
water, which was in ])rogress at the end of the year. 

As previously mentioned in this rejant. the greater part of the 
imports to Paraguay are shij)ped out of lK)nd from Buenos Ayres or 
Montevideo, and there is conseipiently but little direct trade with the 
European markets, and few ♦•ommercial travelers visit Asuncion. The 
following are the regulations for commercial travelers in Paraguay: 
Upon entering Asunci<*n a tax varying from t'lo to t‘1.5 is payable. 
A further tax, the amount of which is not s|M'ciried, is payable on 
entering the other townships of the Hepublic. Samples having no 
intrinsic value and Ix'ing of no other use, such as small patterns of 
cloth, etc., may be introduced free of duty. Dutiable articles arc 
allowed to pass the C’ustoms on condition of an undertaking Ix'ing 
given to jMiy the duty in the event of the gocxls not Iwing reship|)ed 
within a certain time. 

A North American company has obtained a *‘ontract to light the 
town of Asuncion with electricity. IBy virtue of a law passed on August 31, ISM)0. bicycles and carriages 
were admitted free of duty until the month of August, 1902, and 
Decemlx>r, 1902, resix'ctively.

The “Diario OHrial” of Soj)teinl)er 12,11M)2, publishes an important 
ilerrec o.stablisliinjf in the Kepnblie a Seientitie, Atirifiiltiiral, tind 
Industrial Museum comi)ose<l of si.x ])arts or sections. 

The first section will l>e devoted to objects of naturtil history, archte- 
olo}(y, and numismatics. Collections of the princi]KiI representative.s 
of the fauiui and flora of the country will be made, and an exhibit of 
mineral and vej^ctable fossils of Salvador, toj^ether with the remain.s 
of pre-Coloml»ian architecture and sculptun*, will form an interestinjj 
feature of this branch of the museum. This section will also collect 
and exhibit sjiecimens of the [lottery work and arms of the aborijriin's, 
their coins, medals, etc. 

The second section will Ik^ devoted to the ajiricultural indu.stries of 
the nation. Salvador, as is well known, is an aj^ricultural country, 
and there is said to Im^ scarcely an acre of her domain that is not 
ada[)ted to the cultivation of the soil. This deirartment will lie 
enriched by a complete display of the aj^ricultural [iroductions of the 
Re[)ublic, aiiionj' which may l>e mentioned rublier, cacao, coffee, 
indijro, bal.sam, tolnicco, and an immense variety of ['■mins, seeds, and 
fruits. 

The third section will d»*al with foreij'ii and dome.stii- industrial 
products. An exhibition of the principal products of the suoar <-ane, 
from the <‘oarsest brown sugar to the whitest cry.stalline products, 
will be made. 'Phis section will also exhibit sam[)les of domcsti«- wines 
and li<|uors, will make an extensive display of leaf and manufactured 
tolmcco, cotton, and silk fabrics, and will have on hand for exhibition 
and inspection a collection of the princi[)al articles of commerce and 
trade that go to make up the bulk of the commercial transactions of 
the country. 

The fourth .section or division of the museum will concern it.self 
with the natural products of the country, and will make a display of 
the productions of the mines and fore.sts, consi.sting of coal, minerals, 
plants, medicinal roots and herbs, textile fibers, construction and cab- 
inet woods, etc. 
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Tlu' tifth section will contain a collection of ol>jects and writinjrs 
concerning the history and political development of the country, while 
the sixth section will he a kind of botanical garden and nursery com¬ 
bined.

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Turning to the tigiires for the nine months ending September, 1902, 
and comparing these returns with those of the nine months ending 
September, it apiwars that there has been an increase in the 
amount of exports classiried under the headings agricultunil imple¬ 
ments, copper ingots, cotton cloths (colored), and cotton cloths (uncol¬ 
ored), tiber manufactures, gun]K>wder and explosives, india-rubl)er 
manufactures, structural iron and steel, steel wire, builders’ hardware, 
metjil-working nnu-hinery, pumps and pumping machinery, type¬ 
writing machines, miscellaneous machinery, paper and manufactures, 
and tobacco manufactures. 'Phis leaves only a comparatively short list 
of articles in which there has been a decline, the principal l)eing retined 
mineral oils, musical instruments, steel mils, electric and electrical 
aj)])ar.itus. clocks and watches, cars and carriages, and glass and glass¬ 
ware. Of these categories the only ones in which the decline has l)een 
sei'ious are retined mineral oils and .steel mils, the decrease in ex|)orts 
of which classes has been so fre(iuenth’ explained as to recjuire no 
further attention. In looking over the returns for the month of Sep¬ 
tember, 190:>. as compared with those for the corresjKJiuling month a 
y<‘ar earlier, it apptaus that the growth in the exports of manufac¬ 
tured products has been general, and in many instances rather inoi’e 
marked for that month than for the preceding portion of the 3'ear.

It is also noteworthy that platinum and other metals of the platinum 

jrroup, such as osmium. ]>ailadiuin, and iridium, were discovered in 

the copper ores of the Hamhler mine, near Kneamjmient, in the Med¬ 

icine Bow Mountains of Aliiany County, M’yoininjr. The platinum of 

the ores of this rej^ion varied from O.Od to 1.4 ounces a ton. 

The imports of platinum in IBOl were valued at as com¬ 

pared with in The world's annual production of 

platinum for the last few years has raufjed between ld(t,(KMt and 

170,000 ounces, of which Uussia supplies about 1.')0,(K>0 ounces, the 

remainder bein*^ obtained mainly from South America. The jiriceof 

platinum reached !!'21 an ounce in the latter part of 1901, and the 

demand is still in excess of the supply. 

One of the ajfents of the Oeological Survey Inis detected platinum 

in the auriferous sand at Corozal, Porto Uico. This is the only defi¬ 

nite report of the existence of platinum iu the West Indies, except the 

old discovery in San Domingo, which has never panned out well. As 

platinum is in great demand for the manufacture of electrical apparatus 

and electrical engineering generally, as well as for numerous other 

purixises for which no substitute has been found, the persistent etfoits 

of the (Jeological Survey to locate other and better jsaving de|K)sitsof 

it in this country are both timely and praiseworthy. While scientists 

say there is no good reason to ajiprehend an exhaustion of the avail¬ 

able supply for a great many years, still the Hussian owners of the big 

platinum fields in the Ural NIountains now have such a complete 

mono])oly of the market that the extensive interests of the United 

States di'pendeut upon the mi'tal are now at the mercy of the small 

group of men who control these dejxisits. 

STATISTICS OF THE COAL INDUSTRY. 

'I'he volume of “Mineral Resources of the United States” for the 

calendar year 19ul, United States (Jeological Surve}*, presents some 

interesting statistics of the labor in the coal mines of the country. 

The statistics are as follows: 

In the report on the bituminous coal industry in 1890 it is shown 

that 192,204 men, working 22r» days, produced 11,902,322 short tons, 

valued at Sllo.420,80l, uii average of 2.r>r) tons per man per day and 

of 579 tons per man per year; in 1895, 239,902 men, working 194 days, 

produced 135.1l8.19:> short tons, valued at Sll5,77l>,771, an average of 

2.fK) tons per man ])er day and of 503 tons jM'r man per year; in I'.MNj 

304.375 men in 234 days produced 212,314,912 short tons, valued at 

^220,913,513, or 2.9S tons per man iier day and 097 tons per man per 

year; iu 1901 34u,235 men in 225 days produci'd 225,820,845* .short 

tons, valued at !^230».4<Mi,445*. or 2.5*4 tons ]M*r man jM‘r day and 004 tons 
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))or man per year. 'I'lie averajje priee of bituminous «-(»al ik'I- short 

ton in ISPo was !»1> cents, in 185*5 it was St} cents, in l5*(Kt it was !!}1.04, 

and in ISXH it rose to sSl.Oo. 

In the anthrsu'ite mines in 181*0 the numlter of miners was l2t},0tK>, 
who in 2tK* days produced 4(),408,t>41 short tons, valued at 8*)*}.883,772, 
the avenijje production Ixdno' 1,85 tons per man jx'!* day and 3*55* tons 
per man per year; in 1895 the number of men was 142.1*17, tliey pro¬ 
duced in 11*6 days 57,1*99,337 short tons, valued at 8''2,<*19,272, an 
avenijje of 2.07 short tons jx'r man per day and of 4<*t} tons per man 
per year; in 1900, 144,206 men, working 16*1 days, prtHlueed 57,367,915 
short tons, valued at 885,757,851, or 2.40 short tons per man ix'r 
day and 31*8 tons jM*r man ixir year; in 19(*1, 145,3**9 men, work- 
infi 15**} days, produced 67,471,667 short tons, valued at 8112,.'i<*4.<*2<*, 
an average production of 2.36 short tons ix'r man per day iind of 4*}4 
tons j)er man per year. Idie avenige priee j)cr short ton of anthnieite 
coal in 1890 was 81.43, in 1895 it was 81.41, in 19<k* it was 81.49, and 
in 1901 it was 81.67. 

In the last twelve years the number of workers in the anthnieite 
mines has increased from 12*},<**m* iu lsi*o to 145,3**1* in 19**1, or over 
15 per cent. During the same jx'riod the nuinlxM- of men in the bitu¬ 
minous mines has increased from 192,2**4 to 34**,235, or a little over 77 
per cent. 

The statistics of accidents in the mines in the calendar year 19**1 
show that in the bituminous mines 954 men were killed and 2,400 wi*re 
injured in a total of 340,235 men at work; in the anthnieite mines 513 
men were killed and 1,234 were injured, in a total of 145,3**9 at work. 
The statistics for Pennsylvania alone show' 301 men killed, 656 men 
injured. 

CUSTOMS DECISIONS. 

The follow'ing hj the substance of some decisions affecting the customs 
tariff of the United States, and having bearing upon certain tropical 
products, which have recently Iwen issued by the Treasury Department 
at Washington for the guidance of United States customs officers. 

Pi •eserved pineapples containing only alxuit 7 per cent of invert .sugar, 
and less than 1 per cent of cane sugar, are dutiable as ‘‘pineapples 
preserved in their own juice,'’ under the last elau.se of pamgraph 263 
of the tariff, at the rate of 25 jier cent ad valorem. 

Balata sheets and .so-called “Tuno Ixdting’’ (of which balata is the 
component material of chief value), are dutiable under paragraph 45** 
of the tariff', by similitude to manufactures of gutta-iwrcha, at the rate 
of 35 per cent sid valorem.

The fact that the souiv«‘s of supply are limited to deriuite and fairly 

ircll-known portions of the earth’s surface makes it imjH'nitive that 

these who invest in the imlustry have the assuram-e that the supplies 

of raw material uiK>n whieh their dividends depend are earefidly 

lenserved. 

Within forty years the price of ruhln'r on the New York market 

ias advanced from 4U eents a ])ound to nearly SO eents, and even at 

that price the (hniiand is in excess of the supply.

the jiroduct, from the staoe of raw material to that of the tinished 

iirticle, is under one idlieiimt and economical manaj^ement.

THE ESTABLISHMENT OF PORCELAIN FACTORIES. 

} The “Venezuelan lIerald”of ( )ctolH‘rl2,15M)2, publishesthe following 
contract enteyed into Irntween the Minister of Koiuento of the United 
States of V'enezuela, on behalf of the Federal Kxeeutive, of the one 
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part, and Ki.koik)i;<) (Jonzalez. of tin* otliei’. of C'aiacas. as attorney of 

I)r. Km'as Makti'nkz Okamas. residinj; at Marseille's. l»y virtiu* of a 

])o\ver exeeuted in Paris on the tin* lltli of duly, 

“Airnci.E 1. 'Pile eoiitraetor undertakes to (‘staldish in the Fe'deral 

llistriet or at other j)oints in the Repuhlie of Venezuela one or more 

faetories for the iiianufaeture of sueh ol)j«*ets of erystal, eflass. porce¬ 

lain, and pottc'ry as should he reipiire'd for the eonsuiuption of the 

e-ountry. 'Phe faetories shall he established and in workinj^ order 

within tin* two years next followine; the date on which this contract is 

approved In’ the National Congress, save in case of iiupedinients caused 

hy sup«“rior force or accident, legally proved before the Kedend 

Kxecutivc'. 

■'Art. 2. As spei-ial protection to this industry, which is a new one 

in \'enezuela, the Kedenil Kxeeutive makes the following concessions 

to the contractor: The ('xclusive right to exercise the said industry in 

the State. Territory, or Federal District in which a factory may be 

instalh'd. during the tirst tt'n years of the duration of this contract; 

tin* right to us<‘ gratis, during the continuaiu-e of this «-ontract. all 

pi’iine materials found on unreclaimed lands, the property of the nation; 

the right to imj)ort. free* of duty, for once only, for each of the fac¬ 

tories which the contractor may establish, the machinery, apj)aratus, 

instruments, buildings, materials, t(X)ls, and imj)lements dt'stined for 

the installation and exi)loitation of his factories, on complying for 

that purpose, on every importation, with the legal requisites; and the 

exemption of this enterprise and its annexes and products from the 

paynu'nt of all national imposts and contributions during the continu¬ 

ance of this contract. 

"Airr. 'Phis contract shall endure fifteen years, to count from the 

dat(' of its approbation by the National Congress, and during its exist¬ 

ence the Fedi'ral Executive shall not grant any concession which might 

prc'judice the rights ac«piired by the contractor. 

"Airr. -t. All doubts and controversies which may arise in the intcr- 

j)retation and execution of tliis contract shall be settled amicably 

between the contracting parties, but in case it be impossible toagree they 

dec lare that they will submit in everything to the provisions of article 

of the Federal Constitution now in force, and such doubts shall not 

in any case be allowed to give rise to international reclamations. 

“Ar'I". .■». 'Phe contractor shall have the {)ower to tmnsfer in ])art or 

in their entirety the rights which he acquires bv this contract, with 

the previous consent of the Federal Executive, but shall in no case 

transfer the suine to a foreign government.” 

AGRICULTURAL AND INDUSTRIAL SITUATION.

Kejrardinj^ aj^rirnltiin*, the n'jiort says that tlie aj^rieultnral exploita¬ 

tion of Venoziuda depends in oreat part n[H)n the enltivation t)f eollee. 

Cwoa is another sonree of a<;ri«adtural wealth, the ))r(Kluet obtaining 

rMiiunerative [)riee> in Kuropc'an markets, in view of its very siipt'rior 

quality. Anihean eolha*. iiiiihhui, is otMierally enltivated in 

Voneznela. It was imported in 17!S4 from Martinique, where it had 

bet'll intriKhieed in tlie heoinnino of the eentury. I'he Venezuelan 

planters in reeent years have heen exjM>rimentino witli the Ahyssinian 

coffee and hati' tditainetl very jrood results. However this eulture is 

not yet far enough advanced to provide any (h'tinite forecast as to its 

future. 

Tilt' ei'iieral area of the i-ollee plantations is estimated at aliout 

17(1,(jou heetari's. 'I’lu' total production is valued at sr>(i,(MH» ha<>fs of 

liHl Venezuelan pounds, or 4t> kiloj^rams. 'I'his jiroduetion is very 

small in comparison with that t)f Brazil, the State of Saint I’au! alone 

priHhieino more than liajjs. Havre, the ‘^reat market for 

Venezuelan eollee, has heen closed to it for sevei-al months on account 

of the application of the prohibitive duty of francs jK-r l<'o kilo- 

irrains. The eotlee is now sent to Hamhur^ and New York. 'I'his, 

as well as the conseiiuenees of the crtuieral crisis, has eontrilmti'd to a 

considerable decrease in the ])rice. 'I'ln* averajjfe pric»*s ipioted at La 

(iuiiyra since iSiV) were /nKtiK per bajj in iSP"), 22 in 181M). p.i.t in 

IfiltT, 1 li' in iSbS, ttV in 1S1>5», and i2j| in IbOb. Coffee is at jiresent 

sold for 1> and 10 juxosov ST to 4o Itnlirtirts per liac’of 4*> kilo>jframs. 

'fhe country con>umes aitout 200,o(Mi bajjfs of its priKluetion and 

ex|K)rl^ i;.'»0,0(M), and 2<»o.ouo ba^s of eollee, of Colombian eollee, are 

yearly exported throu»jh the port of MaracailMi. 'I'ln' minimum pro¬ 

duction of the eollee tri'e i- oiu'-fourth of a Spanish pound, and the 

extreme production does not exceed 1 jH*und per foot. In Brazil the 

yield is much jjfreater. 'I'lie eollee is ^fathered in the same manner as 

the Brazilian crop, and the machinery used for its industrial manipula¬ 

tion is of Lnj^lish, American, or Hutch make; but these ai^ricultural 

iiistidlations art'as yet vt'i v rudimt'iitary and leave much to be dt'sirt'd. 

'I'wo ifi atlt's of cacao are found in Venezuela—c/'/ty/A* cacao, which is 

the iiativt' cacao, and trlnlttirln cacao, which was imported from 'Trini- 

'lad. 'I'lit' vrioUi) cacao grows wild in the valleys situated near the sea, 

where the tempt'iatnrt' is warm ami moist. It is of a very high grade, 

and sells for T'J to 120 bolivares a fanega, or .'>0 kilograms. 'I'lie 

most important filantations are found between La (luayi-.i and Puerto 

Caln'llo at an altitude of .‘•oo mett'rs. The trhtiinnn is inferior in 

quality to the n-iitlht, but it grows more rapidly. This cacao is exten¬ 

sively plantt'd at present, and although it is bitter in taste compared 
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with the n'iolht^ which is much sweeter, it is readily sold. The trlnl- 
A//vVy sells for from 7o to !>o holivares the faiiega. The aniuial pro- 
ductio!! of cacao iu Venezuela is about S,(KM) tons, avemjje crop. 

Tobacco grows in the warm and temperate regions. It is planted 
from August to November and gathered toward the month of May. 
The places of production an* llarinas, llanpiisimeto, Coro Capadare. 
Maturin, GuanaiH*, etc. The tobaccos of the la.st threi* places are 
most u.scd. Capadare furnishes the best (pialitv; Maturin tobacco is 
of inferior quality; but the most abundant (juality is the intermeeliate 
gmde, which comes from Guanape. The.se tobaccos are divided into 
three classes, according to the size and l)eauty of the leaves and their 
special conditions of color, strength, taste, perfume, etc. The Vene¬ 
zuelan tobacco lias a bitter taste. I'obacco imported from Havana, 
where it is known under the name of Vuelta-Abajo, is now being 
cultivated at Perija, near Maracaibo. A German tirm introduced this 
industry, which is said to give satisfactory results. The Peilja toljacco 
is not exported, but the tirm mentioned makes cigars from it of three 
gr.ules, which sell for 10, 20, and 30 centimes. 

Itubber grows abundantly in Venezuela, and is found especially in 
the Orinoco basin. Si'veral foreign companies—German, American. 
French, and Belgian—have been organized in recent years for the 
exploitation of this rich product. La.st year more than l,(K)0,tKM> kilo 
grams of rubber were exported from Venezuela. This rubber is sold 
in the foreign markets, classitied as tine, half tine, and Sernamby, 
quoted, respectively, at 12 francs, 11.50 francs, and 8 to 9 fnvncs per 
kilogram. 

Cotton and indigo are s<-areel\' cultivati'd in Venezuela at the present 
time. 

The consumption of bananas in Venezuela is very hirge, as in all 
tropical countries; but they are not exported, although a direct line 
of navigation connecting La Guayra, Puerto Cabello, and Maracaibo 
with the United States would contribute to the success of the export 
commerce of this product. 

Sugar cane is widelv cultivated. According to the last census, of a 
general total of 4i>,4t!2 haciendas, 11,920 were devoted to the exploita¬ 
tion of the cane, of which there are two varieties, the caria crioVn, or 
native cane, and the mna de otaitl^ or of the South Seas. This latter 
variety is stronger, taller, more easily cultivated, and contains a larger 
per cent of sugar. In central Venezuela, in the valleys of the Tuy, 
Anigua, Lake of Valencia, etc., the cane is prepared in large mills, 
which are run by steam. In the Cordilleras the mills are much more 
primitive. 

The products obtained are, AVith the exeeption of a small expoila- 
tion, all consumed in the country'. Brown lump sugar, “papelon,”is 
the most imix)rtaut product. The enormous quantity consumed is

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I only (Mjuillod l»y that of the cane “ aguardiente ” (cane brandy), the 
most profitable resource of the sugar-cane planters. A part of the 

f raw sugar is refined and gives a fine white crystallized sugsir which 
f is coiisuined by the wealthier classes. 
I The vast forests which cover Venezuela contain all the tine tropical 
t woods. The small exportation of Venezuelan woods. whi«-h scarcely 
? amounts to -t.OOO tons ]ier y’ear, is due to the lack of labor and means 

of communication. In the exports mahogany", elM)ny, lemon, and 
- orange woods figure for only a small part, while ironwcKid (vera), 

piayacan, and zapatero form almost the entire amount. The State of 
Lara, owing to its salulu’ious climate, more numerous ])opulation. and 

I to the railway line from Banjuisimeto to the port of Tucacas which 1 crosses the State, is the mo.st accessible of the foi’est regions, and con¬ 
tractors of the country' will furnish anv quality of wood for *50 fnines 
per ton, f. o. b. at Puerto Cabello. 

Cattle raising, which was formerly very profitable, has decreased 
considerably" since the war of independence; however, the stock raisers 

I are endeavoring to bring this industry up to its former standard. The 
pasture lands in 1S05 were divided into 14S.133 square kilometers of 
public lands and 257,280 square kilometers of land belonging to private 

I individuals. At the present time the numlier of large cattle in the 
r Kcpublic is estimated at 2,000,()u0 head. Caracas and the sulmrbs 
t consume ♦5,000 head per month. The ex])orts are ship|Xid iirimapally" 
; through the ports of Puerto Cabello and Guanta, Puerto Calndlo 
' ships from 50,000 to r>0,0(H) head annually (♦>♦5,049 head in 1J*01), which 
- are all destined to Cuba. Shipments arc also made via Barrancas from 

Ciudad Bolivar. The average weight of the animals is S5(> Spanish 
! pounds, but it is estimated that from 12 to 15 per cent of this weight 

is lost on the voy'age. At Havana the price obtained is about ♦).14 
reals, or 7 francs, for an arroba of 25 pounds. 

There is only one “saladero” or packing house in Venezuela now.

Leather manufacturing is the principal native industry, all the raw 

^ material being found in the country. The hides are fiu’iiished by 
1 the lai’ge troops of llamas, sheep, and goats of the States of Lara and 
f Falcon. The tanning barks are obtained from myrobalam, mangle, 
I dividivi, and quebracho from the forests of the Orinoco and the Zulia.

The' ice plant annexc'd to 
the hrewery produces, after coolinj^ the vats, 2,3(M> kilojrrams of ice* 
pt'r day. The Cerveceria Naeional is very j)ros|M‘rous. A (l»'rman 
ronipany has recently ac(piired a majority in the majiatrement of the 
concern and will further develop the business. 

Two telephone companies are established in (anicas. only one of 
which, however, is of importance, the ‘‘Anijlo-Am(*rican 'I'eh'phonic 
and Klectrical Appliances C’ompiiny.” 'Phis company has a double 
system, one for the city of Caracas and the other for c«‘rtain points in 
the interior—Santa Lucia, Valencia, and the ports of La (iuaira anti 
Puerto CalM'llo. All the apparatus, wire, etc., come from the Lnited 
States. 

The monoiM)ly for tin* j^as and electric li»fhtin<f of the Fedt'ral dis¬ 
trict is ln*ld by the (Jas and Electric Lif^ht Company—a Vein'zuelan 
stock company capitalized at 2,3(K.),(XN> francs, subscribed in the coim- 
tiv. A current for from 3,<MM» to 4,(M)0 incandesc<*nt lamps of 1*; 
(•}ui(lIei)ower is furnished daily for interior lijjhtinjj, and from '.to to 
l(Mi arc lights of :i.()00 candle|)ower for street li.i'htinjj, 'Phis ])roiluc- 
tion could be doubled. 

The use of street cars in Venezuela is as yet little develo^x'd, only 
two cities (Caracas and Valencia) beinjj supplied with street-car lines. 
The cars used are of American make. For more than four years the 
establishment of electric lines has been under considi'ration, the con- 
tnict for which would Ik* j^iven to the (ieneral Electric C'omj)anv of 
New' York.

4’he second part is devoted to a dis- j 
eussion of the atmospheric conditions with respect to health, ipiantity I 
of fresh air necessary for the proper maitdenanee of the health of the | 
individual, the air space that should be provided for in dwellings, and | 
the ventilation of all habitations in a scientific and practical manner. | 
The third part treats of sanitary applianci's. removal of waste products, 
such as ashes, rubbish, etc., and the jiroper utilization of the .same for 
fertilizing purpose.s. The fourth section or division contains a learned 
di.scussion of the water supply’, the ipiantity necessary per capita, the i 
storing of jiotable water in deposits, and its conduction, distribution, 
and chemical analysis, etc. 4'he tifth jiart treats of the danger exist¬ 
ing from the propagation of certain di.sea.sesby means of contaminated 
water and contains valuable suggestions as to how the water sujiply 
may bi* kept pure and wholesome on all occasions. Malarial fever, 
consumption, typhus, diphtheria, inte.stinal parasites, etc., ti’ansniitted 
by nu'ans of foul and unw hole.some water are discus.sed at eonsidenible 
length, and the way in which these terrible and destructive diseases 
may be avoided is ably set forth, |

PuEUss was sent out by the Cleriiian Colonial Keonoinieal Com¬ 
mittee in to make a thorou«;h stiuly of the a«;rioultural andstora»«[e 
metluHls useil in the plantations of CVntral and Smth Ameriea. He 
visited the most importjint districts of those countries (Dutch and 
British (luiana.

In the final chapter he institutes a comparison between 
Cainerun, West Africa, with certain South .\merican territories, and 
it is very interesting^ to note that, with rejjard to the saidtary condi¬ 
tions and lalK)r, South .Vmerica is the suix'rior, whereas Camcrun has 
the iH'tter climate. The book is very well jjotten up and contains, 
besides some excellent illustnitions, a comprehensivi* index. 

Throufih the courtesy of Consul-deneral Seko kh. the Columbus Memo¬ 
rial Library has received a copy of the first number of the “ Brazilian 
Mining Review," published atOuro Preto, Mi nas (lerat's. under the direc¬ 
tion of Dr. Alcides Medkado. Dr. Medkado is a heading authority 
on mineralogy in South America, having Ikhmi apixtinted mining com¬ 
missioner for Brazil at the Pan-American Kxposition at Butl'alo. This 
review is published in English, and itsof)ject, asstated in the progmmme.

to }>(> the most aetiv’e com|M'titor in this line. The Centnil American 
countries import relatively small tpiantities of silver and plat»*d ware, 
while the Arfjentine Repuhlie. Chile, and Hnizil form the leading 
South American markets. 

“Tin; Dairy Industry and Dairy Markets in Porto Rico” is the 
subject of a special report issued by the ITiited Suites Department of 
Aj^riculturi', being a reprint from the Eighteenth Annual Ri*|K>rt of 
the Rureau of Animal Industry, IBOl. In a prefatory statement Mr. 
IIexky E. Alvoki), Chief of the Dairy Division, says that although 
most of the report is based upon observations of the conditions pre¬ 
vailing in Porto Rico, it may In' applied eipially to other Spanish- 
American tropical countries where customs of tnide and habits of the 
people are similar to those of Porto Rico. It is for this reason that in 
some cases much detail is furnished in regard to matters of apparently 
small importance so far as the country under consideration alone is 
concerned. 

A pamphlet of 33 pages, entitled “Escuela Nacional de Agricultura’’ 
(National School of Agriculture), has I’ecently been issued from “La 
Industria” Printing House at Lima, Peru. The front page of the 
publication is embellislu'd by’ an excellent engraving of the President 
of the Republic. The book proper treats of matters relating to the 
National Agricultural College at Lima, and contains the decree estab¬ 
lishing the school, the by’-laws adopted for the government of the 
institution, and a list of the officers, faculty, and students of the 
school.

El iSenado y (’aniara de Kepnvsentantes <le la Uepublica del rrugiiav 

ban dadu su aprolmeion al tratado de arbitraje con Espana, tinnado el 

de enero de 15)02. 
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La parte esencial del tratado dice asi: 

“AktIculo 1®. IjJis altas part<‘s contnitantes se a soirader a 
juicio arbitral todas las eontroversias de euahpiiera naturaleza, cpie jK)r 
cualquiera causa surgieren entre elks, eii ciiaiito no afecten a los pre- 
ceptos de la Constitucion de uno li otro pjus y sienijm* que no puedan 
ser resueltas por negociaciones directas. 

“Art. 2". No puedeu renovarse, en virtiul de este convenio. las 
cuestioiies tpie hayan sido olqeto de arreglos detinitivos eiitre aniltas 
altas partes. En tal caso, el arbitnije se liinitara e.xclusivainente a las 
cuestiones que se susciten sobi’e validez, inteipretacidn j-ciunplimiento 
de dichos arreglos.
