Become Legal in New York When Gov. Smith Signs 
Bill Allowing Theaters To Open Subject 

to Local Option 

OPPONENTS ARE SCORED 

By State Executive, Who Gives Reasons for Action 
—Other States Expected To Follow New 

York’s Example 

N’ew York, April 19.—Governor 
Smith today sipned the bill allowinp 
motion picture theaters to open on 
Sunday subject to local approval. As 
predicted in The Billboard, the Gov¬ 
ernor not only sipned the bill but filed 
a memorandum setting forth his rea¬ 
sons therefore. In the course of his 
memorandum the Governor says: 

“After a thoro consideration of the 
matter I am of the firm opinion that 
those members of a community who 
oppose all recreation on Sunday, or 
at leafet recreation permitted by this 
amendatory bill, have no right, in law 
or in morals, where they constitute a 
minority of a community, to impo.«e 
their views upon the majority, who 
disagree with them, and to prohibit 
the latter from exercising rights and 
privileges to which they deem them¬ 
selves to be entitled, the exercise of 
which will in no wise interfere with 
the orderly and proper observance of 
the day of rest by those desiring to 
refrain from attending amusements.’’ 

The Governor then pointed out that 
the local authorities could be de¬ 
pended upon to reflect the majority 
opinion. The Governor also dwells 
briefly upon the conflicting decision-s 
In regard to the Sunday motion pic¬ 
ture and assigns his desire to clear up 
the situation as one of the reasons for 
his approval of the bill. 

The fight for the new law was made 
entirely by the organized exhibitors 
of the State. The Billboard did its 
share toward bringing about the re¬ 
sult. The practical abolition of the 
antiquated Blue Laws in the State of 
New York has made a breach In the

They are children under 12 
years old, bona flde employe.^ of the 
place of amusement, municipal offi¬ 
cers on official business and soldiers 
or sailors In uniform. .Ml other per¬ 
sons are subject to the tax. 

If a theater sells to a soldier or sail¬ 
or a $2 ticket for $1, the tax is 10 
cents on $1, not 20 cents on the reg¬ 
ular price. .Admissions by passes are 
subject to the tax.

New York, April 21.—The program today was a fair sample of the usual 
Palace show. Eva Tanguay still possesses the drawing powers to have the 
lobby parked and standing room only announced long before two o'clock. 
Many soldiers, sailors and marines were In the house. In all probability one 
of the reasons why the management here plays so many repeaters is because 
it believes in names lo attract the transient population to the Palace. While, 
perhajis, the average New Yorker would like to see more new faces here, the 
f;ict rem.ains that the house is Invariably crowded from floor to dome. All of 
the Keith houses are doing an enormous business in and around New York 
at the )'res«'iit lime. The big hits of the show today were scored by Whiting 
and Burt, Bert Melrose, Orth and Cody, Mile. Dazie and Eva Tanguay. 

Blanche King, Clifton Crawford, Charley Grapewin, Misses Lightner and 
Alexander and other b.g features are billed for next week. 

There was no Intermission today, the time being fllled by two young women 
(one Miss Codyl, who sold many new Victory Bonds. 

As u.suul. the Palace News Kinograms started the ball rolling. 
No. 1—The Pedersen Brothers did marvelously well In opening position. 

They are clever aerial artists, the comedian being refreshingly novel in hlS 
methods and tricks. An act like this could he headlined on many a bllL They 
reeeived several bows. 

No. 2—Reeil and Tucker, billed as Fiddling Funsters, played violins very 
well, but the act seems to lack the necessary punch to create any great ex¬ 
citement. After listening to Fred Daab's excellent orchestra somehow or otlikT 
one do*'sn’t enthuse much over a musical offering so early In the bllL The 
dance at the flnlsh gave them a good hand. 

No. 3—Gibson and McConnell, put In at the last minute, as this spot was 
left vacant on the program, played the same skit they used here last season. 
The story of a newly married couple. Just arrived at hotel, and being pestered 
by an overzealous clerk, who, after they have locked him out, persists In asking 
if 'There is anything he can do for them In there.” One or two lines could be 
omitted to the benefit of the act, which is splendidly played by the two 
principals. 

No. 4—Leo Donnelly, who was the first professional entertainer to arrive 
In France for the A- E- F.. told many stories of a semi-humorous nature re¬ 
garding the war, prohibition, etc. Some of his parodies were v'ery good. He 
is a very likable chap, and everyone seemed to enjoy his olTerlng. 

No. 5—Orth and Cody did splendidly. The statuesque beauty of Ann Cody 
and her delightful French accent as a contrast to Orth's com^y make this 
act something entirely different In vaudeville. When we saw this act at the 
Colonial last year we placed It among our Best Acts Selections, but today It 
went better than ever. 

No. 6—Mile. Dazie and Company, with Ed Constantin. Kobeleff and Ed 
Janis, returned with their beautiful dancing production. Surrounded with the 
late.st creations of the scenic master’s artistry, shapely girls, orchestra under 
the direction of Ceasare Giolitto. Mile. Dazie once more proved her pre-eminence 
in her particular line. Her solo toe dance today was brilliantly executed, and 
this little woman easily takes rank as one of America's greatest dancers. 

No. 7—Bert Melrose, with his famous fall, had the audience laughing with 
him In his ludicrous attempts to stack his tables and chair. Melrose has de¬ 
veloped this stunt of his until it can truthfully be called a vaudeville classic. 
He does not stall as much as he used to, in fact he has put in many touches 
here and there to keep the action alive every second he is on the stage. His 
‘•fall” caused many shrieks, which changed Into laughter as he came tv smil¬ 
ingly. 

No. 8—MTiitlng and Burt, always classy, always sure of Introducing new 
songs and material, working in one in front of an exquisite drat»e, scored one 
of tlie hits of the show with their 1919 edition of song sayings. They responded 
to insistent demands for an encore by rendering some of their old favorites, and 
received many bows at the finish. 

No. 9—Eva Tanguay, with some new songs and clothes, romped and raved 
all over the stage, pranced and danced, smiled and frowned, and the audience 
applauded. This remarkable woman’s Idiosyncrasies are known the world 
over, and. when one considers how long she has been a headliner, she, like the 
late Mr. Barnum, must have got "The Right Idea.” She Is still as shapely and 
as vivacious as ever. One critic called her a parsnip, but we would call her a 
wild flower possessed of perpetual life. Tanguay exudes optimism from her 
every action. 

No. 10—The Act Beautiful, from Wm. Egdlrettu's posing horses and dogs, 
closed the bill. —HILLIAR.

A HERO IN KHAKI KLKfTF.D LIFF. MEMBER 

Bruce McRae was the next speaker and told 
of the efforts of a fine young actor who had 
written him for membership in tbe A, E. A., 
and bei-ause of his persistent efforts In their lie- 
half In securing members for the organixatton 
was later appointed deputy, representing the 
association in Chicago. ‘-Two years ago," con- 
tinuevl Mr. McRae, "that .voung man enlisted 

I ami went to Fram-e. .\n occasion ro<«' when the 
high I'omraanil had to have a i-ertaln military 
map of the highest value. It be'ng known that 
he was an actor possessed of histrionic gifts 
the choice for nmlertaking this most perilous 
mlssloD fell upon him. It bm-ame necessary 
for the young man to don a Germ.xn otBcer’a 
uniform and penetrate into the lines of the 
enemy. After overcoming all sorts of bandicapn 
the yonog man finally succeeded In obtaining 
the map. bnt found it impossible to return 
the way he had come. He slliiped thru with a 
lot of marines en ismte to No Man’s I..aDd. For 
two days be went without food. .Kt last he 
came back with the prei-loua map in bis posses¬ 
sion Ills superior officer conferred the dec¬ 
oration of the Croix de Guerre on him with the 
words: "You’re s braver man than I." Mr. 
McRae then Intrmlnced tbe young hero aa for- 
poral L. Andrew Castle. The youth was greeted 
with a burst of cheers.

If our morale is good we can give a good show. 
If not our efforts will fail and the management 
xrlU lone. 

’’I am proud,’* he said, "of my profession.”

“God 
bless her.” he said. She was with os day 
and night. There was not a better soldier.” 

The corporal closed his remarks with an ap¬ 
peal for all to join, and admonished the de- 
Uniuent members to pay their du«*8.

The cor|>oral resiMinded, 
saying that nothing bis country nr bis asso¬ 
ciates <-ould give blm would t>e cherished more 
by him than the honor which had just been 
bestowe*] uimn him by the E. A. Corporal 
Castle Is a handsome young man. with dark 
hair snd e.ves and clear dark complexion, and 
with his nicely molded but resolute features 
and engaging smile he looked tbe deser-.tng win¬ 
ner of the little glittering emblem of fame and 
glory which be wore on bis khaki uniform. 

WHY THE A. E. A. IS NOT IN THE A. F. I,. 

In closlDg the meeting President Francis Wll- 
a<'n took oocasloD to explain to tbe members 
why the association has not gone Into the -Fed¬ 
eration of Labor. ’’Long ago,” he said, "the A. 
1’ of I . Issued a blanket charter to the Wlilte 
Rats Association covering all persons engaged 
In amusements. It la Impossible for the A. E. . 
A. to go Into the F. of L. with the White Bats 
and lapse Its antODomous government. We 
trust.” he said, "that no such subserviency will 
be necessary. If we bide onr time the A. F. of 
L. may deem it advisable to Issne ao Inde¬ 
pendent charter allowing us to transact our 
own business In onr own way.” He said that 
It was for the association to decide whether 
the members wanted to refuse to play with n->u- , 
members. In his opinion no actor has a right 
to participate in the benefits of the asscciation 
at tbe exiiense of others, which means a closed 
shop. It was decided by unanimous vote that f 
the matter of the closed shop be discussed at 
•ome future meeting. 

After thanking tbe organization for their 
fine spirit and entboalaam Mr. Wilson adjourned 
tbe meeting.

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MORE THOUGHT FOR I. C. N. 
(Continued from last week) 

When 1 ea!d last week that in June, 1911, 
the White Rats were the most powerful, the 
richest and strongest organization I had eier 
kiv'wn 1 meant It. It was Iniiiossible to obla.n 
work from Chicago to the racific Coast un¬ 
less you were a member of the White Rats Ac¬ 
tors’ Union of America. Notices we e In 
the principal agencies, even in the Western 
Vaudeville Managers' Agency, that you must 
bave a card before applying for work. We had 
the signatures to such an agreement coupled 
with an arbitration agreement with more tiian 
■lity managers and circuits. .\n e'liiituhie 
and enforcible contract was In use. Commis¬ 
sion was five per cent. Wc had insured the use \ 
of the Illinois StLte contract In tlie West and 
a similar one known as the While Rats' c n- 
tract in the East, where It was used by Marcus 
1 oew. Feilrer i .<hea, Quigley and many others. I 

I We bad a fund of close on to a (jiiarter of a ! 
million dollars, and an extensive and high-class I 
uemhersbip. 

Having conquered the West it was time to' 
turn our thoughts to the East, and tlio 1 did 
not think the managers In the Ea^t would ris'x 
a conlict, still It is a wise general who pre¬ 
pares for an eventuality, and, therefore, 1 went 
over to Europe to a Paris conference to unite 
the French, Britiidi and German organizations 
of actors with us in an offensive and defensive 
alliance. This, after a terrific struggle, 1 ac- 
complistied, national Jealousies crt'cping in Jusi 
as they are apparently doing In the peace con¬ 
ference in Paris now. 

Having completed my work I returned and 
landed here on a Saturday, and to my surprise 
was met by three members of the Rats, two of 
whom immediately excused themselves. 

I went up to tie office on the Saturday trying 
to look at the minute book to see what had been 
done during ■ my absence, and found that 1 
couldn't get at It. When I was coming to the 
office the next Monday at 9:30 1 was met at 
the corner of Forty-sixth street (we were then 
at J55.3 Broadway) by one of the employees of 
The Player, who told me the manager of The 
nayer would like to see me before 1 went 
Into the office. 1 met him down at Mock’s, and 
he told me a most amazing story. I said noth- 
itg, at Is my custom, but listened, and told 

him that I would look Into the matter. I then 
»‘ ut Into the oihre and said, "How do you do?" 
to all the people and askeil for tlie minute Itook, 
aud was told that they dhln'l know wlicre it 
was. 1 saiil. "'1 hat's strange," and 1 sent for 
John P. Hill, who was luy u-.sistaiit. and asked 
liiui, and he told me another e<|iiully amazing 
slory. 1 went into The Player olhce and Walter 
K. IIIII told me tliat be was ihih tlie editor of 
The Player at $10U a week, and that the policy 
had been ciianged, and that tliere was to be ni 
more lighting. I'his I did md believe, and 
wiicn Mr. U'sike came in I asked h.ni. He told 
me that Mr. Hill had been engaged at flOO a 
week as editor, and that tlie pr uci- ul rca.-a>n 
for his engagement was tliat he did not be¬ 
lieve in fighting Var.ety or tlie manage.s. I 
then a ked. "Well, who is going to write the 
editorial articles," and lie sa d, ' Oil, Mr. Hill.” 
I replied, "What! Why .Mr. H.ll d<s-8n’t be¬ 
lieve in the cause of organizalim fur actors. 
He has told me so himself." And in passing 
I may say that I met Mr. Hill about six weeks 
ago and in oonversalhm with me then be 
reiterated the statement that he d.d not believe 
In our metliods of organization then or now. 

During my stay in England I had accumulated 
many instances of graft, hrlltery and oorriip- 
ti >n in fhe vaudeville business in the Unllcd 
Statea, which I had reduced to the form of 
affidavits, and which t!ie various actors had 
KW'oin to and sign d before notaries public, 
whose seals had lieen a< knowledgcd by the 
American Consul. I gave Mr. Hill two of these 
to print, and he said he could not print them, 
as everythlug that wont into the paper from 
me had to be appreved by a committee con¬ 
sisting of Mr. Waiters and Mr. Cooke. I said 
no more and got into conversation with st'veral 
of the directors and found out that Messr-. 
O'Brien and Malevinsky lind been re engageil. 
Before I left for Europe Messrs. O'Brien and 
.Malevlnsk.v, our attorneys then, because of 
certain friction with certain members, had re¬ 
signed and their resignation had been accepted. 
During my absence in Europe they bad been re¬ 
engaged at $8,000 a year and ten per cent of 
all moneys recovered for actors and $.">0 a 
day extra when In court outside of New York. 
This rather staggered me, considering we were 
paying heavy retainers to attorneys in Boston, 

Chicago, 8t. Lonli and Ran Francisco. I then 
discovered that a secret iiension was lieing paid 
to a certain official. This 1 did not jlke, altbo 
I had no objection to a pension being paid to 
him, but I did not like the way in which It 
was btlng dune, because it would be up to me 
to defend it when It was discovered. 

I also hsd inklings of some other big transac¬ 
tion that was on, but the details of which 1 
could not gel. However, in the course of con- 
versati'in willi several gcnilenien I learned tliut 
there was a plan on, in fact it hud been ellecteil 
and the preliminary Cuanc al arrangements 
completed to build a chib. .Now I look'd upon 
the reserve fund of this urganlzat.on ns its 
fighting fund. 1 liad built it up for the pur¬ 
pose of protecting the actor in his emphiymcnr 
anil not for any social purpose. 

My opposition to the club was well known 
and again 1 wondered why I should not have 
iM'cn c.iiMiItcd in th-s matter, 1 l<s>ked around 
me and found seveial of tlie directors hack 
again working for tlie United Book ng Offi ■«.*. 
I found no distinct change of t<«e in the atti¬ 
tude of some of them towards the staled and 
open and approved jiolicy of the White Rats, 
and in questioning ilr. Cooke he admitted to 
me that they were going to put their legs 
under the table and discuss the matter amicably. 

Tlie following day, Tuesday, I went before the 
Bo.i:d of Directors and challenged them w;ta 
tliclr change of policy. This tliey strenuous.-y 
denied. I. however, asked them to take a 
se<r«'t ballot vote as to their policy, which 
they refused to do. This conrlnce<l me that 
a change had come ever the scene. I told them 
that 1 could not stultify myself by remaining 
as the representative and s]>ol;e man of an or- 
gan-zation whose policies 1 did not agree with. 
I could not be a party to the embarking ?n 
various financial schemes, of which I did n-d 
approve, and, above all, I did not believe that 
the White Hats was a social organization. It 
was a protective organization and therefore I 
tendered my rcsigLition. At this there was a 
unanimous howl of dissent, saying, "Don't do 
that until we can get the big chief here.” 
I’resident Junie Mi C'ce not being at the meet¬ 
ing 1 said ".\I1 right. I will wait until you 
can get the president here, and as many more 
tliat you can.” Some weeks elapsed before It 
was possible to get Tresldent McCree there, and 
during that time many of the members of the 
Board of Directors spoke to me. one in par¬ 
ticular saying to me, "What do you care? Y’ou 
sit on your chair and get your salary.” An¬ 
other one told me that he was now back with 
the United 'Booking Offices and be would be 

banged If be ever lifted a little Anger for actors 
agsln. Another one said to me, "U’bj don't 
you stick and let them make damn fools of 
themselves, and they will come around to your 
way of tli nking again.” All of which atiffened 
my resolution. 

At last a meeting was railed, the mlantes of 
which aii|H'ared last wi'ek, Reptember the Mb. 
.^t tlist iiKs-tlng I told the Board'•f Ulrectors 
more fully what 1 have set down here, and I 
told It to tlirlr faces and to the fai-es nf 
Messrs. (I'Brun and .Malevinsky, who, as the 
minutes say. were present, for wliat I have to 
say I say to jM-ople's faci-s and not behind ti.eir 
liarks. I was then asked to retire. When I r>-. 
tiirneil I’reslilent Mcl'ree said to me that they 
were willing and anxious that I iboiid remn'n. 
but tliey were to be master and I was to tie lbs 
servant. 1 then said, "Let me have that fully 
explained. lines that mean that whatever .rou 
do, even if I do not agree with It and I think 
It is wrong, that 1 must carry it out. and that 
I must go down on the Aoor and defend it to 
the members? In other words If you go on 
with this club, if you go on with this (Killry 
(and the managers are only kidd.ug you) am I 
to go down to the members and tell them that 
everything is all right?” And the answer was 
"Yes, if we decide It's so.” 1 then sa d, 
"When do I quit, now?” They said. "Ob. 
don't take It like that.” I replied, "Let me 
give you an instance In your own business. If 
any one of you were engaged to produce a 
show and make It a success and the reaponslbll- 
Ity was on yon and then several of the direct¬ 
ors of fhe corporation were to come around 
to you anil tell you that the borders we-e not 
bung in tbe right places, that the lighting 
effects were bad, and they Insisted uivn dl 
rcftlng the principals and arranging the mu¬ 
sical numbers for the chorus, what wsiuld you 
do? You would say. get another boy, and that 
Is exactly my position.” They asked me to 
retire again. I did. and when I came bark 
they said. “Will you remain with us until 
October the Ist?” I said. "What, to get tbe 
dues in? AH right.” And then tbe president 
said to me, “Harry, I want you to promise as 
one thing, that you will not mention this to a 
single soul, and that you will keep your mouth 
shut about It.” I promlsi-d solemnly to tbe men 
whom I thought were my friends and said, 
"Certainly I will, and on the other band yoj 
must promise not to say anything about it.” 
to which they instantly agreed. I kept my 
promise, did one or two of tbem keep tbelrt?

The cartoon on the opposite page tells the story much better than I can by mere words. 

It suggests pictorially the present need of the actor and the only point that can be debated is 
whether the actor is being crushed to earth. Just study the following facts: 

Last Sunday at the 'Columbia Theater, Detroit, there were nine shows given. 

Last week on Monday at the Palace, Detroit, there were five shows given. 

Kansas City and St. Louis are now split-week. These two big towns now are being 
judged only capable of supporting a Vaudeville Show for three days and four days re¬ 
spectively, and at St. Louis on Sunday five shows are given. But on the principle of keep¬ 
ing the beasts in a menagerie contented a dinner is served to the actors on the stage 1 

At Hazleton, Pa., a matinee is given on Saturday morning at lo a.m. to the children, 
admission five cents, making four shows all told.

that 1 must move on. but it is with a feeling of 

regret that I can not stay to further the In¬ 
terests of the Actors' Equity Assot-iation and 

farther promote the good relations that I see 
dawning between the actor, actress and the fair- 

minded manager. I have studied every angle 
of the situation during my seventeen weeks’ en¬ 

gagement here with Business Before Pleasure, 
and firmly believe that the good work svill go 

on until the actor and manager will meet with 

friendly feeling, Instead of an attitude of an¬ 

tagonism. 

In my association with the actor, dramatic 
agent and managers I have found a disposition 

to co-operate. I know there is better under¬ 
standing. The two meetings held at the Hotel 

Sherman brought the New York actor and the 

Chicago actor together, and we all have a better 
appreciation of the situation. From these meet¬ 
ings has grown a spirit of enthusiasm, which 

is evidenced by new membership. We wish the 

members of the profession to know that we 
are in sympathy with them, and the association 

will aid them in clearing conditions, but they 
most be prepared to help themselves. To do 

that they must understand the principles of 
equity—upon which the organization wac 

founded, and by which it adjusts all differences 

of opinion. 

All the actor and actress need do is to recall 
the many conditions that existed with the old 

form of ine<iuitable contract, and I am sorry 
to say that I have found a few managers 

rigidly adhering to such methods. I might say, 

witbont controdiction, that many of them are 
actor-managers, who have suffered from the 
same terms they are now imposing upon their 

fellow players. They have yet to learn that 

this is not in the spirit of Equity. 
The association asks every loyal member to 

insist upon the re<-ngnized Equity contract, to 

study its provisions and to abide by its condi¬ 
tions. In that event the association will sup¬ 
port (after rarefyl Investlgntlon) any legitimate 

claim for violation, but the actor must assume 

his responsibility as well as the manager. In 

other words, the actor must keep his end of the 
contract and notify tlie association, thru proper 
source, if a manager violates the contract. I'n- 

der no circumstances must the contract be 
changed—except wherein the actor can secure 
better terms than it provides. But, in any case, 

Insist upon an Ekinity contract. If you are 

mystified by legal terms, etc., you are privileged 
to consult the attorney of the association and 

it doesn't cost a cent. Any legitimate claim 
srlll receive bis careful consideration. You can 
easily find him thrn the Cliicago office of the 
association. 60 Grand Opera House Building. 

Even a nonmember of the asso<'iation will re¬ 
ceive courteous consideration if he or she has 

signed an Equity contract, for the association 
will not repudiate its contract—nor a s'.tner who 

has lived up to its provisions. But, if you are 

willing to sign an Ekjuity contract and enjoy its 
prote< tlon and benefits, why not be<-omc n mem 

her and join with those who are helping protect 

you? It doesn't seem just or equitable to ac¬ 
cept a benefit and not be willing to support the 

institution that benefits you. It isn't quite fair! 
I believe the actor should organize a so<-ial 

club and meet in fraternal feeling. Out of 
such un organization would come understanding 

and co-operatiou. This suggestion has t>cK?n 

made and I hope to know it has been put into 

operation, but let it be organized on purely a 

fraternal basis and understanding, carefully 

avoiding any tendency to create adverse crit¬ 

icism. There is nothing of the kind in Chicago, 
but 1 trust there will be soon. Let the spirit 

of Equity pervade its deliberations, even tho it 

must be apart from the asao<'iatioa. 
I wish to assure all whom I have met that I 

go away with the belief that the seed has been 

planted for great things, and it shall lie my 
pleasure to watch the growth, for I shall keep 

In touch with the sitnatioa and am confident I 

shall not be disappointed.

IF PROFESSORS WHY NOT ACTORS? 
The report that Harvard professors have formed a union and united 

with the Central Labor Union of Boston Is as yet unconfirmed, but if it 
turns out that they were compelled to this course—or If It transpires 
that their sorely needed and well deserved increases in s.ilary came only 
after they had threatened to do so—we who have opposed like procedure 
on the part of the actors and artists of America may a-s well set about 
making over our opinions. 

Speaking of the incident The New York World inquires: “Must not 
intellectuals everywhere prepare for closer relations affiliation with the 
proletariat?” 

In the same connection The New York Globe says: “It Is a poor 
commentary on the Justice in the breasts of Harvard’s Board of Over- • 
seers that the increases In salary promised professors come only after 
the faculty organized a union and affiliated with the central labor body of 
Boston. For this is a concession to force, and not a voluntary recogni¬ 
tion of the glaring and inexcusable fact that teachers are not properly 
remunerated for their services. 

"Agitation in various sections of the nation of late reveals that 
teachers are paid less than many classes of labor. In many instances, 
speaking comparatively, they get no more today than did Ichabod Crane, 
who had to take his pay in free board at the homes of his pupils. Yet 
the teacher must first spend years and money in acquiring education 
that he may later impart it. The years thus spent are utilized by men 
of other callings in forging ahead. For the teacher this outlay of time 
represents-an investment, upon which he receives interest of what sort? 
Even now that the faculty union clubs increases in pay out of Harvard’s 
overseers, the minimum salary for a full-fiedged professor is to be only 
$2,500 a year, and the maximum $5,500. 

“Brain workers of other professions get a good deal more, and yet 
no class is so necessary to the world’s welfare as the teachers. It Is 
they who conduct the civilized world from babyhood to its twenties, giv¬ 
ing its mentality form and shape.” 

The Billboard is not yet ready to announce a change of heart. We 
still find many valid objections to the actors unionizing. But—well, for 

, the time being, we are strongly disposed to heed the railroad crossing 
signs that read: “Stop! Look! Listen!”

1 throw 

m.vself Into Its complexities to master them— 

or turn batcher; to leam the endless lessinn of 

tbe tlK-ater, the grand, compact epitome of life. 

“In order that they may come to know tlie 

theater, 1 advise all actors to tnrn psinters and 

all painters to turn actors (only playwrights 

must keep to tbelr cells)—for no matter bow 

liad an actor be may make tlie painter wilt 

come back to his drawings with renewed life, 

with a sense of tbe relation that tbe actor 

bears to the eoena. The actor will weave into 

bin words tlM color of the aceoe eiid of the 

Mrs. Irvine’s book is more than a pronounc¬ 

ing dictionary of tbe dramatis personae of Fliake- 

speare’s plays.

plausibility. ,

Following is a copy of letter of instructions of Edward Chambers, 

Director of ’Trafric of United Slates Hailroad Administration, to all Fed¬ 
eral controlled railroads roBarding the issuing and use of mileage and 
penalty for misuse of same: 

“Not to exceed 20% of the amount to be paid to the railroad as 
charge for road liaul movement under conlratt may be supplied in pas¬ 
senger mileage for use only by bona fide advertising agents and bill¬ 
posters, such mileage not to be supplied to advance agent.s, general 
agents, twenty-four-hour men, claim agents, etc. Wo are preparing a 
special mileage book for this purtvose with such restrictions as it is be¬ 
lieved will prevent misuse. Please instruct all railroads to carefully 
watch the use of these mileage books, and, if they find the books are 
being misused either by employees of show outfits or by sale to others, 
they will promptly notify this division, and the show outfits responsible 
for the misuse will not be supplied with further mileage by any railroad 
under Federal control. It is suggested that this be brought to the atten¬ 
tion of the show people when contracts are made. 

“In addition to the other charges provided herein each show outfit 
shall pay as track rental $1 per car per day, or fraction thereof, on all 
cars remaining at any exhibition point longer than forty-eight hours fol¬ 
lowing the first 7 a.m. after arrival, Sundays excluded.

New Tork. April 18.—J. H. Nixon, Tice-presi- 
dent of the newly formed Nemours Trading Cor¬ 
poration which haa been formed by Alfred I. du 
rent to take over hi* various interests in this 
fiiy. gave out the information a few days since 
that the Government bad notified him that the 
Grand Central I’alace, I,eiingt<in a\eniie, tie- 
tween Forty-sixth and Forty-seventh street, and 
which is now used as n base hosidtal. would bp 
turned back to the lessees on September 30. 

As soon as possible after that date the 
building will be o|iened for exposition iiiir|s>sps 
and as an' international buying ex|sisltion cen¬ 
ter. Automobile shows, Qower shows and all 
kinds of eihlhitlon* which were previously h»dd 
in the building will continue, but the u|iiier 
stories will be used for displays of many lines 
of goods, both of domestic and imported, manu¬ 
facture. Under a law which was passed to 
give the management of the hnilding the same 
rights granted to the I’anama-I’acific Exi>osi- 
tlon in San Francisco for the exhibition of im¬ 
ported goods duly free, it has lieea asserted 
that imported goods could he placed on display 
at the Grand Central Palace without import 
charges, except for goods sold^ Mr. Nixon de¬ 
clined to discuss the supposed efTeot of this law 
on pxposithms to be held at the Grand Central 
Palace. 

“The Government Is bound by Its contract to 
restore the building to its condition liefore it 
was altered as a hospital," Mr. .Mxon said. “It 
is not quite certain whether It will be altered 
and ready for our occupancy by Septemlier 30, 
or whether the changes will begin on that date, 
but at any rate we will begin bolding exposi¬ 
tions in the building in the fall.

INCREASED STATE AID 

For Fairs Is Sought in Iowa—Synopsis 
of Aid Given in Other States 

Early this year the Iowa Association of County 
and District Fair Managers issued an appeal to 
the members of tlie 3Sth General Assembly for 
increased State aid to county and district fairs 
so as to be able to place them in a more favor¬ 
able position to promote the agriculturni. edu¬ 
cational and live stock resources of the State. 
At present the limit to each fair is JSOO. and 
in 1918 the average received by each fair was 
$573.57. The folder issued hy the fair man¬ 
agers. after reciting the reasons for seeking 
Increa.sed State aid. gives a synopsis of the aid 
given by other States. 

“We wish to state first,” says the folder, 
"that our efforts are placed so as to help the 
smaller and struggling fairs. The fairs of 
Iowa should, and to survive, must be encouraged 
and urged on to greater expansion by offering 
greater inducements to the exhibitor in tlie way 
of more liberal premiums and a larger range of

Fairs arc not op<'rated for pe¬ 
cuniary profit. Their whole obJe<-tlve is to 
create community interests, and by •wmparison 
and clean, unselfish competition, ‘available only 
at county fairs, place tliemselves in a lielter 
position to meet to tlie fullest extent the de¬ 
mand made on tliem as promoters and producers 
of agricultural products. 

“Fairs are at tlie mercy of the general public 
and weatlier conditions. This is cspts-ially true 
of the smaller fair, and this aid ia asked so as 
to enable them to increase premiums so as to 
become a real factor in the promotion of agri¬ 
cultural, live atock and educational activities.’’

lilrummcra) have, in moat caset, permanent 
headquarters in large cit ea where the repreaen- 
tatives of tbe different firma may meet almost 
weekly the whole year ‘round. Do these same 
eonditlons prevail in tbe medlrine game? There 
are others that bold conventions where the 
representatives meet bl-snnoally or annually and 
dlMTuas matters pertaining to tbe welfare of ali 
concerned, alao these associations in mo«t cases 
provide benefits for sick and disabled members In 
good standing. Likely among tbe jiredum- 
inaUng leatnres of an organization would be 
tbe more closely binding together of tbe mem¬ 
bers of the profession, the discouragement of In- 
dividnal Jealousy and the raising to a higher 
plane the general standard. In all, the matter 
of an assoclatioo is op to the boys themselves, 
so let’s have your unbiased opinions in brief 
form.

ACT III 

Acts I and n of the great drama. War, went over big. 
Thruout Act I the “villain,” portrayed by the ex-All Highest, brought 

everj' nefarious scheme into play to harass the "heroine,” Liberty, and 
the “hero” prepared to tight. 

Act II showed the “villain” completely foiled by the “hero”—played 
by more than 2.000.000 American soldiers—and the “heroine” saved.

Its 
men and women went to the front, and, with steel helmets on their heads 
and gas masks strapped to their belts, lightened many dreary hours for 
the doughboys. But that’s not all, readers of The Billboard. They laid aside 
wigs and makeup, and took up guns and picks and shovels, and went 
Into the front line as headliners in the world’s greatest drama. They 
died, many of them; many others never will be able to appear before the 
footlights again. They offered all, and the great sacrifice so freely of¬ 
fered was accepted with the heart-thanks of the whole nation.

Everyone wanted to see 
the war ended as quickly as possible with victory, and no price for vic¬ 
tory is too high to pay, especially now that It is to be paid in dollars, not 
lives. 

Send this loan—the last one—over the top as the others were sent. 
Help Uncle Sam to bring back the soldiers as quickly as possible and 
to care for them. Help him feed them, clothe them, provide for them 
both here and over there, by stretching a little and taking at least one 
more bond than you feel now you can take. It’s an investment for your¬ 
self against that day when the electric signs no longer blink out your 
name and for you the curtain drops for the last time. 

Help finish the job.

About This Season’s Successful New York Productions 

HOBOHEMIA 
A" Farce-Comedy in Three Acts 

By Sinclair Lewis. (Staged by Frank Conroy.) 

This is a rather belated acknowledgment that Hobohemia should be 
included in the successful productions of the season, but there i.s a reason. 

It hovered. 
For weeks it seemed to hang in tlie balance. There was no strong 

demand manifest. The tickets hardly ever sold over a week ahead in 
any quantity worth speaking of. Night after night the doors were thrown 
open not only with the racks fairly full, but full of choice seats. 

And yet night after night the house has been regularly sold out. 
Evei during the supplementary season this has held true. 

This behaA'ior might be afttrlbuted to the location of the Greenwich 
Village Theater, which houses the attraction, and which, even tho it is 
but eleven minutes from Longacre, is regarded as remote, had not the 
Better 'Ole exploded the notion. 

So, while conceding its success, we do so guardedly. Managers of 
stock and road companies had best get all the information on Its further 
performances they can. Let them watch how it does when It emerges 
from its present habitation very closely before they pin any great amount 
of faith to it. 

It is correctly billed as farce comedy, but it is queerly constructed. 
I say “queerly ” because I can not say poorly, faultily or even amateur¬ 
ishly. It is simply framed in an odd way, and its author’s departures 
from the usual are unrewarded by any advantages, altho candor com¬ 
pels the admission that they are also penalized by no disadvantages of 
consequence. 

There are good lines in plenty—some of them very clever—but there 
is very little punch and very few real hearty laughs. For the most part 
Mr. Lewis works not with types, but caricatures. Did he confine himself 
to these latter entirely one is moved to believe that he would have 
achieved a very good cartoon or lampoon, but he does introduce some 
few types in which he essaA's character drawing or at least portraiture, 
and the combination jars. 

The staging has certainly had much to do with the staying powers 
that Hobohemia has exhibited. So have the players, for it is excellently 
acted, but the chief contribution of the author has been the really great 
title. Yet one feels that he can, and perhaps will, even if he hasn’t_ 
and this latter may not be the general and final verdict.—WATCllK.

It is quite unnecessarx’ to await the usual test of four weeks before J 
passing Judgment on A Burgomaster of Belgium. It is a success with a , 
big ”S.” There is no (luestlon about it. and that despite the fact that 
It is a belated war play, that it was damned with faint praise by most 
of the critics, and that It was launched in Lent. 

It is a tragedy sans heroics and wholly devoid of wreckage, destruc¬ 
tion and devastation. No bombs explode and bring down walls and 
show'ers of plastering, no cannons roar hard by. and the usual tricks and 
artifices utilized to simulate war's alarums are unresorted to. 

A simple and entirely plausible story is so naturally, and. seemingly, * | 
nalx’ely told, that it stirs the emotions very deeply. Any one with a few ! 
shreds of his illusions left can hardly hope to escape its grip and thrill. 
Also, no matter how successful he has been in keeping hate out of his 
soul since the armistice was signed, he can rely upon having his whole 
being repoisoned virulently against all things German. 

Maeterlinck doubtless intended merely an indictment of war. but he 
wrought so exceedingly well that he overshot his purpose and cast a 
new and horrible odium on the authors of the late world’s conflict, which 
can not fall to delay their rehabilitation among the nations for years 
and years. 

Yet the only gruesome exhibits are a soldier’s wound, the whining 
whirr of a German plane, a few German uniforms and a faint and sub¬ 
dued rattle of musketry. 

The play, despite the fact that the cast <yills for a boy actor, is ex¬ 
ceedingly well acted, and Master Alan Willey, as the boy, does very, very 
well—for a ooy. 

E. Lyall Swete plays the Burgomaster admirably and Malcolm Mof¬ 
fat and Walter Kingsford are very fine in lesser roles. Irby Marshall 
has the only female role and is earning all sorts of encomiums in it. 

The Burgomaster of Belgium has a uniquu claim to distinction which 
none of the reviewers have pointed out. In It all of the once regnant 
but now flouted and despised unities are meticulously observed.—

Ernest Truex, whose ability and 
artistry have long been rated high, establishes a new and higher level 
of achievement for himself, and Edith Taliaferro gathers many fresh 
honors. 

Amelia Gardner has the most difficult and exacting part—that of a 
disingenuous mother and disillusioned wife—but proves easily equal to 
its every requirement. 

William Sampson, it goes without saying, handles his role with 
ability and distinction. 

Edward See also has a part that even in a farcical entertainment 
calls for very careful thought, consideration and discernment. He nego¬ 
tiates it with understanding and plays it llawles.sly.

Hodkinson, Creator of Paramount, Declares War on 
the Inferior Picture —His Plans of Fostering Quali¬ 

ty—OppOsSed to Producers' or Exhibitors’ 
Predominance — Equity to Producer 

and Exhibitor His Guiding Principle

Fire years ago—almost to a day—a quiet, 
tbonghtful young man came out of the West 

to do Bome pioneering in the Eastern motion 

picture field. Out on the Coast he had achieved 
some little fame as the man who dared to differ 

from the policies of Tiie <!eiieral Film wlien 

that organization bad surroiitidcd tlie motion 

picture field with all kinds of barbed wire en¬ 

tanglements and felt comfortably sure tliut the 

bairlem were Impenetrable. The young man 

bad convinced Iilmself tliat there was a big pub¬ 

lic for better pictures, better tiieaters, longer 
runs and higher prices of udiiiissiiin. What 

he wanted now was a more abundant supply 

of good pictures and an elimlDation of the 

poor productions. He bad never been able to 

see the advantage of selling a lot of bad stuff 
along with a modicum of gootl film. 

AVhen be came to New York and it became 

known at (ieneral Film headquarters tliat he 

proposed to carry thru his policy of eliminating 

the Inferior pictures and increasing the pnslue- 

flon of the good ones regardless of the wishes 

of the Big Combine, he was approached by an 

emissary, who told him "It never could be 

ilone.” He was advised further that the course 

he contemplated meant the loss of millions in¬ 
vested in motion picture plants. Of course the 

makers of the cheaper pictures. like Luhin and 

Kssanay, were particularly oppo.sed to the plan 

Ilf regeneration. 

BLAZING THE TRAIL OF QUAI.ITY 

Tlie aforesaid young man soon found that the 

F. was not the soil on which quality could 

tie expected to grow, so he turned to the feature 

makers—"the Independents,” as they were 

still called in many quart-rs—and after much 

travail and trouble he brought forlli a new eom- 

bination of picture-builders, conceived in qual¬ 

ity and dedicated to tlie proposition that the 

best of pictures were none too good for the 
public. ' 

The name of tbe young man who had such 
a remarkably impersAial and detached manner 

of ^..leaking was W. W. Uodkinson. and the 

Institution that he midwifed into healthy ex¬ 

istence was the Paramount Picture Corpora¬ 

tion. 

Now it seems to be the Promothe.in fate of 
all pioneers to launch, to set things on the 

right course, to create the proper machinery 

and then to be ousted from tlie direction of af¬ 

fairs. Uodklnson ladieves that the motion pic¬ 

ture must have quality to be saved. Being of 

a logical and somewhat mathematical turn 

of mind, lie was fond of charts and statistics 

showing what kind of pictures paid the best 

dividends for both produi'or and exlilhltor. In 

preparing these charts and statistics he de- 

k liended entirely on tbe verdict of the exhibitor. 

J If a i-ertain picture fell below a minimum per- 

V i-entag" of required quality It was laid on the 

slielf and the producer was debited with a 

black mark.

narrow, petty craft union: that the very fellow 
workers to whom be looks for help, those who 
work alongside him in the shop or factory, who 
are part and parcel of the same INDUSTRIAL 
PRfK'ESS t?l are themselves prevented by 
their own craft union restrictions from ren¬ 
dering that assistance necesaary to ensure even 
a measure of success. 

THEREFORE, ONE BIG UNION! 

Your afflilatlons with your various Interna¬ 
tionals (which, by tbe way. are not iDterna- 
tional—are not even national In the full sense 
of the word)—what are they? 

In the one shop, yanl or factory there can 
be found steam engineers, electrical workers, 
boilermakers, shipwrights, laborers, painters, 
etc., etc., all united In that they work for one 
firm, receive wages (cost of subststenre) from 
tbe same source; united as far as their ex¬ 
ploitation Is concernetl. yet from their own 
viewpoint liojielessly divided on the Job. where 
they work, thru tlieir old-time trade unions. 

A question of a standard work-day arises? 
Can the workers In such a shop, being those 
who sre aisiuainted with tbe situation, and 
who alone are involved In tbe question, take 
common action for their common good? No! 
In such Isolated cases where tbe reverse Is true 
it has been In spite of and not because of their 
craft form of organization. 

THEREFORE. ONH BIG UNION! 

Whenever the members of different trade 
nnloDS in any Industry decide to take united 
action in presenting new demands, or calling 
a strike. Invariably the International officers 
object, and send representatives of tbe Inter¬ 
national to that particular locality to reverse 
the policy and oi^er the men back to work. 
This has occurred time and time again all evar 
the North American Continent. 

Tlie American Federation of Labor, and tbe 
International offleers of tbe varloua trade 
nnions who comprise tbe A. F. of L, are op¬ 
posed to general strikes, or mass aeilon of aay 
kind on tlie part of tbe workers. They are 
more concerned with tbe baildlng up of their 
own particular trade union organization than 
In the welfare of the working class as a whole. 

By organizing the workers, acconling to the 
Industry in which they work, instead of ac¬ 
cording to the particular petty craft they may 
follow. It becomes possible to get united action 
at any time along any line conducive to those 
workers’ welfare. 

What is there to gain by retaining afflllatlon 
with a moss-covered and age-old Instltntlon 
snpporling reaction at all times and by Its 
very structure dividing the workers Instead of 
uniting them? Let us rut those strings which 
h-ad us apart and strengthen those cords which 
bind us together. 

A new day arises. New conditions produce 
new needs. New- needs demand new Ideas, new 
forms of orgaulzation are hammered out. In 
union there Is strength. 

In Britain the sliop stewards. In Australia 
one Industrial organization, in North America 
—what? It's up to you. Vote and work for 
the "One Big Union.” 

CENTRAL EXECU'nVE COMMITTEE. 

It Is not thought thst the Idea will meet 
vrlth much favor In tbe States. Tlie leaders do 
not favor It to any appreciable extent, and It 
Is argutsi therefore that it has little chance, 
altlio there is no denying the deep Interest 
evinced by union members generally.
