WROTE a letter to a ra-

dio station and I've never

heard a word from them

since."

In one mighty wail that dis-

appointed cry goes up to the

gods of Etheria and Kilocycha

from enthusiastic radio fans who

never will write another radio

letter because their first attempt

at epistolatory applause didn't

produce results either in the

form of the autograph of a fa-

vorite entertainer, or a package

of Grandma-Finklebarber's-Fa-

irite-Wart-Cure sent free on

receipt of a postal card or letter

to the radio station to which you

are now listening.

'What's the big idea?" these

disgruntled pen scratchers ask

each other. "These radio sta-

tions are alwavs suggesting that

we write letters, and then they

never pay any attention to the

mail."

As one who has seen 50,000

or more letters arrive at WLW
every week, with twice that many
when a sponsor is offering a ra-

dio gift that sounds like a gold

brick, I have picked Up a great

many useful tips on how to

write and how not to write a

radio letter. I know how many
of those 50,000 or more letter^

never reach their destination. T

know how many of them have to

be returned to their senders

marked "No such person," or

"Opened by Mistake." And I

know how manv have to he sen'

to the Dead Letter Office be-

cause neither envelope nor let-

ter carried any return address.

Believe me when I say that

these orphan letters are one of

the chief worries of the harried

directors of radio stations. They
don't cast your letters lightly

aside without making every ef-

fort to see that they are delivered

or answered. I have seen thou-

sands of letters addressed to

someone unknown to WLW but

sent in its care. I have seen

these envelopes taken the rounds

of all the office force of the sta-

tion in the hope that some one

may have seen correspondence

mentioning the addressee. I have

seen the members of staff or-

chestras questioned as to pos-

sible acquaintance with the one

sought for. I have seen the

search continue until all the or-

chestra members of all the or-

chestras playing at down town

hotels have been questioned. T

have even talked in my sleep

about these undeliverable letters

for I've heard people "crab"

when they've written letters to

radio stations and have been an-

Unless your radio fan letter is

addressed to a specific individ-

ual and is marked "personal," it

probably will be opened directly

when it reaches the mail receiv-

ing desk. Here it will be read

hastily to see what it is about. If

it is a letter requesting one of

the hundred and one articles be-

ing given away by radio adver-

tisers, it will be Tiut in the mail

box of the sponsor whose pro-

gram is mentioned.

After one of his recent Tues

day evening programs over the

Columbia network, Richy Craig.

"Ritzy

said the Jester, "I'll say it's a

ritzy club. Why, they have swivel

Over-Overstuffed.

Then there's the problem of

George Beuchler's new over-

stuffed club chair.

When truckmen found the chair

too bulky to be carried through

the halls of the announcer's apart-

ment house, they hoisted it by

block and tackle and swung it

into the apartment of Bert Mc-
Murtrie, CBS production man.
Windows, which had to be re-

moved in order to admit the

chair, were then replaced, and
the truckmen attempted to carry

the chair from McMurtrie's

That's where the first diffi-

culty arises. Too many fan let-

ters mention too many programs,

and can't be sent directly to a

single sponsor, but must be re-

copied so that it can be sent to

each one mentioned.

Let this be your first rule for

a radio letter then : Mention

only one Radio Program in a

single letter.

Here's the reason for this

cardinal principle : Simnose you

write a letter to your favorite

announcer who happens to be

Ted Husing.

"Dear Mr. Husing," you say,

"I have been listening to you

for several years and I certainly

think you are the best announcer

on the air. I would like to have

one of Peggy Winthrop's radio-

surprise packages. I am also en-

closing four labels from Libby
Pineapple cans and I would like

to have one of the Hawaiian seed

bead necklaces they are giving

away. I certainly shall be look-

ing forward to hearing you an-

nounce the Atwater Kent hour

next Sunday. I would also like

to have one of the pictures Ar-

thur Chandler, Jr., is giving

away, for I always listen to his

organ programs."

You'd send that letter ad-

dressed to Station WLW to be-

gin with. You have addressed

the salutation to Ted Husing,

Columbia announcer whom you

have heard. You mention Peggy

Winthrop's program, and the

Libby program which are NBC
features that WLW broadcasts.

At first reading, it looks as if

your letter mentions only NBC
programs and an announcer, so

the mail opener at WLW prob-

ably would toss your letter into

the NBC letter box to be sent

on to New York City where the

NBC mailing department can

bother about sending a copy to

someone, and the advertising

agencies that handle the Libby,

McNeill and Libby, the Peggy
Winthrop, and the Atwater Kent

programs. But what about that

picture of Arthur Chandler, Jr.,

that you want? He's a WLW
staff member. When your letter

gets to the National Broadcast-

ing Company, they will think

that the Chandler request already

has been taken care of, and they'll

not worry about it. All the same,

you won't get your picture of

Chandler and you'll ever after

nurse a grudge against him be-

cause you think he's ignored

your letter.

From your first rule comes

this second one:

Address your letter to the

person or program for which

you intend it.

In that typical letter I showed

you above, each program sponsor

and each entertainer should have

had his individual letter. Husing

and Chandler should have been

iddressed personally. Each pro-

gram sponsor should have been

addressed in care of WLW or

the National Broadcasting Com-

pany either by the name of the

program or the name of the

company paying for the broad-

cast. Don't tell me you can't tell

who sponsors the programs,

sponsors aren't that modest.

Never ask a radio announcer

or entertainer to deliver a mes-

sage for you. That's the third

rule to guide your radio letter

writing.

Be sure of this. If a radio an-

nouncer gets a compliment from
you in a letter, he cherishes that

letter like a lock of baby's hair.

You can include in that letter a

message to a brother announcer
that his long-lost uncle has died

in Tibet, willing him a half in-

terest in the New York Stock

Exhange, and the one who got

the letter first never will tell him.

The only chance the heir has of

finding out about his legacy will

apartment into Beuchler's.

"When I first arrived in Cin-
cinnati I submitted my proposi-
tion to Maj. E. D. Kirgan, chief
of detectives, and Col. William
Copeland, chief of police," Regeh
said. "Both informed me I need
only take out an occupational li-

cense, which I did immediately."

Arraigned in Police Court,
"Dr." Regeh refused to obtain
counsel. Because there is no li-

cense provided for the practice of
astrology, he said he felt certain
he could not have broken the law.

Judge George E. Tebbs fined him
$100 and costs and gave him
suspended sentence of three
months in jail. Regeh paid the
fine and left for New York to
resume his broadcasts there

"Dr." Regeh (whose real name
is Charles Lawrence Nelson)
made this statement for readers
of Radio Dial:

"I have been in this line of
work for more than 12 years and
much of that time I have been
broadcasting. I have written
seven books on astrological sub-

jects.

"The City Prosecutor even ad-

mitted to me that he didn't know
what the science of astrology or
horoscopes are. When I asked
them about Evangeline Adams
and Lorna Fantin, both of whom
broadcast similar material from
New York through stations
WKRC and WLW, they told me
that these people were outside

their jurisdiction and that they
could do nothing about them.

"When I pointed out that a

Cincinnati newspaper is giving
away printed horoscopes to its

readers, I was told that the city

officials were not interested in

prosecuting.

My talks and my books are
based on science. I am in no
sense a 'mind reader' or anything
like it. I am an ordained min
ister of the Church of Infinite

Science in San Diego, California,
a graduate of two colleges and a
member of the National Astro-
logical Association."

New York from Europe on a

freighter, broke, Georgia was
offered a radio job through a

shipboard acquaintance. Out of

sheer desperation, she took the

job.

Soon Georgia was writing, di-

recting and acting radio drama.
Her varied experience and ver-

satile talents caused her superi-

ors to name her director of dra-

matics for the Columbia chain.

She still acts, writes and directs.

Jim and Walt, a harmony team
that bases its three years of radio

success on original songs and
chatter that really is funny, have

moved to station WLW from
station WFBM, Indianapolis,

Ind., where they will broadcast

daily and will make theatrical

appearances for the Crosley Ar-

tist Bureau.
The boys are brothers, sur-

named Bullock. Walt celebrated

his 24th birthday the day they

arrived at WLW—May 5. Jim
is 22. Like so many other har-

mony teams made up of relatives

their voices are much alike and

blend perfectly.

Both boys play piano. Jim
plays all accompaniments on the

air, but on the stage they do two-

piano numbers. Jim at the age

of five was billed in Chautauquas

as an infant prodigy. He was
too small to reach the pedals so

he learned a pedal-less technique

which in radio is greatly to be

desired.

That's an impressive air representation for any one industry. In

fact, it puts the tobacco business out in front by quite a handsome

margin as far as using radio is concerned.

What's more, the sponsoring of programs by one industry oi

another does seem to go by cycles. If you rate enough dial service

stripes you've listened through several of them.

First there was the tire cycle, then the oil and gasoline cycle,

next the shoe cycle, then the coffee cycle, and now it's the tobacco

cycle. Of course, tires, oil and gas, shoes, and coffee still are on

the air But tobacco is getting the breaks at the moment.

Erno Rapee, best known to

Cincinnati listeners as conduc-
tor of the Roxy Symphony con-
certs on Sunday mornings during
the past season, has just been
appointed musical director of
the National Broadcasting Com-
pany, The position makes him
dictator of the musical destinies
of all NBC programs.
His American musical career

began less than 20 years ago
when, an Hungarian immigrant
youth, he played a piano for his

meals in a cafe in New York's
East Side.

For more than 13 years, Rapee
was the musical expression of

the showmanship of Roxy, the
New York theatre man credited
with bringing great music to the
movies. Doubtless many will
remember the touching concert
a year or more ago in which
Roxy said farewell for a time to

Rapee who left him to go to

Hollywood to work on the syn-
chronizing of standard music
and modern compositions for

motion pictures. He scored and
composed theme songs including
such picture triumphs as "Char-
maine," "Diana," and "Angela
Mia."

In 1925 he went to Germany
as musical director of the UFA
films.

Rapee was born in Budapest
in 1891, He played the piano
while still a child and graduated
with high honors from the Buda
pest Conservatory in 1907. H
became a recognized pianis
with the philharmonic orches-
tras of Vienna, Berlin and Buda-
pest. He became assistant con-
ductor of the Dresden orches-
tra, toured South America and
Mexico, and finally came to
New York to begin his musical
career anew.

Television Girl Takes Look
At New CBS Equipment

This is the first pnotograph of Natalie Towers, Columbia's
television girl, actually taken before the transmitting equipment
of W2XAB, New York City, which broadcasts experimental tele-
vision programs six days a week on a frequency of between 2750
and 2850 kilocycles.

The block of photo-electric cells before which she is seated
pick up the light reflections streaked across her face by the scan-
ning apparatus which can be seen in the background through the
small window.

Although television engineers are enthusiastic about the possi-
bilities of television for the home, many broadcasting engineers
refuse to believe that television will be ready for many years.
The science of broadcasting and receiving radio waves, they say,
was almost perfect before the public took it up with any degree
of enthusiasm. C. M. Jansky, Jr., consulting engineer, said re-
cently that the ear is such an inaccurate instrument that in the
case of the average person, the difference in the intensity of a
sound 75 times as loud as the one immediately preceding it can
not be detected.

Far from it, minorities are all-important here, for the good and
sufficient reason that endlessly varying tastes make the radio audi-
ence an innumerable collection of minorities.

Frankly, no one program or type of program can please a
majority of listeners. And the bomerang of trying it is that this
automatically displeases a host of minorities. In other words, the
most popular stations are those that simply please the greatest
lumber of successive minorities.

This may not be flattering to the doubtlessly sincere Mont-
gomery Ward effort. Nevertheless, it is the truth, if we know
our listeners.

The search for the perfect audience-insuring program- has lured
many another sponsor into a popularity poll. But unless human
nature has undergone a revolutionary change, the latest attempt
will be no more conclusive than its predecessors.

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This Summer Brings More

Good Music
As far as radio is concerned, 1931 promises to ring up a banner

summer in one important particular: the amount of good music

broadcast.

To be sure, certain highly esteemed features of this type, heard

during the winter, have been discontinued since the arrival of warm
weather. However, the replacements already are compensating for

these losses. Indeed, an unofficial tabulation seems to indicate that

1931 not only will put more good music on the air than any previous

summer, but perhaps even a greater proportion than is heard in the

course of a normal winter season.

In addition to the Saturday series of Boston Pop Concerts and a

similar Sunday afternoon series, NBC is airing the twice-weekly Gold-

man Band Concerts, and is broadcasting the famous Ravinia Orchestra

as well as Prince's Symphonic Ensemble. Columbia's most notable,

but not only contribution to better summer music is the series of Lewi-

sohn Stadium Concerts, heard for the first time over a nation-wide

chain. Comes also the good news that WLW will air the Cincinnati

Zoo Orchestra regularly. And meanwhile, such year-round favorites

as the Stromberc-Carlson and Atwater Kent Programs carry on as usual,

on as usual.

These are merely highspots. But they serve to show that the

summer of 1931 will have a generous share of fine music. And a good

break for the radio audience it is, too.

Up to now, the broadcasters have planned summer programs on the

quaint theory that warm weather makes listeners crave more "hot"

music. Maybe this tried but not true principle finally is bowing to

something nearer the facts.

As far as we have been able to observe, these are that, even in

winter, the broadcast supply of good music does not keep pace with the

demand, and that summer causes no material change in the tastes of

the audience.

If the summer of 1931 is evidence that similar views are beginning

to filter into the studios, it may be more than a banner season. It may
mean that the broadcasting of good music at last has turned the well-

known corner.

Regardless of whether business in general has turned the now well-

known corner, these certainly are boom times for the great contest

industry. Anyone who hath ears and listeneth to radio can scarcely

be unaware of that.

In their big-hearted way. the sDonsors of heaven-knows-how-many

programs are fairly showering prizes on listeners: ginger ale cars,

motor boats, radio sets, books, and vacation trips among other things,

not to forget mere money in cow-choking $10,000-batches. If the bull

market keeps up, the sponsor who does not give away something really

handsome will be black-listed as a piker.

To be sure, these glittering prizes are not handed over just """.the

asking. To win one, you must dash off a knockout slogan, a high-

pressure letter, a smash advertisement, or guess something or other.

But that is no trouble at all. The announceemnts say so quite positively.

With such rich takings to be had for a few minutes of simply fun,

we begin to wonder why anyone bothers to work. By comparison,

investing in sweepstake tickets is the plodder's way.

But why this contest stampede? Some listeners, more curious than

grateful for two-handed generosity, have been asking that prying

question. Just between ourselves, the answer is mail and yet more mail.

To be sure, publicity crowds into the picture too. (Doesnt it

always?) However, the lead role goes to mail.

The one doubt that besets every sponsor is "but how many people

are hearing my program?" The more letters, the more listeners, runs

the accepted dictum. "Therefore," reason the broadcast promoters, "if

we put on a contest that brings in ten times as many letters, this proves

that we have ten times as many listeners."

There is a bare possibility that something else could be said

about that.

Its bright spot is Max
Bendix's band, and a rattling good
one. Of course, there's a historical

sketch, too, if you can find your
way around the "amphitheater of

the air" and what not. But that

band of Max's is a show by itself.

Plenty of Sousa in its programs,
which peeves nobody either.

Yes, and that Manhattan Guards-

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You Should Know- --Ted Husing
Boys who a generation ago

wanted to grow up to be cow-
boys, firemen, or "cops," now
have little boys of their own who
want to be radio announcers.

To the radio listener, the an-
nouncer seems a cross between
the drum major of a college

band, a matinee idol, and the
kind of a fellow who gets passes
to every show from the circus to

Broadway successes. In reality,

a radio announcer who really is

something beside a voice that

reads what someone else writes,

is a hard-working individual who
does about three times as much
work as a man in an office.

Take Ted Husing of the Co-
lumbia Broadcasting System, for
Instance.

Husing is said to be possessed
of more nervous energy than any
other radio announcer. He hasn't
an ounce of fat on his wiry frame
and yet during a football broad-
cast he sheds as much as five to
seven pounds. He never stops
going, never seems fatigued. He
spent the entire night and part of
the next morning before the Taft
funeral broadcast in the morgue
of a Washington newspaper,
gathering data that he considered
absolutely essential for

(

the job
ahead of him. Then he went out
and talked almost steadily for
three hours during Columbia's
report of that moving event.

Last summer he finished three
play-by-play broadcasts of the
international polo matches and
the finals of the men's singles

tennis tournament just in time to
catch a train to Newport for the
broadcasts of the America's Cup
Races. Most of the next six

days he spent, on his feet, on the
bridge of the Coast Guard Cut-
ter "Champlain." Most of the
nights he was tutored by Herbert
Stone, a yachting expert, in the

mysteries and intricacies of
yacht racing. He returned to

New York after that gruelling

schedule, thin and drawn, but full

of enthusiasm and eagerness to
begin preparations for the im-
pending World Series and the
1930 football season.

He is a tyrant with his en-
gineers, an intolerant martinet
with his assistants and co-work-
ers, but they would all cut off an
arm for him, they say. That is

the measure of Ted Husing.

Ted was born Edward Britt

Husing 29 years ago in a town
just nicely inside the border of
the United States—Deming, N.
M., but he moved with his family
to Gloversville, N. Y., where the
Erie Canal and its banks supplied
the background for his early ath-

letic activity. He threw himself,
as he does now, into the thick of

everything, and was the natural

leader of his own gang of kids.

When his family moved to

New York, Ted entered Stuy-
vesant High, where he went in

for basket ball, football, base-
ball and boxing. The war inter-

rupted what vague plans he had
for college. Ted added a few
years to his right age, and al-

though he never saw the West-
ern Front, he did manage to get

near France as Governor's
Island where he was a physical

instructor in the training camp.

The end of the war found Ted
restless and without plans for

the future. The comparatively
dull routine of college did not
hold any appeal and the next few

years he spent playing profes-
sional sports in the fall and win-
ter and roaming the country dur-
ing the summer months, hitch
hiking or riding the rails.

Between then and the time he
was picked from 609 other ap-
plicants as an announcer at WJZ,
he had only about two permanent
iobs. Selling wicker furniture
held his interest for a month or
two, and the only other job was
as a runner with a Wall Street
firm. That lasted for two weeks
at $12 dollars a week. The sec-
ond week he was there, Jess Wil-
lard met Jack Dempsey for the
heavyweight championship of
the world. Ted bet the head of
his firm a week's salary that the
Manassa Mauler would knock
out the hulking cowboy, Willard,
in the fourth round of the fight.

The employer gave him odds of
10 to 1, and Ted quit his job with
$120.

With his immense energy and
concentration Husing learns all

there is to know about any job
that interests him. Announcing
interested him from the start and
it still does. Within six months
after entering radio he was intro-

ducing the President of the
United-States to 50,000,000 peo-
ple. Two weeks before the In-

ternational Matches at Meadow-
brook last summer he had never
seen a polo match. He spent
every free afternoon watching
practice sessions, spent nights in

the public library studying, and
later was able to astonish Her-
bert Reed, who worked with him
during the International Matches,
with his sound knowledge of the

game.
Ted Husing is as much a part

of Broadway as Times Square.
He wears the most astonishing

clothes, including a blue tuxedo
—clothes that would make a ma-
tinee idol look shoddy. If nec-
essary, he can talk at the rate of

300 words a minute.

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Don't Wait for Television
Cincinnati soon may have its first television station. The Crosley

Corporation has asked the Federal Radio Commission to license an
experimental picture transmitter to be located at the Arlington Street

building.

If authorized, this will have the effect of stimulating considerably

Queen City interest in visual broadcasting. But it does not mean that

the purchase of new receivers can or should therefore be put off until

they have "television attachments."
There is no such thing as a "television attachment."

Though they both fall under the head of radio, television and sound
broadcasting are entirely separate and different, from the aerial down.
That is, to see as well as hear a program you must have two receivers:

one of the present-day type for sound, and another special outfit for
sight.

At the risk of appearing to throw cold water, it seems necessary to

point that out at once. Wherever television has been introduced, people
have jumped to the conclusion that they may as well wait to buy re-

ceivers that will incorporate the new development.
The wait promises to be a long one indeed. Several years at least.

Radio simply hase reversed the evolusion of the movies by bringing
out the sound side first. Nobody put off seeing silent films merely
because talkies were on the way. And we should be as sensible about
sight and sound broadcasting.

Television may come. But there is no point in sacrificing full

audible enjoyment of programs meantime, because they can be seen,
too, one of these days.

When television arrives, you will have to have a sound receiver
anyway. It may as well be one that will give you complete satisfaction
now as well as then.

Joseph A. Chambers, technical supervisor of WLW and WSAI,
says the radio company does not expect for one minute to give any
satisfaction to those who would both look and listen. His purpose in
applying for the license is to experiment with television with the idea
of contributing something, perhaps, to the practical perfection of the
development.

Unlike phonograph and radio combination machines in which the
phonograph and radio use the same amplifying equipment, television
equipment and the radio receiver have no possible connection except
that they might possibly be put in the same box, he says, further
emphasizing Radio Dial's attitude that radio listeners must have a good
radio receiver first, when, or if television ever does become practical
for home enjoyment.

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There's No Accounting For Tastes
"There's no accounting for tastes," we say with a complacent shrug

when another's cultural standards are inferior to our own. But every
now and then the pat phrase kicks back in an unexpected twist.

We are thinking of an acquaintance: a mechanic, from a family of
mechanics and farmers. His musical studies—if they can be dignified

by that term—have been limited to a "little red schoolhouse." Accord-
ing to accepted Hoyle, his program preferences should consist of jazz
or old-time tunes, nothing more meaty than military marches or simple
waltzes at best.

Yet the fact is that he is an even more ardent devotee of the classics
than many music-school graduates, jazz he loathes; fiddling, ditto. But
let a symphony orchestra or opera performance get on the air, and he
sits entranced.

Why such tastes in such an individual? (By the way, he is not an
Italian.) Interesting as that question may be to the analyst, his case
raises another more important for broadcasting:, it seems to us.

Can musical tastes be charted accurately according to occupation
education, or financial rating?

The obvious answer of the studios is "yes." A majority of the
people do the work of the world, hold no scholastic degrees, and pay no
income taxes. Therefore, their tastes run to what the average program
provides.

And maybe this neat theory is right. But again, it may be wrong.
Neat theories often crack up in landing on the facts.

Perhaps there are more listeners like our acquaintance than the
broadcasters assume. If there are, the old saw about no accounting
for tastes is a tight shoe on the other foot, viewing programs from the
standpoint of these listeners.

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More Important Than Ever
As far as listener acclaim is concerned, times are not what they used

to be for announcers.
. . .

No longer do a few "it" members of the profession bask in the adora-

tion of worshipping multitudes, like unseen matinee idols. These days

there are too many good announcers, and their work has become too

much a standardized routine. Yet if they have lost something in

glamor, they have come to be still more important cogs of the radio

machine.
What we have in mind is the decisive extent to which they determine

the personality not only of programs, but stations and even networks.

Perhaps you have noticed that. Perhaps, as an example, you have

expressed a preference for a certain station or network, and, when
pinned down to a definite reason, have been surprised to find that it was
because of the announcers.

And at first thought that is considerable of a surprise. Announce-

ments occupy only a small proportion of the total air time. Apparently,

the programs themselves should have much more weight in establishing

this vague but vital quality we call personality. However, the bulk of

that work does fall on the announcers.
Which is further proof of the familiar truth that people react most

fully and definitely to people.
.

For the listener, the announcer is the voice of the station or chain,

and radio has taught us to draw conclusions from voices as we never

did before the loudspeaker era. So we come to know these men whose
voices greet us day after day.

Some we recognize instantly as kindred spirits, speaking our lan-

guage, in our own way. Others leave us unmoved. And still others rub

us the wrong way. It is the old human story of individuals responding
to individuals.

That is why the announcer's new part in the scheme of radio is more
important than his once-accepted function as a mash-note magnet. For
this attribute we call "personality" is the breath and life-blood of

living contact.

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It's a Big World After All
International rebroadcasting is in a bull market. For the past few

months programs reaching American listeners from Europe have been

increasing until they have outgrown the novelty class.

Technically, too, they are improving. In fact, listeners have become
so accustomed to clear over-seas reception that some grumble when it

is below par.

Also, more of these imported programs consist of music, compared
with the speeches which were the rule at first. And that makes for

greater interest.

Now, as the latest step, Columbia announces a comprehensive plan

for sending American programs to Europe as well as receiving Euro-
pean programs here, during the coming winter.

Such an exchange has fine possibilities. There is no question that

radio can be a powerful force in fostering international understanding.
Compared with print, it has the intimacy and directness of the tele-

phone, alongside a letter.

But, small as it seems while you listen to London, Berlin or Paris in

your own home, this is a big old world after all. Which is another way
of saying that time is the one real obstacle to international radio.

For instance, a few years ago somebody suggested a world-wide
broadcast of a Christmas service from Bethlehem. A great idea, it

seemed, till somebody else remembered that Christmas doesn't come at

the same time all over the world.

The same thing on a smaller scale bobs up in trans-Atlantic pro-
grams. Maybe you've noticed that most of them reach us in the after-

noon. That is because it's already night over there. And when you
turn to Australia or China, you bark your shins on yesterday.

Of course broadcasting can take care of these differences in time
by putting on special programs, planned for certain continents. Just
the same, it does make you have more respect for this giddy golfball
when you find that after all it's big enough to be inconvenient, even
for radio.

fresh ideas. The very fact that so many of them are cut to a standard-

ized pattern shows that.

To be fair, it must be said that this is more the fault of the system

than of studio workers themselves. Most program directors and con-

tinuity writers are so busy with routine production that they simplv

have no time for conceiving and developing ideas off the beaten tracK.

Nevertheless, it is becoming more and more plain that original ideas

open up the path along which programs are most likely to make rapid

m
situation is much like that confronted by the movies a few

years ago. Stations have fine equipment, trained artists, and experi-

enced directors, but few striking ideas to make the most of these

splendid facilities. .
.

Faced with the same condition, the movies went out and bought

ideas. Yet so far, the broadcasters' slogan seems to be Millions for

big names and improved transmission, but not a penny for ideas.

This will be changed presently. Competition alone will take care

of that. Engaging a studio full of high-priced headlmers doesn t guar-

antee that a program will be a riot these days. There are too many
high-priced headliners. .

•

So maybe hanging up several thousand dollars in prizes for pro-

gram ideas might be a stroke of "good business" besides a way to start

the ball rolling.

Scattered over the country there are pretty certain to be many
people who can offer original suggestions. And suggestions are

enough. Studio staffs would have to work them up anyway, into broad-

castable form.
What about it, NBC and Columbia, not to mention the countless

sponsors who are dangling juicy prizes for this and that? Shouldn t

it buy some valuable publicity at least?

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It's a Good Way to Hold Back Radio

The Federal Radio Commission is doing a first-class job of holding

back radio. Admittedly, that is a serious charge. Nevertheless it stands

when one considers how the Commission has been stalling off high

P0W
As' far back as the summer of 1930 more than a score of cleared-

channel stations, including WHAS and WSM, applied for permission

to increase their cower to 50,000 watts. If these increases had been

eranted promptly "the new transmitters would be in operation now

living listeners all over the country the benefits of greatly improved

service. But the Commission has chosen simply to stall. Action on the

applications is still as far away as it was when they were filed.

The reasons for such a policy are impossible to fathom. There is no

longer a ghost of an argument against high power. The fine perform-

ance of WLW, WENR and WTAM alone has taken the whole matter

out of the debatable class.
,

-

Indeed there is ample argument for increasing cleared-channei

power considerably above 50,000 watts. Poland already has a 120 000-

watt station, and several 75,000-watt stations are operating successfully

in Europe. Yet the United States, which is supposed to lead the world

in broadcasting cannot have all the 50,000-watt stations it needs, be-

cause the Commission still thinks in terms of 1926-7 receivers.

It is as futile as any other attempt to halt the irresistible march of

progress. Sooner or later, every cleared-channei station will use a

minimum of 50,000 watts, through recourse to the courts if nothing else.

But meantime, listeners are the real victims of the Commission s stalling,

by being denied the service which broadcasters are eager to give them.

Here in the Ohio Valley, for example, WHAS and WSM even now
could be providing the same sort of high-grade coverage which WLW
is furnishing. Multiply this by a dozen similar instances the country

over, and one begins to get an idea of the heavy price the radio audience

is paying for the Commission's benighted notions.

It is not a flattering commentary on the body which is charged with

administering radio in the public interest. But it is at least consistent,

if that is a virtue.

his first song. It was written for

a Shubert show at the Old Win-
ter Garden and netted the author

$7.37. After he graduated the

Shuberts offered him a job and
he contributed many tunes and
lyrics to their productions. His
first big hit was "Bye-lo."

The war caught Ray and he

managed to wriggle into the Mili-

Then
after the war he came back to

George M. Cohan
discovered him and he worked
for Cohan for a year.

At this time of year people are noticing signs of approaching Fall.

So let us point out a portent as infallible as the proverbial frost on
the pumpkin.

If, some crisp Sunday about noon, you chance to see a radio fan

•staggering downstairs, a light of high accomplishment banishing the

sleep fog from his eyes, and chanting a litany of unfamiliar call-letters,

be sure that both autumn and the DX season are here.

It is a spectacle you may witness any week-end now, and which will

be repeated many times before spring comes again. For, like the

reports of Mark Twain's death, the passing of distance-fishing has been
very much exaggerated.

Despite frequent and impressive burials, interest in distance recep-
tion is not only still alive, but bigger and better than ever. And rightly
so, we think.

True, it is no longer radio's major appeal, as it was back in the early
days. Programs have stepped into first place. Nevertheless, the not
always gentle art of fetching them in from the great open spaces re-

mains the fascinating sport of dialing.

A fine sport it is, too. One pits his skill and patience against the
whims of nature and obstacles of man's devising; moreover, with the
spice of competition to spur him on.

Doubtless also, no small part of distance-getting's appeal is that it

gratifies the wanderlust latent in all of us. At any rate, regardless
of why, DX is flourishing rather than languishing. There is conclusive
evilence of that on every side.

The development of more sensitive receivers, coupled with improve-
ments in broadcasting, has done much to stimulate interest recently.
And now, to make the distance-seeker's joy complete, comes the a. c.

short-wave receiver, permitting direct trans-oceanic reception as well
as the usual trans-continental jaunts.

Verily, many hours of precious sleep will be lost these next few
months while the static-fighters listen raptly to strange call-letters being
wafted from the far places. But the price will not be too high. There
is nothing, in or out of radio, quite like the pleasure of DX.

In politics there is a saying that "as Maine goes, so goes the coun-
try." If that familiar dictum holds for broadcasting as well as ballots,
the Pine Tree State may be pioneering a new era in radio.

Maine, as you probably know, is airing a bi-weekly program overWLW (Tuesday, Thursday at 8 p. m.). designed to sell its attractions
as a hunting and fishing paradise.

This looks to be another innovation that can be credited to the
Pine Tree State. Several of the commonwealths now are using their
automobile license tags as traveling billboards. But, as far as we can
learn, Maine is the first to take to the air medium as a full-fledged
commercial sponsor.

If others follow suit, as they well may, the possibilities thus opened
up promise to be interesting indeed. Instead of listening to programs
peddling the wares of various manufacturers, we may presently hearken
to features extolling the respective merits of the 48 states. And what
intriguing merits they can offer!

For instance, Nevada has a talking point that ought to be sure-fire
for a series of gripping radio dramas. Program-building, of course,
does not fall within our province. But even a novice can see that
Happy Days Are Here Again" is the made-to-order theme tune for a

program sponsored by this "free state."

Yes, there is just a chance that, under sufficient sales pressure, Cali-
fornia might be persuaded to overcome its inherent modesty and devote
a moment of its air time to mentioning the climate. And naturally, if
California went into broadcasting, Florida would try to air something
a shade bigger and better. Consider, too, the gorgeous competitive
show Oklahoma and Texas could put on, with the recent bridge war
as a starter. &

Truly, Maine may have started something when it crashed the
ranks of commercial sponsors.

Sunday is another of radio's semi-annual moving days. For, with New

York and Chicago reverting to standard time after their summer fling

at saving daylight, chain programs will fall an hour later here.

The immediate result will be another period of confusion, the reverse

of that which beset dialing last April. Instead of being an hour late,

listeners will find themselves an hour too early for their favorite network
features unless they jog their memories by referring to Radio Dial's pro-

gram listings.

Which is, of course, nothing new. The same story has been repeated

more and more irritatingly every year since chain programs became a

factor in broadcasting. But the fact that nothing has been done about it

is news, albeit of an unwelcome sort.

There is no doubt that scheduling network programs on the basis of

daylight-saving time inconveniences many more people than it accom-
modates. Further, the number of those inconvenienced is increasing as

the chains expand. That of itself should call for a prompt and satis-

factory solution. Yet the networks cling to daylight-saving as if New
York and Chicago make up the only audience to be considered.

Such a short-sighted policy simply cannot survive. One of these days
the protests of listeners and outlet station directors will force National

and Columbia to bow to the principle of the greatest good to the greatest

number. But just when that day will some, we hesitate to predict.

Listeners have been speaking their minds these several years. The
dissatisfaction of member station directors, too, has reached the stage of

near rebellion. And still the chains persist in the futile attempt to have
the tail wag the dog.

However, a change will come. That is an ultimate certainty; aside
from any considerations of justice, because the New York and Chicago
audiences are becoming less and less important as the networks grow.

Meantime, the most useful suggestion we can offer is to consult Radio
Dial's program listings more carefully than usual for the next couple of
weeks. It will minimize the confusion of radio's fall moving.

YOU SHOULD KNOW—
Bradley Kincaid, the Mountain Boy

Although Bradley Kincaid, the mountain boy of WLW, receives

some 100,000 letters a year from nis radio audience, ms most en-

thusiastic listeners are his twin daughters, Barbara and Allyne, aged
two and a half. They have learned to tell time on their clock radio

set so that they will know just when Daddy is on the air. They're
real radio babies. Barbara Allen was to have been the name of the
Kincaid daughter because "Barbara Allen" is the ballad with which
Bradley first won radio fame. When the baby appeared as twins,
the name was divided, altered a little, and shared. Their baby
brother, named William Bradley for his father, has been nicknamed
"Billy Boy" after another of Bradley's mountain songs.

"From rags to riches" would be the

true though trite title for a story of

Bradley Kincaid whose mountain
songs and ballads, sung to the music
of his "hound dawg guitar," have
brought him fame and comfortable
financial success.

A little more than 30 years ago, he
was born in Point Lovell, Ky., on the
edge of the Cumberland Mountains.
the fourth of eight children of Will-
iam and Elizabeth Hurd Kincaid. For
19 years he lived the poking life of a
typical mountain boy, now and then
raising a patch of tobacco of his own,
helping his father scratch out a living

from the soil, and only once in a great
while going five miles to school for
the short term the fields allow to
education.

HOUND DOG GUITAR
In those years he learned to play

the "hound dawg guitar," so-called in

the Kincaid family because the father
one night had traded one of his favor-
ite foxhounds to a negro for the in-
strument. He learned to sing the
mountain songs that had been part of
the hill knowledge ever since the first

pioneers came west to settle Kentucky.
At the age nf If), he was a good-

looking, easy-going boy with little am-
bition, but three terms of schooling,
and only a voracious anpetite for read-
ing to make him different from the
other hoys in the neighborhood. Then
a revival came to Point Lovell. Brad-
Icy and his "gang" spent the week
pestering" the preacher, making his
work hard for him. The last day of
the meeting, thev had run out of mis-
chief. A friend persuaded Bradley to
eo into the revival with him. Bradley
did. Fictionlike as the story seems
he got religion." At anv rate, a
change of some sort came over him
and from that minute on, he savs he
was inspired with the determination to
get an education.

GRAMMAR SCHOOL
That fall fount] him hiking the 20

miles to Berea. Ky., to enter the sixth

grade of school (at the age of 19!)
and to earn his way by "hopping bells"

at the Berea hotel after school. He
finished at the age of 21 and went to

France as a recruit in the World War.
At the end of the war. he went back
to Berea and went through high school,
still working his way, and this time
doing a little singing to help, for he
had a splendid voice. He aspired to be
a concert singer when he was through
with his education.
Remember, he was about 24 when he

finished high school, so it wasn't any
especial precocity on his part that he
fell in love with the high school music
teacher. Miss Irma Foreman, and mar-
ried her the summer he graduated.
For two years they worked in the
Kentucky state Y. M. C. A. to earn
enough money for Bradlev's first year
in the Y. M. C. A. college in Chicago.
They both worked then for the four
years of his college course. One of
his jobs was singing in the Y. quartet
at Station WLS. That paid him $10
every week, and that's all he thought
about it for he had "mike fright" and
wouldn't have snug on radio except for
the extra money he needed.

WLS BARN DANCE
Ultimately, a friend told the man-

ager of WLS that Bradley knew some
mountain ballads, but it took a whole
summer to persuade him to sing one of
them on the air. He finally tried out
on the Saturday night National Barn
Dance and was hired to sing every
other week. He traded his typewriter
for a guitar and practiced all the bal-
lads he knew, for here was another
way to earn money. Soon WLS put
him on the air every Saturday night.
hut it didn't occur to hint that he might
be popular until WLS began giving
him bushel baskets full of letters.
Those letters begged for copies of

his songs until he decided to risk hav-
ing a song book printed. Before the
book was off the press, the first edition
was sold and the book was paid for
Since then he has published four song
book? and has sold more than 2.

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Sport Gets the Spotlight
Probably about the time this reaches you, your loudspeaker, along

with thousands of others, will be declaiming something like "Low and
on the outside for ball two." Which is a dependable sign that the World
Series has the country by the ears. And when it is over, successive

Saturday afternoons will find these same loudspeakers intoning "Third
and three on the 26-yard-line," and similar gridiron jargon.

Truly this is a big season for sports broadcasting. From now until

mid-December more people the country over will hear more radio descrip-

tions of athletic contests than during all the remainder of the year.

It is almost superfluous to remark that that is a fine break for radio

and the radio audience. In vividness, drama, and thorough grasp of

details, the only thing better than a well-handled sports broadcast is actual

attendance. Moreover, the running radio account can be enjoyed in the
comfort of one's home, regardless of distance. We mention all this simply
because some listeners seem to take it for granted.

But broadcasting is also a fine break for sport itself. Instead of cutting
down attendance, it has stimulated the desire to see ?ames in person.
Which rn;iv seem a paradox, yet is a fact.

Take boxing as an apt example. There is no doubt that nation-wide
broadcasting was a powerful factor in whetting public interest to the
point that made possible the million-dollar gates of the Dempsey-Tunney-
Rickard days. True, the magnates of fistianna had a different idea. They
even tried to ban broadcasting. But they have seen the light. These days
they have a hearty welcome for radio as an aid in reviving interest in
the moribund ring game.

Football too has profited much from radio. Thousands of people
without previous gridiron enthusiasm have been drawn to stadiums
through hearing broadcasts of college games.

And baseball repeats the story. Last year some of the diamond treas-
urers advocated the banning of broadcasting in the interests of the box-
office. But Judge Landis and the clearer heads vetoed the suggestion.
They were right. In fact, if any charge is to be levied at all it should be
made by the stations, for broadcasting the World Series is baseball's best
advertisement.

All of which is one of those rare arrangements, advantageous to every

Another Swing May Be Starting
Announcement that two series of full-length symphony programs will

take the air during the coming week is more than an item of interest to
devotees of serious music. It is slight yet hopeful evidence that the
tyranny of time over programs may be cracking.

Ever since broadcasting became commercialized, critics have been
railing against this domination. They have pointed out that, from an
artistic standpoint, cramming a symphony program into the arbitrary
limit «f 30 or even 60 minutes is as disastrous as telescoping a Shakes-
peare play into a single act.

And now come two series of full-length symphonic programs as their
reward. One will comprise weekly concerts by the New York Philhar-
monic Orchestra, beginning Sunday afternoon (Columbia over WKRC),
while the other will consist of six concerts by the Philadelphia Orchestra,
beginning Monday evening, under the Philco colors (also Columbia over
WKRC).

There is pretty general agreement that symphonic music is at its best
only when it is free from cramping time limitations. That was proved
last winter by Columbia's first broadcasts of the Philharmonic. But we
behove also that hard-and-fast time limits on certain other tyoes of pro-
grams are about due for shaking off.

There are multiplying indications that the craze for brevity has gone
as far as it can safely. Granted, it has been highly beneficial in some
way s- However, in others it is already working a definite hardship.

The fact is that the program itself, not the sponsor's appropriation
for air time, determines the proper length. In other words, some pro-
grams are natural 15-minute affairs, while others simply must have 30 60
or even 90 minutes to do themselves justice. And here is the important
point: the difference is pretty likely to be between casual diversion and
firmly sustained interest.

If broadcasting is to be something more than audible vaudeville (with
the audience consequences that implies) it will have to offer more of these
sustained interest features. So perhaps the pendulum already is beginning
to swing in that direction. If so, it is not too soon.

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What Daytime Programs Need
News that the National Broadcasting Company is carrying out ambi-

tious improvements in daytime programs on its Red network calls fresh,

albeit questioning, attention to what takes the air between dawn and dusk.

For the past year or two it has been evident that the better broad-

casters have been trying to develop their daytime schedules, chiefly to

relieve the overcrowding of sponsor accounts in the evening hours. Already

some really notable features are being presented during daylight. But

It is also obvious that considerable remains to be done. The question is

what direction shall these further improvements take.

Venturing an answer, we should say that what daytime programs need

most is the encouragement of more discriminating listening.

Too many of the broadcasters, we have reason to believe, are being

misled by the number of receivers which run continuously from morning

till night. They take it for granted that in each case this means eight or

ten or twelve hours of listening. But the fact is that it means nothing

of the sort.

If our observation means anything, a good deal more actual daytime

listening is done in homes where receivers run for fewer hours. And the

reason is that programs are chosen more discriminatingly.

True, the same thing holds for evening programs as well. But it has

to be taken into account still more in daytime offerings because they must
meet much stiffer competition from other activities.

A woman who lets her receiver run unheeded while she goes shopping

or calling on a neighbor (and how many do!) certainly cannot be counted

as good a listener as a woman who singles out only a half hour of broad-

casting, then gives it her attention.

And right there is the choice of an audience the broadcasters have to

make in planning their daytime programs. On the one hand is the type

of so-called listener who uses radio for little more than a silence-killer.

On the other is the listener who selects certain programs because they

are worth hearing.
It begins to look more and more as if the success of daytime programs

depends directly on whether the broadcasters are satisfied to have the

casual notice of one, or seek to win the discriminating attention of the

second.

Commander Ellsberg

Story of
Commander Edward Ellsberg, whose

work in directing the raising of the
submerged U. S. Submarine S-51 won
for him world-wide praise and the Dis-
tinguished Service Medal, will take
part in a radio dramatization of "On
the Bottom," his own story of the fatal

submerging and salvaging of the S-51.

The drama will be presented over
the Columbia network and WKRC in

two episodes of the "Romances of the
Sea," The first will be this Sunday
(October 25) and the second on Sun-
day, November 1, both at 9 :30 p. m.

Ellsberg, who was elevated to the
rank of Commander by a special act
of Congress in 1929 for his heroic work
in connection with the raising of the
S-51 and the salvage operations on the
S-4, will tell the story of the submerg-
ing of the S-51 by the steamship "The
City of Rome" 150 miles at sea and
the heroic work of the men aboard the
Fulton, the vessel sent to the rescue.

Commander Ellsberg has contributed
to leading periodicals, and "On the
Bottom," his story of the S-51, was
translated into Danish, Argentine and
Spanish. His other books arc "Thirty
Fathoms Deep" and "Salvage Opera-
tions on the S-51."

Ellsberg is the inventor of an under-
water torch for cutting steel and is the
designer of the system now used by
the United States Navy in the salvag-
ing of submarines.

This is a plea for better commer-

cial programs.
Commercial programs as they are

presented today depend on two

things for their appeal. First ;f the

sponsor has enough money, famous

names are hired to put the program

over, and by putting it over the spon-

sor does not mean making the pro-

gram a success as a radio program,

but simply attracting listeners—and

there is a vast difference. Second

the sponsor demands that his pro-

gram be popular in appeal. Classics

to a commercial program mean Vic-

tor Herbert and Rudolph Friml.

There is no good reason why this

should be. Both the chains and the

independent stations are offering ex-

cellent sustaining programs, that

wise sponsors should seize as quickly

as possible. One of the most out-

standing of these is Harbor Lights

a blue net work Sunday evening fea-

ture. There is no end to the really

fine list of sustaining programs that

go along vindicating radio, while

the commercials offer their jazz and

farce comics to null it down to the

level of a tabloid or comic sheet.

Is it any wonder that the radio pub-

lic resents radio advertising? Let

the commercial sponsors present

really fine programs instead of hir-

ing the largest jazz orchestras and

the latest night club entertainers,

and radio advertising will progress

mightily. When this occurs pro-

gram directors will no longer be

afraid to offer new music— thou-

sands of selections that have never

been used on the air, because the

sponsors demanded "familiar" selec

tions. Here we find the real reason

for radio occasionally going stale

and monotonous.

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THE CHAINS GO FORTH TO WAR
Some of the most interesting radio news simply has to be glimpsed

jetween the lines of official statements. That is not peculiar to radio, of

course. It is pretty much the same elsewhere. But the observation has

particular point just now as a clew to the clash between the two country-

wide broadcasting chains.

Most listeners know that National and Columbia are business competi-

tors. They have noted the results of their spirited bidding for artists and
sponsor patronage. On several occasions when both the networks have

covered big events they have even had an inkling that the rivalry is not

altogether good-natured. However, it is only recently that the moves in

the game have become sufficiently open to permit the bystander to gather

that a struggle for supremacy in the broadcasting field is being waged
behind the scenes,

Yhese contemporaneous moves have the affiliation of important sta-

tions as their immediate objective. Not so long ago NBC announced, with

thinly veiled elation, that it had acquired an interest in WMAQ, heretofore

a Columbia pillar of strength in Chicago. Now Columbia announces, also

with thinly veiled elation, that it has retaliated by enlisting V7GN, for

several years one of the NBC's Chicago stalwarts.

Superficially, this attack and counter-attack may seem just the latest

chapter in the Windy City's confused radio history. But there is good
reason to conclude that the Chicago skirmish is rather the open phase of

a fight being waged vigorously along pretty much the whole broadcast-

ing front.

The chains are out for blood. Such news as filters through closed
headquarters doors makes that plainer from day to day. And the hearten-

ing part of it all is that the scrap is an "even Steven" affair.

There can be no doubt that chain programs have played the major
part in the development of broadcasting. Moreover, there is every indica-

tion that they will continue to do so. Accordingly, in the interests of the
listening public, it is vital that there shall be just the sort of keen com-
petition now being witnessed.

Radio Dial therefore wishes both sides just enough luck to keep the
battle a draw. That way, not in a sweeping victory for one or the other,

lies the assurance of progressively better broadcasting service, desired by
Mr. and Mrs. Listener, who—and this is not incidental either—make the
whole interesting show possible.

Lloyd are one of the few radio acts who dress "in character" for

their broadcasts—probably a habit acquired from their many years'
stage experience. In addition to the nightly programs, they are
heard every morning except Sunday from 8:15 to 8:45 over WKRC,
presenting songs and jokes and innumerable numbers from their

"Grab Bag" of requests.

Although he hasn't been on the air in this man's town in some time,

Henry Fillmore's dog Mike is still a happy memory to radio listeners.

They'd delight in seeing him at Fillmore's music store on Elm street which
he visits about twice a week. The other day he was lying on top of the

papers on Henry's desk, disconsolately waiting for his master to return

from a few minutes outside the office. He wouldn't even woof. Like Otto
Gray's police dog Rex (Oklahoma cowboy band, you know), Mike wears
a jewel-studded harness as befitting his dignity as a radio and vaudeville

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WHAT PRICE RADIO ENTERTAINERS?
How much is a broadcasting h;adliner worth? This man-sized and

perhaps meddlesome question has been brought up recently by more
than a common crop of stories regarding what the air stars draw at

the cashier's window.
To mention only a few current quotations on the talent market, a

young crooner is said to pocket *2500 a week for appearing on a

nightly chain program. Another vocalist of the same persuasion raises

the ante to $3000. And a well-known stage star nicks the payroll to

the reported extent of $7000 for one weekly turn as master of cere-

monies.
Doubtless it is hard for those of us who are struggling with a 10-

letter-word meaning lack of prosperity to consider such princely in-

comes impartially. Some will contend that these headliners simply

do not earn what they receive. Others will retort that it's not the

listeners' business anyway; that the sponsors pay the bills.

But we are not sure that it is not the listeners' business.

It is a significant fact that, with few exceptions, the four-figure weekly
stipends go to performers whose work falls in the popular class.

True, the same thing holds in many other fields besides radio.. Never-

theless, this condition is certain to have a definite, if somewhat indirect

effect on what the listener hears.

It puts before many a young artist these two alternatives: develop-

big some catchy trick that will mean big rewards quickly, or taking

the longer, harder road to sound artistic success. That is not just a

theory. It is a difficult choice on which hangs, not merely individual

careers, but the character of radio programs.
For, as promising youngsters take the enticing short cut—and many

arc_the difficulty of finding artists able to do something more sub-

stantial increases.

However, another practical consideration may check this swing

before it goes too far. The popular stars enjoy corpulent incomes while

they are in their hey-day. But their twinkling is comparatively brief.

Listeners whose radio memories date back three or four years can

think of performers who were sensations then but who have passed into

oblivion long since. On the other hand, many an artist comparatively

obscure then is still drawing a weekly pay check. If the facts could

be compiled they probably would show that the total earnings of these

more consistent performers are larger than those of the temporary
"it" names.

That should be something for ambitious youngsters to ponder.

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AT LAST THE COMMISSION
GETS HARDBOILED

Believe it or not, the Federal Radio Commission at last is Betting
hardboiled.

Those who have been following the vacillating career of broad-
casting s governing body will understand the allusion to Ripley readily
enough. And for the benefit of others it may be worth while to explain
that until the past few weeks the F. R. C's. record has been conspicuous
chiefly for agile side-stepping.

In its administration, the F. R. C. has demonstrated the amazing
ability to make mountains of molehills and molehills of mountains.
The reasons are several and depressing, ranging all the way from
Washington red tape to practical politics. At any rate, it is no trick
lo pin an indictment of spinelessness on the Commission.

But during the past few weeks the story is different; astonishingly
different. For in that time the F. R. C. has ordered off the air no less
than eight stations for the heretofore only euphoneous reason of failing
to serve the "public interest, convenience and necessity."

Moreover, these death warrants have a certain local interest.
Among the eight condemned stations are WCHI and WJAZ, Chicago,
which divide time with WCKY. Their passing gives the Covington
transmitter free run of the 1490 kc. channel.

Of course, it is likely that the whole matter will be put through
the slow-grinding mill of the courts. Some of the disillusioned by-
standers doubtless will remark, too, that the Commission is only four
years late making a start at separating the sheep from the goats.

Nevertheless, the recent executions look to be something more than
just another passing fit of bad temper at Washington. The best reason
for surmising that is the discernible anxiety among certain of the
broadcasters about where the axe will fall next.

So maybe, after all its nimble ducking, the Commission finally has
decided to get hardboiled. If it has, if moreover it stays hardboiled,
and about the really important issues, the prospects for better broad-
casting are decidedly better.

For—again believe it or not—there is one thing a station manager
fears more than a commercial client's wrath; and that is the loss of his
transmitting license.

J. A. Chambers, chief

engineer of the Crosley stations, re-

ports that alterations to the WSAI
antenna at Mason, O., now throw

the most of its signal strength in a

southernly direction, making it more
audible to Cincinnati listener!.
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TAKES ITSPORT BROADCASTING
ON THE CHIN

Sports broadcasting has taken it on the chin twice during the last

couple of weeks. The first jolt came when Judge Landis, ozar of the

diamond, decreed that future World Series games shall be radioed only

by qualified baseball experts. And the second half of the "one-two"
landed when Harvard banned Ted Husing from the Crimson stadium
because the Columbia wordster applied the term "putrid" to Barry
Wood's work in the Dartmouth game.

Obviously, these two incidents are related only in that they concern
sports broadcasting.

The Husing affair may seem to hinge on whether Wood's work really

was "putrid." But actually the question raised is whether a sports an-

nouncer shall speak his mind honestly, or confine himself to remarks
inoffensive to the members of the two teams; which is simply the ancient

freedom of the press issue in radio clothes.

If a sportj announcer is to serve the listening public he certainly

cannot be shackled by any such implied censorship. So it is to be hoped
that the Harvard authorities will see what a dangerous precedent they
are establishing, and revoke the ban on Ted.

The Landis decree raises no such issue of principle. But it does open
up a question even more live.

The Judge speaks the convictions of many listeners when he char-
acterizes much of the baseball announcing on the networks as unin-

formed and careless. He might have added that much of the chain
football announcing is guilty on the same counts. It is not necessary
for one of the networks to declare the frank policv of making sports
announcing entertaining first, and technically complete or correct only
incidentally. That has been too apparent for a long time to anyone with
a smattering of sports lore.

Judge Landis now demands that this arrangement shall be changed,
that the emphasis shall be placed on technical accuracy and complete-
ness. And in this stand, it is safe to assume that he has the hsarty
support of all real sports followers. Moreover, these fans who know
their sports "onions" make up the real audience of baseball and football
broadcasting.

There is where the radio moguls have slipped up. Listeners wha
merely want something entertaining may be beguiled for a few innings
or a quarter. But only the honest-to-goodness fan sticks till the last

man is out or the final gun.
So the white-haired czar of baseball may be doing a real service for

listeners who want their sports broadcast as sports. It looks that way
now, at any rate.

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A STRIKING TECHNICAL
IMPROVEMENT

Save for the obvious item of increased transmitter power, most of

the successive improvements in the technical department of broadcasting

are likely to be taken pretty much for granted by the average listener.

But one recent improvement is so striking that it is already the subject

of widespread and enthusiastic interest among listeners who ordinarily

care nothing about technicalities.

We are referring to the new electro-dynamic microphone used to

broadcast the first two concerts by the Philadelphia Symphony Orches-

tra over the Columbia System and WKRC.
As might be gathered from its name, this new microphone (devel-

oped by the Western Electric Laboratories) employs the same basic

principle on which the familiar dynamic loudspeaker operates. But what
it does, rather than how it does it, is causing the wave of enthusiastic

Interest.

For one thing, it makes possible a considerable improvement in

tonal fidelity. That was evident to any listener with an ear for quality,

who heard the Stokowski concerts. The reason is a virtually uniform
response over the whole band of audible frequencies from 20 to 10,000

cycles.
However, a still more important improvement is the wide volume

range the new microphone can handle. Any musically-minded listener

who heard the two Philadelphia programs cannot have failed to note
that, instantly and gratefully.

With the condenser type microphone, standard equipment for the

past several years, the volume level in the studio must be held within

rather narrow limits. Fortissimos have to be throttled down and
pianissimos built up, until the heart is pretty much ironed out of the

music, particularly if it is the better sort. But this deadly flatness is

eliminated with the dynamic microphone.
It has the extraordinary volume range of 40 decibels; or, in non-

technical language, a power variation of 1 to 10,000. Sforzandi can be
played as scored. Pianissimos come through as they should, and
fortissimos have to be shaded only a trine.

In short, this new dynamic microphone sounds like the nearest
approach to hearing a concert in person which broadcasting technique
has made thus far. It should be as much of a boon to harassed con-
ductors as it is to the listeners who demand that certain something that
makes programs live.

Probably it will be some little time before the new equipment comes
into general use. But, judging by the first two trials, it cannot be too
soon. For example, we are impatient to hear a Sousa broadcast so han-
dled. With the dynamic microphone the result should be more of the
•tuff that makes Sousa Sousa in person, but somehow has been conspic-
uous for its absence via radio thus far.
