“The management regrets to announce that owing to the sudden Indisposition 
of Madame Calve she will be unable to appear for a few days. Miss May Irw'in 
and Miss Jose Collins have been engaged to replace Madame Calve.” 

Really this new dignity should console Mr. Albee for the sleepless nights 
which have been the lot of his booking staff the past few weeks. It was not 
only at the Palace 'Theater that such' a sign was revealed to the public this 
week. In Baltimore the Cyclonic Eva Tanguay, who has developed all of the 
frailties of the divas of old. also capitulated in the face of a .jold-out audito¬ 
rium for both holiday performances. 

The next move In order will be “the house physician,” whose province it 
is to decide on the legitimacy of the Ills of the $3,000 a week stars, and when 
that official has established the high discipline characteristic of grand opera 
Mr. Albee will probably call in the services of Max Hirsch, the venerable an¬ 
nouncer, who, for twenty-six years, held the office of “operatic coroner.” All 
that vaudeville now needs is the inspiring .spectacle of Max Hirsch on lt.s 
stage. Max would get a round of applause, even when he announced that In¬ 
stead of Melba singing Miss Adams would oblige. Ye.s, Max Is beaded for the 
Palace Theater. His advent will mark the very last word in vaudeville’s uplift.

Milton and Sargent Aborn did not take very long to decide their course, 
following the premature closing of the Century Opera Company. As was In¬ 
dicated In this department six weeks ago, the Impresarios are going straight 
back to that phase of their operations which was interrupted when the City 
Club engaged them to direct the organization, for It is no secret that they did 
not have faith in two-dollar-a-seat opera, particularly In New York. 

It was Percy Williams who gave the Messrs. Aborn their first opportunity 
to present opera at popular prices. Each summer he paid them a large 
guarfintee for an extended season at the Orpheum Theater In Brooklyn, and 1 
the outcome was such from the very outset that they did not have to look 1 
further than to the vaudeville managers with whom they had been affiliated 
through Milton Aborn’s vaudeville agency. 

Now the Aborns have taken up with E. F. Albee a similar arrangement 
by which they will inaugurate at the Boston Theater on April 5 a season of 
opera, which, it Is hoped, will he .so prolonged th-at the glories of “the Castle 
Square” will be perpetuated. There Is surely no playhouse better adapted to 
low-priced grand opera than the historic Boston Theater. Here, with a 
capacity of nearly 3,000, the .Aborns hope to establish themselves perma¬ 
nently. also planning to present opera simultaneously In a half dozen cities. 

On the results attained In Boston will depend the future attitude of E. F. 
Albee and A. Paul Keith. They are In a position to convert not a few of their 
theaters Into permanent operatic “stock” Institutions. 'The deal with the 
Aborns has long been expected by those in the know. It wa.s with the late 
B. F. Keith that Milton Aborn started In the days of the continuous perform¬ 
ance. Mr. Keith always felt a great pride in .Aborn’s rise, coming from 
Florida in his yacht to attend the premier at the Century Opera House. 
Between the acts In the foyer there was a general reunion. Mr. Albee was 
present and then and there It was decided that at the first opportunity some 
such deal as ha.s just been effected would be the means of bringing them 
together, perhaps for all time. 

Milton Al>orn is in a .“trong position Just now to carry out his long- 
cherished plan of a chain of opera ho^ises. He knows that two-dollar opera 
is as far away from the masses as five-dollar opera, and, given a large seating 
capacity, he l*elleves he can present as good opera at a dollar as the Century 
organization gave, p<‘rhapa better, for now he has the choice of artists here 
and abroad at the salaries he can afford to pay.

It is a long time since such en¬ 
thusiasm prevailed at a matinee. Now Trovatore Is scheduled for all four of 
the subscription nights In different weeks. The advance sales Indicate that, 
like Faust and Carmen, the old standby is still all-compelling. 

But Gatti had a still bigger card to play at the night performance. Here¬ 
tofore Geraldine Farrar has been literally wasted by being cast always with 
Caruso, who could fill the opera house without another celebrity In the cast 
hence it was indeed a test of the diva’s drawing power when Gatti announced 
To.sca a.s an extra performance. If Farrar could fill the big opera house with 
out the aid of the large subscription it would prove that it was poor policy to

New York, March 8.—The retention of Mme. Calve a.s the headliner for a 

second week a^aln changed the character of the Palace audie>noe Monday after¬ 

noon, and some singers who have passed muster hitherto were deplorably 

exposed by the silence of the musically wise majority of the capacitjy congrega¬ 

tion. The show played altogether differently than programmed. With Calve 

among those present It was conspicuously noticable that several of the turns 

essayed opera grand, mediocre and worse, without robbing the star of her 

honors. Based upon the presumption that ('alve has value as a star to draw 

people to the house who do not ordinarily attend vaudeville performances, the 

opinion might be ventured that the regular vaudeville acts were not so ap¬ 

propriately chosen as last week, when everything went with a whirl, contra-st- 

Ing strongly with some of this week’s .specialties. Both Hines and Fox and 

Harry Tlghe, with the supply of popular songs never so abundant, chose the 

same song for use In their offerings, and It was further remarkable that they 

should hit upon that battle scarred veteran from the trenches of Boostvllle. 

When You Are a Long Way From Home, to weary their listeners during an 

afternoon of vocal effulgence. 

No. 1—The ^ea^st-^^elig pictures opened and were again applauded by 

the strangers to vaudeville. 

No. 2—^Terada Brothers opened the show with some remarkably graceful 

and skilled displays of pole-balancing, the final routine wherein the under¬ 

stander supported his partner by merely a .shoulder balance, while some 

daring and skillful poising was underlay near the fliea marking the act as an 

exception among its kind. 

No. 3—Hines and Fox scored an early hit, despite the fact that their as¬ 

signment to an early spvot would normally Injure the chances of less clever 

artists. They cleaned up In great shape on their vocal abilities, and the clever 

comedy efforts of Harry Hines registered the laughing hit of the early hours 

of the show. 

No. 4—Claude Ollllngwater and the Beautiful Kdith lAle rep€»ated the 

great artistic success they scored when they last presented here Wives of the 

Rich, one of the best dramatic acta ever shown in vaudeville. The cleverness 

of the principals and their excellent support won three enthusiastically de¬ 

manded curtains. 

. No. 6—This was one of the toughest propositions Belle Baker ever has en¬ 

countered. The majority of the audience came to hear Calve and sat Im¬ 

movable through the demonstration of boosting that the Strand Theater 

Music Trust tried to negotiate. The musically wise refused^ In short, to be 

stampeded and the workers In the vineyard of boostologj' failed to ring the 

celebrated welkin, despite valiant crashlngs of the Zinc Mlta Ml.-^s Baker was 

true to her trust, devoted herself exclusively to Irving Berlin’s compositions and 

deserves the condolences that usually accrue from music publishing loyalty. 

About two people In each row in two-thirds of the orchestra under ob.servatlon 
seemed to appreciate Miss Baker’s song selections, but the total of her ac¬ 
complishments gave Calve nothing to worry about. 

No. 6—'Lulu Olaser entered vaudeville, and brought very little to bear upon 
the situation aside from natty appearance in boy’s clothes and the reptwduction 
of her Dolly Varden costuming to finish off her wobbly sketch with song. There 

had been considerable vocalizing up that time and the best was yet to come. 

INTERMISSION.

office of Public Defender It will probably be of Interest to note that on 
P'ebruary 12, 1915, the lawyers of Orange County, composing the 
Orange County Bar .Xssoclatlon, by a vote of 24 to 2, asked the county 
representatives In the State Legislature not only to bring about the 
passage of the Public Defender law. but make a special effort to have 
it apply to Orange County. 

The bill now pending before the California Legislature provides 
for the office of Public Defender in each of the ten most populous 
counties. Orange County is fourteenth on the list. The Orange 
County Bar Association wants to have the office in still other counties 
so that Orange County will have a Public Defender. Orange Oiunty is 
one of the counties near Los Angeles County.

friend In 1AM. lie was first employed in a 
drug store in New Y'ork, then entered a de¬ 
partment store In Chicago, and, subsequently, 
worked fer a slior time on a farm in South 
Dakota. Returning to Chicago be obtalneil a 
position with the firm of Butler Brothers, with 
whom he remained for several yeara, and later 
be was employed successfully as a ls>okkee|>er 
In tbe wholesale Jewelry firm of L. Heller 
k Co., clerk in the stock yards fur Nelson 
Morris St Co., a^d clerk with the wholesale 
Jewelry firm of Otto Y'oung St Co. In 1A94 be 
Went to Oshkosh, Wla., as bookkeeiwr for a 
retail clotbiog company, known as tbe Conti¬ 
nental, and four years later became manager 
«l the aUwe. He remained with tt company 
for clever and a half yeara, and, ihougti n<>t 
admitted to partnership, he received a share 
cf the net profits. In 11106 he emharkeil In the 
moving picture business. He first opened a 
small theater In Milwaukee avenue, Chicago, 
and, a few months later, be started a film 
eichange In January, 1007, this business was 
lacorporated as tbe Laemmle Film Service.

United Htates), vli.: That all show cars. Including 
carnivals, are charged for at two dollars per 
day for each car, private or I aggage, or for a 
fraction of t»eiily-f<«ir hours, tinly twenty-four 
Imiuiw is alloH.-d—is. time f<d- loading or un¬ 
loading. No exceptions are made of legal holi¬ 
days or ytnndays. 

CIn-uaes and canilvals In freight service, how- 
ever, need not pay anything. ] can’t see where 
it takes more roi.m for my cars on a aide track, 
whether brought to town in either freight or 
passenger service. If they get free parking, 
why alsvuldn’t we In the passenger s«tvicoY If 
We must pay, why sh.iuldn’t tbe rest? If they 
won’t help IIS get parking charges free, we must 
si-e to It that they do pay. the same aa we. 
lYi-olWy, If they were compelled to pay, they 
would al») be willing to help ns fight for free 
parking. 

For a wei-k-atand show with two cars this 
parking charge means fl.24k a year. Still, tbe 
rallnaids are willing to haul y,>u w-ith their own 
cars for the same rate, without parking charges 
even though they have their capitill invested 
and have the iipk.'ep of the cars. The showman 
furiiistiing his own cars aaves the railnsids their 
cat.ital Invested anil th«‘ upkeep of the car be- 

I sblea. but he la given no cmslderation, and to 
t.qv it they now pr.iKvse to make him pay park¬ 
ing charges. 

'The railroads pay all foreign freight cars fifty 
cents rs-r day for every day on their llneiv 
whether In use or i>ot. But the showman with 
Ills own car gets nothing. If other cars an- 
worth something why not ours? Haven’t we 
sense or giimptlon enough to fight for our rights? 

The railroads allow forty-eight honra for load¬ 
ing or unloading a freight car. Sundays and 
legal hiilidays. as well aa rainy days, an- also 
fsee. But the showman Is to have only twenty- 
four hours out of a week. Including Sunday— 
absolutely no allowance made for loading or iin 

- loading. Why? Simply becanae be has stood 
for everything else, so the railroads take It for 
grsnt.sl he will etsnd for this as well. 

But. l. t’s g.i further. On January 1 the rate 
was raised fis>m a minimum of PiU for two cars 
to J.IO. Vou must buy five more tickets B<.w 
which means yon have l?t4 miles less to go 
on your minimum move. While v.vn pay $1.% more 
|)er move this .vear than last year yon get V2U, 
miles lesi on your minimum .lump. This means 
an Increase of It.R'iO a year for a two-oar, one 
day-stand show; $SS0 for a two-car. week stand 
show, not taking Into consideration the park¬ 
ing charges. Where are the profits going to 

t come In? It means ruin to m.wt of this class 
I of sIk.ws. 

' Can yon affotvl to raise a fnnd to help fight 
I this? 1 can’t see how any slmwmian can afford 

to answer In tbe negative. Even the big show 
. men can’t afford to see the little ones nnt oiit 
' .*f business, for. If the railroads can make these 

charges against the little ones and get away 
‘ w-ifh 't they will dfsibtless try It on the hlg 

ones later. 
I have ma'ied circular letters, copies of this 

matter and rates, to everv stiowmsn wlips-- ad¬ 
dress I could find, to date numbering 300, and nnon 

I the earnest re«pisst of a small number of show 

meu I have dec-ided to try raising a fund to 
fight this whole Increase of rales and parking 
charge before tbe Interstate Coiuiuerce Oum- 
misaion. 

Our interest la mutual. I have no more to 
gain than you. 1 need your financial and moral 
support. 1 expect to pay my share, tbe same aa 
anyone. But if we are going tu do anything, we 
miiat DU IT NOW. No matter bow hard the 
times are. We all must help to raise a fund. 
Look what it meaaa to you and all of ua if 
we win. If I didn't believe we could win ami 
would win I wouldn’t waste a minute's time 
trying tu fight or raise a fund. 1 will start tbe 
fund with gilo. Every manager try to do like¬ 
wise; those of one-car shows, $12.oU. I will 
repreaent you, bead ibe fight, donate my time 
and labor, stick to a finish, and render a atrict 
account for every cent of tbe fund. 

In tbe meanwhile everyone interested should 
write the secretary of the Interstate Commerce 
CouimiHaioD, Washlngtou, D. U., pruteatiug 
against all these rates asked per diem fur the 
ahowmen’s cars. We roust lay our case bt-fure 
the' I. C. In the regular way. have good at- 
turiieya to represent ua, and have a showman 
there who understands the small shows and 
their wants. Merely writing them, of course, 
will accomplish little, but it will show them 
how mauy are affected by tbesi- unjust rales, 
what It means to us, and will bel|> them to see 
tbe abowuian’a aide of it, too. I trust YUU 
are with me, heart, purse and soul. 

Hard times is tbe railroads’ excuse for this 
increase. No one knows better than tbe show- 
man that times are hard. It hurts bis bualneat 
aa much and more than the railroads’ bosloesa. 
The 1. C. C, all->wed the railroads an Increase 
of five per cent In freight rates, but did the 
railroads Bto|>s at this with tbe IMtle show¬ 
man? No, tx^anse tbev know tbe average show- 
man is asleep. He won't fight, even for bis 
just rights. 

I am not particularly opposed to the rallroada; 
In fact. I have some very good friends among 
them. However, I know that with them it is 
not what It costa to haul, but a matter of get 
!ng all we will stand for. New-*i»ai(era would 
have the puHIc l>elleve that the prosperlt.v 
of the country binges on tbe railroads, tut I 
can not aet- It in that light. A rtllr>>ad la onl.v 
pro<q>eroiiH when It hauls passengers and freight, 
and onl.v wls*n |syn>le are pnwperous can they 
buy, cauaiiig tbe manufacturer and dealers to 
use the railroads for tran^>natlon. thus their 
pros|s-rlty. And, too. when people are prosper¬ 
ous they go to abows. In my estimation the 
railroads have no more to do with making times 
goo<l than the si>->wa. It la merely that the 
showman baa been easy picking for them, bn* 
we have the Interstate Commerce Commission to 
appeal to In a legal way. I think they will give 
us a H<)uare deal. We can sak no more; but 
let us do It at once. 

It will retpilre money to fight and win. Yotir 
shape may de<-ide In .>ur favor. Y'x>n can not 
reasonably expect others to pay and not do so 
yourself. l.et ns sh.vw them that the showman 
is not unlike any other bnalnesa man in organ 
izlng and fighting for bis rights. Y’on have 
mnch to gain and much to lose. This means 
all showmen using cars, and It matters not what 
branch of the sbi*w htialness they may be en¬ 
gaged In. Ttie nncalled-for charges may be as¬ 
sessed against Bill aa well as John. 5*o don’t 
Jolly yourself along that yon will be exempt. 

In conclusion let me again say that I am 
at yonr senice. Stacks of mall with adrloe 
hare been received, bnt what la needed Is 
money. Y'onr advice and suggestions. If backed 
up with money, will show nnmlktakaWv that 
yon are really interested for the t>eneflt of vonr 
brother sh.>wman. and yonr advice and angges- 
tlons will havy all the more wl-lght.,
